FACTS FOR FARMERS.

Best Method of Preserving Posts—Boys on
the Farm—Agricultural Notes

Referring to the well-known method
of preserving posts and poles which are
partly imbedded in the earth, by char-
ring and contin%with tar, the S
American says these methods are only
effective when both areapplied. Sheuld
the poles only be charred, without the
subsequent treatment cf tar, the charred
formation on the surface would only act
as an absorber of the moisture, and, if
anything, hasten the decay. By apply-
ing a coating of tar, according to the
same authority, the tar would only form
a casing aboutthe wood, nor could it
penetrate to the depths which the ab~
sorbing properties of the charcoal surface
would insure,

Woed that is exposed to the action of
water or let into the ground should first
be charred, and then, before it is entire-
ly cooled, be treated with tar until the
woﬁ is thoroughly impregnated, says
the journal in question. The acetic acid
and o1ls contained in the tar are evaps
orated by the heat and only the resin
left behind, which penetrates the pores
of the wood and forms an air-tight and
water-proot envelope. It is important
to impregnate the posts a little above the
line of exposure, for hereit is that the
action ot decay affects the wood first and
where the break always occurs when re-
moved from the earth or straned in
testing.

To Keep Hoys on The Farm,

Boys make men, and the more attrac~
tive, instructive. and profitable we can
make our farm homes for the boys, the
more useful and successful will be the
men and more likely to stick to the farm
whtch should have pleasant associations,
as it has bright prospects for intelligent
and enterprising young men. The Wes-
tern Stock Journal and Farmer appro-
priately says:

Farmers’ boys should be trained to
love the farm by giving them a money-
ed and co~operative interest in it; they
have ciaims on their parents beyond the
simple act and knowledge of raisin
crops and feeding stock. They shoul
be taught to exercise their ability in

lanning, and to acquire judgment in
guying and selling. It is not right to
compel boys to work from year to year
and never intrust them with business
transactions, for it makes machines of
them, which they soon grow to dislike,
Farmers should consider that their sons
have something more than physical
strengh to exercise in the development
of the farm. They have mental ability,
and personal pride that should be ex-
ercised and brought into profitable ser-
vice. Give the boys a chance to enjoy
all their natural rights and they will do
more profitable labor, and, as a rule car-
ry success and dignity with them into
whatever department of labor they
enter.

Up to date he has
sold from them $100 worth of meat and
has $200 worth of hogs left.

New York Times.

Impossible as it may be to understand
the sarvival or persistence of fashions in
dress, the use of false hair has been rele-
gated to the gentler sex in this, the last
quarter of the nineteenth century, Un-
less for the absolute protection of the
head utterly bereft of hair, men to-day
rarely wear wigs, The prosperous days
of the barber waned when he no longer
found a supplementary calling in wig-
making.

You admire the beauty of the
child, and expatiate on a glory of hair
tumbling down on the rounded shoul-
ders, There is, you say, nothing so
sweet as the innocence of childhood, It
is beauty unadorned, and you fall
straight away in love with the golden
locks. Your wife, who has noticed your
expansiveness, will not be moved, for
she remarks in adry, matter-of<tact way,
“Jt is a wig. Why. don’t you know that
any number of children wear wigs? You
can buy a wig of that kind for §25. Very
aice ones, assorted to a child’s complex-
1on, made to order, come higher,” You
look horror-stricken, and you ask re-

roachfully. “Have you been shopping
or children’s wigs? Is our own little in-
nocent to wear a wig?”’ “No,” is the re-
ply, “I only asked the price. Where
was the harm? Why, there are thousands
of little girls in New York wearing wigs.
I should not be surprised if in time all
of them would have to wear them, Some
of the fashionable doctors, it is said, re-
commend wigs—they prevent colds, It
is even quite likely that children will
wear wigs this summer, because they
will be thought cool.” To be sentimen-
tal or maudlin about such tricking out of
children would perhaps, be of no avail,
still we may declare it to be a disgusting
fashion—a fraud on nature. Once there
was a woman who, as the mother of a
poor pallid infant held it at the baptis-
mal font to receive the first of the most
beautiful rites of Christianity, and be-
cause her poor baby's cheeks were pale
she smudged them over with the same
truddle which had given her own sallow
face its abnormal tint, It may be fash-
ionable some day to present rouged
children at the communion table. One
feels about such things like repeating
what Franklin said of rouged woman,
and fhe character of the sign they hung
out. There are, unfortunately, many
vulgar people who think that the earlier
they begin to make their children hum-
bugs the better it is.

A German on Emigration,
New York Times.

