Hereto­
fore the maximum credit that 
could be earned In small towns 
was 15 per cent. An amendment 
also makes eligible for fire record 
any “protected” town regardless 
of the volume of premiums paid 
In It. The dividing line has been 
annual premiums In excess of 
$20.000

Heretofore no matter how good 
a fire record Goldthwaite has 
had. the maximum credit allow­
ed was only 15 per cent.

The rate reductions follow the 
revelation that leading fire In­
surance companies were making 
profits In excess of that allowed 
by the insurance laws.

Elsewhere in this issue of The EAGLE 

will be found an account of an excui*sion by 
several representatives of this paper to the 
Big Bend State Park. It was a memorable 
ti*ip which our readers will find well worth 
making for themselves.

In the last Te.xas Weekly there is re­
printed an editorial from the Houston Post 
in which the people of Texas are urged to 
complete the purchase of the private land 
needed to make this a great National Park 
to be operated by the federal government in 
the same way that it now operates Yellow­
stone National Park and Carlsbad Cavern. 
President Roosevelt is said only recently to 
have expressed his eagerness for the govern­
ment to develop it.

Aside from that 
it will attract hundreds of thou.sands of visit­
ors to Texas whose expenditui'es will contri­
bute to the pro.sperity of our state.

IT  SM ELLS
Crude oil has a characteristic odor of­

ten .somewhat reminiscent of rotten eggs. 
You may drive through an oil field in dead 
of night with all operations shut down and 
not even the tell-tale glare of waste gas 
torches in evidence, and your nose will tell 
you where you are.

This same odor has permeated the 
opera bouffe transactions of oil men and oil 
regulators in Texas and adjacent states 
during the i>re.sent oil crisis.

Just what is in the wind, it is impossible 
to say. but the aroma of ripe Limburger 
cheese surrounds it.

While Texas is the largest producer of 
t-iaide oil. the numl)er of its citizens who are 
directly interested in the production end is 
insignificant in comparison vAdh the rest of 
us who buy the finished product, gasoline. 
It is noteworthy that those who are charged 
with the administration of the petroleum 
industry in our state are apparently unmind­
ful of the cost of gasoline to us, but are 
quick to spring to the aid of the producer 
when his income is threatened, even though 
this aid, in the form of a shutdown, will in­
evitably cost us con.sumers dearly.

That there are two sides to the question 
of maintaining crude oil prices, the restrain­
ed, informative .statement of the Humble Oil 
& Refining Co., published elsewhere in this 
issue clearly shows. The vituperation heap­
ed on this one company by prominent state 
officials is, to say the least, ill-advised.

Oil is at the same time Texas’ greatest 
indu.stry and its most shameful waster. 
Enough gas is wantonly blown into the air 
and burned each day to do all the cooking 
and heating in Texas homes for a year. Due 
credit must be given Conoco for its re­
pressuring methods whereby gas is conserv­
ed and oil yields prolonged, but too many 
operators are concerned only with what they 
can grab and get away with.

Whether the present impossible situa­
tion wil l result in a return to sanity is doubt­
ful. There is so much politics, so much 
monopoly, so much obvious insincerity and 
so much waste in the production end of the 
oil business, the average man hardly dares 
hope for anything better than a moderate 
increase in the price of gasoline.

L Proaperily (vv. 3-5).
"As long as he sought the Lord, 

God made him prosper" (v. 5).
With a heart right toward God, 

tha background of a rearing by God­
fearing parents (bow much that 
means!) and the counsel of a man 
who was an "expert" In his under­
standing of the ways and the trill 
of God, Uxziab prospered greatly. 
Chapters IS to 27 of U Chronicles 
reveal him as a man of affairs, a 
successful warrior, a capable agri­
culturist, sn able government ad­
ministrator, and a king ivbose tame 
was knotvn far and wide. For one 
who took over the government of a 
nation at the tender age uf 16, fal­
lowing the tragic death of his fa­
ther, Uxziah made a remarkable 
and commendable record.

II. PreeumpUoB (r. 16).
"When he was strong, his heart 

was lifted up to his destruction" 
(V. 16). What sad words! Pros­
perity ruined a man who had made 
a name for himself In times ot ad­
versity. In presumptuous pride he 
attempted to take U>e place of the 
priest ordained of God, in effect de­
claring that the State was over the 
Church, as we would put It in our 
day.

