(*Chip") Robert, secretary
of the Democratic national commit-
tee, has a plan for refunding war
debts, also for selling more supplies
to the allies and at the same time en-
suring Western hemisphere defense.

Briefly put, it is to take a mort-
gage on the British fleet in lieu of
war debts,

In other words, the British would
make a small token payment, then
promise to turn their fleet over to
the United States on the war debt
in case of default. In return, the
Johnson act would become inopera-
tive, and the United States would ex-
tend immediate war credits.

Behind this, of course, is not so
much the matter of war debts, but
the very real fear that the United
States may lose its greatest bulwark
of protection—the British fleet.

How important the British fleet is
to American defense is only just
percolating to the general public.
Real fact, however, is that the Unit-
ed States is not now prepared to
defend both the Pacific and At-
lantic coasts, and will not be pre-
pared for four more years. It would
take at least that long to build a
second fleet.

Note—Another plan receiving in-
formal consideration by some of the
insiders is to repeal the Johnson act
and give immediate credits to the
allies, in return for a mortgage on
the French and British possessions
in the Western hemisphere.
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GREENLAND AIR BASE

You can write it down as certain
that should Hitler send an air expe-
diti to Greemland or occupy it
otherwise, Roosevelt would oppose
that occupation, if necessary with
the armed forces of the United
States.

However, should Hitler get to
Greenland first, the United States
would have no adequate airplane
force or naval strength in the At
lantic to dislodge him.

It Hitler took Greenland or Ice-
land, the United States would have
abo) as.hard a time getting him
out as the allies had in rooting the
Nazis out of Norway.

Military axiom (emphasized by
this war) is: Once the enemy gets
control of a seaport or an air base,
it is going to be twice as hard, al-

« most impossible to get him out. So
you may see something done by the
United States about Greenland in
the not too distant future.

A Gross Receipts
Levy Is Sales Tax

By BOYCE HOUSE

Austin.—FPifty million dollars
of additional revenue through a
gross receipts tax is the plan of
Mrs. Miriam A. Ferguson for
meeting old age pensions and
other social security obligations.

In her opening speech recent-
ly at Waco, she described her
proposal as: “A levy of 1-2 of 1
per cent on gross receipts from
sales and business, with reason-
able exemptions within the Con-
stitutional provisions that taxes
shall be equal and uniform,
which I suggest to be $5,000, and

ich my best information
estimates to yield $50,000,000.”

If this tax lacks a little of
raising the revenue, then Mrs
Ferguson “will be in favor of a
reasonable additional tax on
natural resources but I will not
favor a heavy tax on natural re-
sources,” she declared.

The gross receipts tax “will be
levied against the seller and not
the consumer and, therefore
would not oppress the poor, be-
cause they do not sell anything,”
Mrs. Ferguson continued.

Other items vetoed by the governor included: $138,000 for two of
our State tubercular hospitals; $70,131 for two of our State orphans’
homes; $50,520 for the Texas School for the Blind; $38,000 for the
two institutions for wayward boys and girls.

|  Sound principles are foundational
| to right living. Right living is tem-
| perate living. The first temperance
. lesson for the year emphasized the
: sacredness of life. This lesson,
which is our second one on that
subject, properly stresses the im-
portance of testing conduct by its
true usefulness.
| The emphasis of modern thinking
is upon learning, upon the brilliance
of scientific achievement, with little
or no concern about personal char-
acter. Christianity and the Bible go
to the root of that matter, stressing
the need of stalwart moral and spir-
itual character, without which other
attainments are lacking in real
value and meaning. Unless what a
man accomplishes is the expression
of the greatness of his character, it
is transient and often detrimental in
its effect on society.

Tested by its results, the liquor
traffic stands conclusively and com-
pletely condemned.

more presentable indicates that
fact. McAlpine made a rather

I. Wood Without Strength. (Ezek.

The branch of a vine is at its best
too crooked and pliable to be very
useful, but here we have a plece
of vine which has been charred in
the fire until it is so useless that it
can only be burned up. This is the
picture of a life, possibly somewhat
limited in its abilities and gifts, but
nevertheless valuable, but made ut-
terly useless by careless or disso-
lute living.

II. Salt Without Savor (Matt 5:

True salt is penetrating, antisep-
tic and purifying, but savorless salt
is good for nothing but to make a
road for the feet of men.

III. Light Without Nlumination
(Matt 5:14).

A light is intended to give illumi-
nation to all around about it. It al-
, ways does that thing unless some-
one hides it under a cover, and then
!it becomes not only useless, but
dangerous. A life lighted by faith
in Christ will shine to the very ends
of the earth and, as a missionary
once said, ‘“The light that shines
farthest shines brightest at home.”
We are the light of the world, but
| if we cover our light we deny the

very essence of our natures. Here
| is no thought of proud or selfish dis-
play. Light does not shout about
itself, it just shines—but it really
does shine,

IV. Trees Without Frult (Matt. 7:
16-20).

Every plant brings forth fruit
after its own nature. We do not
expect figs from thistles, but we do
expect figs on the fig tree. The
countryside bears no more desolate
figure than a blasted, fruitless fruit
tree. Quickly the owner cuts it
! down and terminates its shame and
uselessness by burning it. What
about men and women? God has
?made them in His own image and

likeness. He has given them intelli-
gence and personal ability, He has
a right to expect the fruit of a useful
life from every one, and particu-
larly from the Christian, who is “‘a
good tree.”

V. Life Without a Purpose (I Cor,
10:6, 7.
