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Mills County Cotton 
Farmers May Lose 
Cotton Allotments

According to O. R. Ooosby, 
secretary of the Mills County A. 
C, A., records of the office show 
that this county received a total 
cotton allotment of 17.M8 acres 
for 1939 1038 farmers received 
cotton allotments In that year. 
Only 503 farmers planted cotton 
ill 1939.

In 1940 Mills county received 
a total cotton allotment of 18,- 
727 acres. 85« farmers received 
cotton allotments in that year. 
Only 371 farmers planted cotton 
in 1940.

For 1941 Mills ccunty has re­
ceived a total cotton allotment 
of 18,409 acres. 733 farmers have 
received cotton allotments fur 
1941 Farmers will note, from the 
above Infcrmation relating to 
1939 and 1940. that many farms 
on which cotton allotments were 
Issued, cotton was not planted 
for these years. Unless these 
farms, on which cotton was not 
planted In 1939 and 1940, have 
S' me cotton planted In 1941, no 
regular cotton allotments will be 
Issued In 1942. T h e »  farm.s will 
be considered as new grower 
cotton frames and will be eligible 
for only approximately fifty per 
cent of the original allotments, 
and will receive no cotton pay­
ment fer the first year as a new 
cotton grower.

Considering the above two 
facts. In which only approxi­
mately fifty per cent of the pres­
ent cotton allotment can be re­
established and that no ookton 
payment will be made for the 
first year. It la very important 
that farmers should carefully 
consider whether they want to 
lose thlr present cotton allot­
ment. Farm en should consult 
the records of their farms and 
If no cotton has been planted 
for years 1939 smd 1940, they 
should remember that unlesa 
cotton Is planted In 1941 the cot­
ton alloLment for the farm will 
be lost.

Cotton payments In the near 
future will very likely be based 
on the actual 5 year average 
yield of each farm, regardless of 
how low or how high this yield 
may be. By Increasing the aver­
age cotton yield per acre, farm ­
ers will be enabled to increase 
their farm checks In proportion 
to the Increase in cotten yield.

A large part of the 
county agent's work requires be­
ing out of the office and for this

The creditor Is our neighbor county of Mills and especially 

its county seatt, Ooldthwalte.
The people of Mills county came to the aid of Brownwood 

in helping supply land for use In the training of Camp Bowie sol­
diers. They were friendly toward the project of an army training 
center a t Brownwood and leased their land for use as artillery 
range and other military training grounds.

Without that land, there probably never would have been a 
Camp Bowie. And wl0iout Camp Bowie, Brown county today might 
still be In the deptha of the worst depression in history.

This great debt can’t  be repaid In cash; but It can be repaid.
Mills county IsUinked to Brown county In many ways—by a 

fine paved highway;'by Isolation from other large cities; by simi­
larity of soil, occupations and heritages; by ties of kindshlp, cul­
ture and education; by establishment cf the Brown-Mills Soil Con­
servation District; by the connecting rails of a great railroad.

The interests of these two counties are Identical, and their 
needs are the .same.

Brownwood has profited moat from establishment of the 
army camp. With other nearby countlee. Mills citizens have shared 
in .-supplying workers to help build the camp. Many persons and 
families employed on the vast project have been living In Mills 
ccunty.

But that debt of gratitude remain.s, and In repaying it 
Brown county has the opportunity not only to prove Its loyalty 
to neighbors who come to its aid in times of emergency but also 
to cement forever bcjnds that are natural and contain all of the 
Clements of true recrlprocity.

At the present jnomeni. Brownwood Is unable to .supply suf­
ficient housing facilities for all of the famllie.-i of people desiring 
to move here. There Is a .serious heusing shortage here.

Ooldthwalte abd Mullin in Mills county are located within 
easy reach of Brownwood and the army camp. They ar» within 
a short distance of the training grounds wh re thousands of ar­
tillery. motorized cavalry and Infantry trexaps will learn how best 
to defend the rmtlon.

Brown county ^ op le  should make It their business to help 
build Ooldthwalte and MuUln Into larger communities and should 
encourage those who are unable to find homes here to seek resi­
dences In those towns. Local leaders should place their services at 
the command of Mills county civic and official leaders to ob­
tain whatever may be needed to enhxince the grow'b of Mills 
county and to provide more hotelng faculties In that county.

