Col. J . A. Mos.>i. F. A., now sta­
tioned at Dallas as commander 
of the recruiting branch of the 
United States army, spent Fri­
day In Goldthwaite on business, 
connected with the possibility of 
raising 700 volunteers to fill the 
vacancies now existing in the

Col. Mots says that there are 
a number of excellent posltlona 
available for those desiring to 
enter the military service, es­
pecially those with two, three or 
four years of roUege training. 
And more especially If their col­
lege work has been In s  fully ac­
credited college and has as much 
as two years study in chemistry.

The following is a brief sum­
mary of the requirements for ad­
mission to the Air Corps Pri­
mary Flying School;

You must be a citizen of the 
United States, not less than tw­
enty nor morí than twenty-sev­
en years of age; In good physi­
cal condition; unmarried, and 
must have cimpleted at least 
two years of study In a recogniz­
ed college or university, or be 
able to pass an examination to 
demonstrate equivalent educa­
tion.

The WPA School Lunch Pro­
ject is operating In Prairie school 
In Mills county this year serving 
approximately forty-five lunch- 
er each day.

The requirements designate 
that WPA furnish labor, techni­
cally trained supervisory person­
nel, and In cooperation with the 
Surplus Marketing Corporation 
provide a certain amount of food

Tenant farmers of Mills coun­
ty have another chance to be­
come farm owners, for Eklward 
E Bravenec, Farm Security Ad­
ministration supervisor, has an­
nounced that he will begin tak­
ing applications on April 15 for 
long-term, low-interest loans 
which tenants may buy farms.

"Most farm families have ow­
nership of a family-size farm as 
their goal,” Mr. Bravenec said, 
"and It Is for these people that 
the PSA’s tenant purchase pro­
gram Is designed.” Sharecrop­
pers and farm laborers as well as 
tenants are eligible for these 
loans, but preference Is given 
to families which have adequate 
livestock and equipment.

These loans are repayable over 
a 40-year period and bear three 
percent Interest. A bautlful fea­
ture Is the variable payment 
plan, under which farmers pay 
more in good years and less In 
poor ones.

Farmers to whom these loans 
are made choose the farm they 
wish to buy. which is valued both 
by the local tenant purchase 
committee, composed of county 
farmers who know local land 
values, and by outside apprais­
ers. Borrowers are not restricted 
to fully-improved farms, for the 
loan may be made to Include 
funds to build or repair thestuffs Including evaporated milk . 

smoked and salt bacon, potatoes. I ****’•'' •“r other Im
eggs, cabbage, onions, flour, rice, Pi>''^™*’nt3.
cereal wheat, prunes, raisins, 
dried neache-', fresh oranges, ap­
ples and pears.

The participating .schewl Is re­
quired to provide all equipment 
such as pots, pans, stoves, dishes, 
cutlery, refrigerators, tables, etc. 
In addition to providing this 
■qulpment, it also provides a 
place for the preparation and 
serving of the foods and food­
stuffs in addition to the WPA 
provided commodities necessary 
for the serving of well balanced 
meals.

The activities of the lunch 
room consist of the preparation 
and serving of well balanced, 
nourishing meals to needy child­
ren each school day. All WPA 
workers used In this service must 
have passed the health te'=t re­
quired by the State Department 
of Public Health for food hand­
lers.

Any other schools Interested In 
securing the WPA School Lunch 
Project next year or Interested 
in participating in the cannlnl 
and gardening program th 
summer can secure information 
from the WPA District Office, 
507 Superior Life Building, Waco, 
Texas.

The government agrees 
tr.1 pay all damages done to 
fences, gates, fields, land, etc. 
There will be no firing of live 
shells inywhrre outside of the 
artillery range. Traveling or 
passing over farm land where 
crops are growing will be avoid­
ed as near as pos.sible but whera 
any damage Is done, owners will 
be compensated for same.

Austin.—Data released by the 
Texas State Headquarters for 
Selective Service reveal that out 
of the first 9,50« Texas draftees, 
28.79 per cent, nearly one out of 
very three, were temporarily or 
permanently rejected for active 
service because of health defets.