A German scholar, well known in lit-
erary circles here, and formerly connect-
ed with the Board of Emigration in New
York, Dr. F. Kapp, has gust publishedan
address on emigration, delivered in Ber
lin to the congress ot German econo-
mists. Like most of Mr, Kapp’s writings,
the address is full of good sense and for-
tified by thorough historical knowledge
and experience in practical affairs. The
speaker admits the great loss of Germany
of so many able-®odied young men and
women drawn every year to a foreign
country. Accordingto former estimates
of the money value of every workman to
a country, he sets down the capital value
of each emigrant to the United States at
about $830, or, at the lowest estimate,
including women and children, as, say,
500 thalers, and his money property at
100 thalers more, making, with 100,000
emigrants every year, a loss to Germany
of 60,000,000 thalers, or from 1820 to 1860,
with 4,000,000 emigrants, a loss to the
Fatherland of 2,400,000,000 thalers, or
almost half as much again as the enor-
mous French indemnity.

A Family Frozen to Death.

One of the moste terrible incidents
connected with the late blizzards, as re-
lated by Father Tierney, is as follows:

HINTS FOR THE HOUSEHOLD,

Home Conversation—A Batch of Valuable
Recipes and Usetul Hints,

ndeavor always to talk your best
betore your children. They hunger per-
petually for new ideas. They learn with
pleasure from the lips of parents what
they dream is drudgery to learn from
books, and even if they have to be de-
prived of many educational advantages,
they enjoy in childhood the privilege of
listening daily to the conversation cf
intellizent people. We sometimes sce
parents who are the life of every commw
pany which they enter, dull, silent or
uninteresting at home awmong their
cbildren, If they have not mental stores
enough for each, let them first use what
they have for their own household, A
silent home is a dull system for young
people, a place from which -they will
cseave 1 they can. How much useful
information, on the other hand, is eften
given in pleasant conversation; and what
unconscions, bt excellent mental train-
ing is lively social argument! Cultivate
to the ntmost the graces of conversation,

Household Hints,
~To remove oil colors, varnish and
resins from white or colored linens, cot-
tons or woolens, use rectitied oil of tur-
pentine, aleohol, lye, and their soap. On
silks, uce benzine, ether and mild soap
very cautiously.

—('onl oil will take out ink stains,even
atter they have been washed with soap.
Ponr on the oil, and rub the spot in the
han 's; (df it does not remove it by the
first application, try more; the second
application will remove it entirely,

—Remove mildew from linen by wet-
ting the spot, rubbing on chaik, and ex-
posing 1t to the air. Diluted hwrtshorn
will tuke out mildew from woolen stuffs,
A weak solution of ehloride of lime can
be applied to almost any fabric, but
wmust be ased with care, especially on
some colors,

—Linen garments which have become
yellow from time, may be whitened by
being boiled in a lnt{u-r made of milk
and pure white soap, a pound of the lat~
ter to a gallon of the former. After the
boiling process the linen should be twice
rin=ed, a little blue being added to the
lust water used.

—A very fine shaving soap solution
mey be made by taking a quarter of a
pound of white Castile soap in shavings,
one piut rectitied spirit, one gill of wa-
ter; perfume to taste, Put in a lottle,
cork tightly, set in warm water for a
short time, and agitate occasionally un~
til solution is complete, Let stanel, pour
the liguor off the dregs, and bottle for
use,

—To do up lace curtains: Having
washed and dried them in the usual man-
ner, sturch and redry them. Any num-
ber muv be prepared in this way, thus
saving the trouble of making starch ev-
ery timne that you wish to put them upon
the frame, Take the number that vou
are to use at once, dip them into cold
blueinz water and pass them throngh
the aringer. This will not remove the
stureh, it will only put them into a con-
dition =0 that when stretcheda and dry,
the me-hes of the lace will be clear and
free from starch, which will not be the
case if taken directly off of the hot
starch,

A Girl’s Feariui Peril.
Warrentown, Va. T'rue Index,

Miss French Coo?er, daughter of Rich-
ard Cooper, Esq., of thns county, had a
narrcw escape from diowning last Satur-
day. She left her home in the morning
with Ler cousin, Taylor Cooper, of
Stafford, for Oakwood, forded .Great run
at Minter’s mill with safety, and an houar
later attempted the ford several miles
up the stream, near Mr. Richard Lake’s
on Waterloo pike, where the run usually
makes a letter 3 in its crossings. Ihe
run had, however, burst its banks and
presented one unbroken sheet there.
t'he two rode in, the escort to the right,
to act as a breakwater. Immediately
after reaching the bed of the run, about
saddle skirt deep, the momentum of the
waters swept the feet from both horses,
and partially immersed the riders, An
instant more and riders and horses were
<hot by the resistless flood toward the
pole which lately snpported a water gate
that was then only a few inches above
the water level, To cluteh the pole and
avoid heing unseated by it was the inspi-
ration of a moment fuh of peril. Both
riders were successful in this, but neither
was able to maintain a hold. The force
of the water wrenched loose their grasp
and whisked them away. Miss Cooper,
with admirabie self-possession, turned
her face upward and maintained the po-
sitionn of one afloat, clutching on right
and 'efi at eluding bushes for anchorage,
When she had descended the stream
more than a bundred vards she sue-
ceeded in grasping the branch of a tree,
to which she clung antil help, secured
through timely notice given by Mr, Her-
rell, the old mail-carrier, reached the
scene from Mr, Lake's house.—~some 150
yards distant.