"Thera Is no greater danger at­
taching to the life of Christian serv­
let than the danger of presumptu­
ous pride. I mean the pride which 
manifests itself in an independence 
of the ordinary means of grace, of 
prayer, and of the Word of God. I 
am convinced that that is the cause 
of much of the failure In many Uvet 
here. It is a prida srhich says; ‘I 
can dispense with the Word of Cod’; 
which persists in living on ■ mini­
mum of prayer and communion 
with God, and in yet going about 
the work of Cod at of old; a pride 
which. like Uzziah's. seeks carnal 
prominence in spiritual things. For 
that was his sin. Ha sought a car­
nal prominence in service which 
God had ordained was to be of an 
entirely spiritual order” (J. Stuart 
Holden).

ni. Poblshnirnt (w. 17-21).
"The king was a leper . . . and 

. . . was cut off from the bouse ot 
the Lord" (v. 21). The priests of 
God had holy boldness in rebuking 
the king, a quality which one could 
hope would never be missing in tha 
testimony ot God’s servants. The 
king, however, resented their wise 
words of counteL and punishment 
from Cod, both swift and terrible, 
came upon him.

If the judgment upon Uxziah 
seems too drastic, let us remember 
that the king was presuming to set 
aside an order established by God. 
It was a question of whether God 
was to rule or the king. We should 
also bear in mind that what looks 
like a single outward bit of pre­
sumption was really the expression 
of a heart that had long since gone 
far from God. When men in high 
position either in the State or in 
the Church fall Into sin, it is not 
very often the result of a yielding 
to a sudden temptation, but rather 
the inevitable showing forth of what 
has long been true in the inner life. 
The leprosy at Uxziah's heart now 
fbowed for^ In his face, and ba had 
to be shut off from his peopla and 
from his royal poaition.

Window” where a V-shaped 
opening In the mountain walls 
showed a bright stretch of the 
desert with the dim peaks of the 
Ftontarlsas mountains 85 miles 
away In Mexico!

We were a mile high, we learn­
ed. and the mountains surround­
ing us were a half-mile higher. 
The urge to climb seized every­
one, and Sallee bet a nickel he 
could hoist his giant frame to 
the top of Casa Grande—and 
won his bet by noon.

Lawrence chose to accompany 
him and 13 in all completed the 
dlzey climb up the steep slopes 
above the clouds to the narrow 
ledge that crowns the peak. On 
the way back they scattered a 
dozen fat deer, secure In the pro­
tection of the Park.

Melmoth and his Dad picked 
what seemed at first the easier 
way of traveling horseback to 
the famed South Rim of the Chi- 
sos. Melmoth ( or Bud as every­
one was soon calling him) cboe>e 
an easy-galted, fast stepping 
cow-pony that Just suited him. 
Dad wanted a horse with plenty 
of experience so chose Old Grey, 
a raw-boned mount close to 16 
hands high. Old Grey had cmly 
two gaits, a teeth-Jolting trot and 
a lurching gallop In which he 
seemed to try to throw his hoov­
es away. Others In the party 
included Jack Harper, A1 Smith 
and "Old Man” River, all Dallas 
business men, Harry Crozier, 
Dallas News correspondent. BUI 
Roberts of Haskell, whose father 
Is the new W. T P. A. president, 
and the guide whose droll stories 
while we breathed our horse.s 
added to our enjoyment. Curi­
ously, the real booted westerners 
of our party did their climbing 
on foot while we tenderfeet tried 
to ride.

peculiar white tail deer that is 
found nowhere else.

After passing a government 
trapper's camp and climbing 

jalong and in a rocky water course 
for half a mile, the trail turned 
sharply up once more, then level­
ed out, and we had arrived

The view below us quite took 
our breath away. For hundreds 
of miles In every direction the 
country rolled away, a patchwork 
of colored highlights and sha­
dows. Below us were mountain 
peaks, Just as an aviator views 
them. Twenty-live miles away 
the yawning Jaws of Santa 
Helena C a n y o n ,  that shoot 
straight up 2000 feet from the 
rolling Rio Orande, were plainly 
visible. Beyond In Mexico, moun 
tain range after range sent 
rocky fingers stretching for the 
sky. Somewhere in that vast 
wilderness was the hideout where 
Pancho Villa could always elude 
pursuit. Perhaps one of those 
very peaks sheltered the fabu­
lously rich Lost Mine which 
Frank Dobie has written so en­
ticingly about. Many of those 
reeky passes were crossed by 
smugglers’ trails.

Terlingua creek wound its tor­
tuous way to the river, and as 
we watched, the headwaters of 
a rise sparkled in the sunlight as 
they slowly filled Its sandy banks

Below and to our right a Jet 
black storm cloud spewed rain, 
and a flashing bolt of lightning 
linked It momentarily to the 
earth. The shower was drench­
ing part of our trail so we did

terprlalng Editor George Baker, 
old San Saba boy, and other Ft>rt 
Stockton business men greeted 
us with a chicken barbecue and 
lots of trimmings In that city's 
lovely park surrounding springs 
that gush forth at the rate of 
thirty five million gallons dally, 
irrigating six thousand acres of 
fertile soil.

Here, too. we unexpectedly en­
countered Mr. smd Mrs. Irk Ross, 
former Ooldthwalte citizens, who 
were on their way home from 
Fort Worth to their home In El 
Paso.