Whether Brownwood Is able to obtain a Federal housing
f>ro]ect of Its own or not, that should not deter local people from 
ending their best efforts to obtain a project for Ooldthwalte, 

If such a project would be welcomed there.
And Brown county should begin now to cooperate fuUy 

with Mills county In seeking more road faculties Unking the two 
countlea and the training area.

The people o f Mills county have shown the way to a new 
era of cooperative development. Brown countr should follov  ̂
through under the slogan. "One for ail and all for otie.”

Now's the time to start repaying that debt.

After attending the Inaugura­
tion of Govern; r W. Lee O’Dan­
iel for a second term, the Senate 
got down to work last week by 
giving its attention flr :t  to 
measures to help th? national 
defense pr. gram. Full coopera- 
ticn with the national adminis­
tration’s emergency plan svas 
recommended by the Governor 
In his inaugural speech, and the 
Senate Committee on Military 
Affairs, of which I am chairman, 
reported out thre? bills to faci­
litate national defense. O.ie by 
Senatrr Clem Fain of Llvlng- 
itcn  would stipulate that no 
teacher or employee of a tax- 
fupported Institution of learn­
ing In this- state shall receive 
salaries until he or she jaledges 
allegiance to the United States 
and support and defense of the 
Cinstitutlon and laws of the 
State and Federal governments; 
another by Senator Brownie* of 
Austin would provide fer estab­
lishing a Home Defense Ounrd In 
Tesa.s to take the place of the 
National Guard while it U ir. 
federal service. The third by 
Senator J .  Franklin Spears cf 
San Antcnio would authorize the 
government to lease the Camp 
Hulen grounds near Palaclo« to

the federal government for mili­
tary purposes.

Lieutenant Gevernor C o k e  
Plevenson designated me to 
.-erve as chairman c f the mili­
tary Affaire Comniit’ee and al'o 
of the Important Rules Commit­
tee. I was also named vice chair­
man of the Committee on State 
In'tltutlone and Departmenls. 
and a member cf 11 o’ther Sen­
ate committees. Including Agri­
culture, Cengreaslonal Districts, 
Constitutional A m e n d m e nts. 
Criminal Jurisprudence. Finance. 
Highways and Motor Traffic. 
Labor Nomina: Ions of the Gov­
ernor, Mining, Irrigation and 
Drdnage and Public Lands.

During th'_ first ten days of 
the sesilon, I introduced 7 bills 
as follows:

areas where newly established 
•military camps have been locat- 
d.
8. To revl«e the license fees 
aid by truckers.
7. To appropriate m'~ney for 

Derating exjaenses of the wool 
courlng plant a t A. Si M. Col- 
egc for the next fiscal year.

Tl.e Senate has taken steps to 
'nvestigate charges of irregulari- 
'.ies In State departments which 
were Included In the report of 
the State Auditor artd In the 
Governor’s s[>eeches. TThls Inves­
tigation will be c o n d u c t e d  
promptly, and If the alleged Ir­
regularities are proved, the Leg­
islature may take proper action 
to correct them.

"The state law requires that 
the birth of every baby born in 
Texas shall be reported to the 
local registrar. Parents of chil­
dren should make Inquiry re­
garding the birth of their child­
ren within 30 days afUr birth," 
according to County Clerk Earl 
Summy.

“Children whose births are re­
corded either by a doctor or at­
tending mid-wife have the ad­
vantage of the following bene­
fit*: To prove the right to prop­
erty Inherited, prove citizenship, 
^love school age, prove age un­
der child labor laws, prove legal 
age for marriage, prove right to 
vote, prove right to hold public 
cffice, prove age for military 
service, prove nationality In for­
eign countries, secure passf>orts. 
prove qualifications for Jur>- 
service; establish proof for pen­
sions, Insurance, compen.*aticn, 
etc, and to determine the birth 
rate In the counties and cities.