After lunch and another swim 
In Fort Stockton’s fine free swim 
ming pool, goodbyes were said, 

[and Barney Hubb.s’ great press 
trip of 1939 was a matter of his­
tory. He had promi.sed the mem­
bers of the West Texas Press As- 
sociaflon that he and Pecos 
would show them the time of 
their lives, and he certainly 
made good with a bang. Our 
thanks are also due hard-work­
ing Jake Smyth of Snyder, pe­
rennial secretary of the W. T. P. 
A , Douglas Meador, of Matador,

^  was being «re- ̂  
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We started like an elevator go­
ing straight up, and soon our 
camp appeared as far below us 
as behind. For several miles we 
followed a very fair trail that 
had been widened by the CCC 
workers, but It was practically all 
climbing almost straight up or 
tumbling abruptly down as we 
climbed over ridge after ridge 
and Into and out of canyons. It 
wasn’t  long before the horse.s 
were drenched with sweat.

It had been a quarter of a cen­
tury since Dad had ridden horse­
back. and It wasn’t  long before 
Old Grey’s hind legs were knock­
ing against Dad’s heels. If Old 
Grey wanted In the stirrups, Dad 
vowed he was going to get off, 
but then he realized that the 
steep climb and the mount’s wet 
hide had let the saddle slip back­
wards. so he grabbed a handful 
of mane and stayed on till a level 
place was reached where the 
girth could be cinched tighter.

Before long another steep 
climb let the saddle back again,  ̂
but another pause for cinching 
up another notch and then Old 
Grey took a long drink from a 
mountain stream and after that 
everything was swell.

Flat Foot Floogie, an awkward 
three-year-old, got Into trouble 
right from the start and almost 
tumbled her rider when she 
stumbled and crashed to her 
knees and haunches. A little 
later she stepped Into a steel 
panther-trap, and It was a tick­
lish Job getting It off while she 
did a tap dance on the narrow 
trail. Ai Smith got a nasty 
bruise on his knee from the trap 
as the pony tried to shake It off.

Most of the mountains of Tex­
as are raw-boned rocks with lit­
tle If any color or vegetation. But 
not 80 the Chisos. The brush was 
thick, and now and then we pass­
ed under huge Douglas firs that 
flourish in Wisconsin and Min­
nesota. There was plnon In 
abundance, weeping cypress that 
Is native to Southern Mexico. 
Arizona cypress and Western 
Pines and dozens of other trees 
we did not know. In this one 
section 750 different species of 
plants have been identified, the 
greatest number to be found In 
one section in all the United 
States. Wlldflowers pushed their 
brilliant blossoms through the 
rich Black Oramma grass till it 
looked like spring. A pair of 
Mexican Oolden eagle« soared 
above us, and here and there we 
saw where bears had scratched 
and gnawed away the bark on 
the iMnes to get a t the siicculent 
sap.

The maguey or century plant 
pushM Ita thorny arms out on 
all sides, smd now and then one 
could be seen In magnificent full 
bloom. Black tall deer abound­
ed, and occasionally one could 
catch a fleeting glimpse of the

net hurry away. Before our eyes 
the landscape was shifting with 
kaleidoscopic rapidity as the 
wind varied the patterns of light 
and shade. So strong was the 
wind that a pebble lightly toased 
over the rim on which we stood 
did not drop down, but was blown 
bark up upon the mesa past us. 
But when we rolled a boulder 
down there was an agonizing 
wait of seconds before the faint 
sound -of Its first crash could 
reach our ears.

Securely cached In the shelter 
of a rock, we discovered a tin 
can which contained a roster of 
names of those who had pre­
ceded us to this spot some weeks 
before, among them that of A. D. 
Simpson, Houston banker, whom 
we knew. We added our names 
to the roll wondering how long 
they would remain and who 
would see them next.

T7)en we started back, gallop­
ing wherever we could. Intent on 
reaching camp in time to drive 
to Terlingua and the quicksilver 
mine some fifty mile« away be­
fore night. It was fun for Bud 
but cruel punishment for Dad 
as he tried to dodge the tree 
trunksand J}ranches that threat­
ened him from above a.s well as 
from both sides. Crozier, Roberts 
and Bud reached camp at 3:20; 
25 minute.« later, his .«hlrt in 
shreds, smarting with scratches 
and aching from bruises. Dad 
and Old Grey came to together. 
But somewhere In that wild gal­
lop the car keys had Jolted out, 
so the trip to Terlingua was off. 
An hour and fifteen minutes 
later the guide and the rest of 
the party sauntered In a t a lei­
surely gait.