Blrtii? were not required to be 
registered by law until 1920, 
therefore many persons bom be­
fore that d a t e  m a y  find 
that their births have not been 
recorded. Although there were 
seme doctors who voluntarily 
registered births before that 
date. Those persons not haring 
birth certificates may secure 
printed forms from County Clerk 
Hiirl Summy or from the County 
Clerk of the county In which 
they live and they may supply 
the necsesary data regarding 
births and they may have the 
date attested to by two persons 
familiar with the facts regard­
ing the births.

One of thase persons who sign 
the affidavit may be a relstlve 

the other person must not 
be a relative either by blood or 
niarriage. Such completed forms 
must be sent to the county In 
which the person was bom In 
order to be registered.

Persons having their births 
recorded In this manner have 
the same advantage of the per­
son whose births were recorded 
shortly after birth.

If a person Is legisterrd with 
either a city or a ccunty. or with 
the State Bureau, it Is not nec- 
'.ssary that they transfer or re­
file the record. Of course, when 
a birth is registered it should be 
filed with the State Bureau and 
a copy kept by the local authori­
ties, but If It was not filed in 
this way In the jaast, then there 
U nothing to be gained by 
transferring the certificate at 
this time. The State Bureau 
can’t accept an old date record 

I unless it is pa.ssed through the 
I Probate Court. Rrgradless of 
' that matter, no question can 
arl.*e If the Judge signs the or- 

i der.
I If an error appears on a re­
cord, It may be corrected by fil­
ing a correct and complete cer- 
Ufica'e to which Is attached the 
affidavit of some cempetent 
person. Forms for that purpose 
arc enclosed. The State Burs au 
does not attempt to tell a Coun­
ty Clerk how to ccrrect his re­
cords. but in the State Bur: au, 
the face of a certificate can not 
be changed in any way. The cer­
tificate may be corrected by a t­
taching a correction properly 
dated, duly signed, witnessed 
and executed.

In some cities children enter­
ing the first grade of school are 
required to present their birth 
certificate at time of entrance, 
but this requirement has not yet 
been made In the schools cf 
Mills county.

President Roo.sewelt’s Third Inaugural 
Addre.ss does not belong in either class. It 
was received sympathetically and with in­

terest by a curious world. Some listeners 
rere aiiparently disiippointed by the absence 

)f the .sensational. Some immediately pro­
claimed it as worthy of a place with Wa.sh- 
ington’s ami Lincoln’.s.

But on the whole the American public has 
r-nly gradually come to a recognition of its 
value. The following quotations from the 
address, selected and airanged in .sequence 

[by “The To>:as Digest,” Peter Molyneaux’s 
pirilliant and indispensable successor to his 
“ Texa.s Weekly,” justify that editor’s proph­
ecy that “it is likely to he quoted in after 
.vears more often than any other utterance of 
Franklin D. Roo.sevelt:”

“There are men who believe that 
democracy, as a form of government 
and a frame of life, is limited or mea.s- 
U' ed by a kind of my.stical or artificial 
fate that, for .some unexplained rea­
son. tyranny and slavery have become 
the .surging wave of the future-and that 
freedom L- an ebbing tide.

“But we Americans know this is not 
true . . . .

“Demix-racy is not dying.
“We know it l>ecau.se we have seen 

it revive and grew. . . .

“The democratic spirit is no mere re­
cent phase in human history.

"It is human history.
“It permeated the ancient life of ear­

ly peoples.
“It blazed anew’ in the Middle Ages.
“It was w’ritten in Magna Carta. . . .
“Its vitality w’as w’ritten into our ow’n 

Mayflower compact, into the Declara­
tion of Independence, into the Constitu­
tion of the United States, into the Get­
tysburg Addres.s. . . ,

“In the face of great perils never be­
fore encountered, our strong purpose is 
to pi’otect and to perpetuate the integ­
rity of democracy.

“For this we mu.ster the spirit 
America and the faith of America.

“We do not retreat.
“We are not content to stand still
“As Americans, we go forward, ... 

the ser\’ice of our country, by the w’ill of 
God.”

These are epochal days that seem des­
tined to rank in American history w’ith those 
of 1776 and 1861. President Roosevelt’s 
addre.ss is w’orthy of the age.