Meanwhile we had had time 
to Inspect the Interesting mu­
seum which Dr. W. A. Maxwell, 
government geologist, has estab­
lished In the Basin. There we 
found pre-hlstorlc oyster shells 
30 inches acres.«, fossilized sharks 
that once swam through these 
valleys and Innumerable speci­
mens of minerals and rocks from 
this region. Most Interesting of 
all were the relies of the curious 
Basket Maker race which 1 Ived 
much longer ago than the cliff 
dwellers of Colorado and New 
Mexico.

Reduced the Price of Crude

This staUmsnt is publithsd as a paid advertisement by Humble Oil 
a  Refining Company for tho benefit of thoeo who aro intcraated and 

not acquainted with the facta.

On Auguat 11 the Humble Company posted reduc­
tion* in the prices at which it purchased crude oil in 
Texas and New Mexico by amounts ranging from 5c 
to S2c per barrel, and averaging 18.5c per barrel. In 
view of the fact that thia action on our part has been 
severely criticized before the public, we outline below 
the facts and reasons on which it was based:

1. On August 1 the quantities of crude oil listed 
below, aggregating 218,920 barrels daily in Texas, 
Louisiana and Arkansas, were moving to market at 
prices substantially below the Humble’s postings for 
similar crudes:

5. The crude oil market has been under pressure foe 
more than a year. The price adjustments made last 
October did not remove fully the disparity between 
Humble’s prices and those of some oil moving in its 
markets. Since that time the volumes of crude moving 
below our prices have increased steadily, with the result 
that when the reductions of Sinclair-Prairie and othera 
came on August 10, affecting approximately 150,000 
barrets of crude per day, conditiofM were so bad that 
we were compelled to reduce our prices to meet thia 
competition. In no case arc our new postings lower than 
the Sinclair-Prairie postings for similar crudes.

2. The amount of crude moving below Humble’s 
postings was greatly increased when on August 10 the 
Sinclair-Prairie Company posted a reduction of 20c 
per barrel affecting the oil produced and purchased by 
it in Texas, New Mexico, Oklahoma and Kansas, which 
action was followed immediately by reductions in the 
price made by a number of smaller purchasers. These 
reductions applied to more than 150,000 barrels of oil. 
This, added to that mentioned in the preceding para­
graph, equals 368,000 barrels. In the three States in 
which Humble operates, Texas. New Mexico, and 
Louisiana, the aggregate volume of oil moving below 
Humble’s prices approximated 1714% of the total cur­
rent production in those States.

3. The movement of constantly increasing quantities 
over the past year or more of crude produced in the 
new Illinoia fields, reaching a total of 300,000 barrels 
daily on August 1, on a price basis subsuntially lower 
than Humble’s postings in its territory, exerted a pro­
gressively depressing effect on the crude oil market. 
The effect was felt in Texas; tnd actually since April 
1 Humble has lost 10,000 barrels per day of business 
absorbed by Illinois crude. This loss of business was 
in addition to that loot by Humble as a result of the 
Btovement of crude at low prices in the territory where 
we operate.

4. On Augtut 11, therefore, the total voluane of oil 
moving at prices below thoM of the Humble was ap­
proximately 668,000 barrels.

6. The Humble Company is primarily a producer 
of oil. Its crude oil properties constitute its principal 
asset. Its net production averages 133,000 barrels a 
day. Wc are also crude oil tnerchants and purchase, 
at our posted prices, 251,000 barrels of crude oil daily 
in Texas and New Mexico. These prices also govern 
the price at which we sell the oil which we produce. 
Because of our large production we arr vitally inter, 
rsted in the maintenance of fair prices.

Our refineries consume something near the amount 
of oil which we produce. As a conaequence. with re­
spect to our purchases we are in the tame position as 
a merchant dealing in any commodity. To continue in 
business, we can not over a long period of time pay 
higher prices than our competitors. We are compelled 
to meet competition. The price of oil, like that of other 
commodities, is subject to change with market condi­
tions. These are simple and fundamental businesa prin* 
ciples. We were reluctant to cut the price of crude, 
not alone because of its adverse effect on our own earn­
ings, but also because of its effect on our customers 
and upon the industry and the state at large. LTndcr 
these circumstances, we could not continue to pay the 
prices we had been paying.

7. As a matter of policy the Humble Company 
maintains stocks of crude oil very slightly in excess of 
the amount required as working stocks to carry on 
operations. Wc do not believe in storage of oil above 
ground but in production of oil currently as required 
for market. We do not speculate in oil. We have no 
desire to buy oil at any price to accumulate for storage.

8. We think the price for oil brought about by the 
competitive conditions sbovt mentioned it lower then 
should be realized. In our opinion the Rood of oil 
from Illinois snd Louisiana, most of which is being 
produced wastefuily, in violation of conservation prin. 
ciples, ia primarily responsible for the market condi* 
tions which necessitated our price reductions. I t  is our 
hope that these conditions trill be corrected and that 
the market will improve.
