At least 5.205.570 tourists visit­
ed Texas last year, and spent 
(300.264,205 00, according to an 
estimate which has just been re­
leased by Philip  Fuller, director 
of the Conoco Travel Bureau, 
the largest free service organiz­

ation for motorists In the coun­

try.

F iiller’s estimates are based on 
all tourist information obtain­
a b le -tra ffic  flow  data, counts 
made by state highway controls, 
statistics obtained from manag­
ers of private tourist attractions, 
and from toll bridge records, and 
from various other sources. In­
cluding the Bureau’s own re­
cords o f travel Information fur­
nished through Conoco stations 
where Touraides are available.

Records o f the Conoco Travel 
Bureau, broken down by state 
regions, show that the Bureau 
Itself directed 73.905 tourist part­
ies. or 258.048 Individual tourists. 
Into and through the Panhandle, 
42,434 parties, or 148.519 Indi­
viduals, into and through the 
southwest corner o f the state; 
36.360 parties, or 127.200 persons. 
Into and through the Gulf Coast 
region. 52.060 groups, or 182.210 
tourists into and through East 
Texas; and 51,990 parties, or 181- 
905 persons. Into and through 
central ’Texas.

Fuller’s investigations over the 
entire country show that motor 
travel throughout the United 
States showed an Increase o f 
6.82 per cent last year. The great 
er portion o f this Increase, Ful­
ler Indicated, was brought about 
by Mr. Average American mak­
ing his vacation a motor trip.

symptoms and prompt profes­
sional attention thereto.

"ThU  suicidal indifference to 
recognizable suspicious symp­
toms U explained but cannot be 
excused, on the basis that in the 
precancerous and early stages 
ot cancer pain U lacking, bone 
cancer excepted. Thus, a pain­
less lump in the chest or other 
parts of the body; a painless 
though pierslstent sore, particu­
larly 0 ,7 the face or on the 
mouth; a painless though un­
usual bleeding from  any body 
opening; and chronic indiges­
tion are frequently dUregarded 
until pain drives the victim to 
hU physician's office. When the 
disease has progressed to such 
a point, often the treatment 
that could have been applied |

unappreciative o f their 
tial significance. ,

" In  jhort, prompt diagnosis, 
coupled with prompt and e ffec ­
tive trratment, U the greatest 
weapon against cancer. In  the 

light of present-day cancer 
knowledge, the cure of cancer 
depends to a large extent upon 
early team work between the pa­
tient and his physician.

Cheap Taxation

According to press accounts, a 
tax levy o f 10 percent on all cos­
metics, along with similar taxes 
on soft drinks and radios. Is to 
be proposed In the Texas Senate 
sr an amendment to the Omni­
bus Bill recently passed by the 
House. The Inquiring citizen 
might well raise the question;— 
what has our state come to when 
with all the wealth in Texas, It 
must resort to taxing such things 
as cosmetics in order to raise re­
venue.

Let’s take this cosmetics tax 
and analize it for what it means 
and call the roll of Its fallacies.

First: The Federal Government 
already levies a l l  percent tax on 
sueh articles. ’The additional 10 
percent tax by the state would 
mean a total tax of 21 percent 
added to the price of the article. 
’The actual price Increase would 
piobably be neared 25 percent, 

¡since the state tax would be on 
both the price o f the article and 
the Federal tax already Included 
in that price.

Second; Such exhorbitant tax­
es must^ be paid by the wives 
and daughters of poor families, 

t many o f whom are literally 
jstruggling to exist. Facts are 
sometimes cruel things, but In 
order to clarify the picture, let 
us note a few figures on fam ily 
incomes in Texas.

1. For the lower one-third of 
Texas families, the average In­
come per family from all sources 
Is only $368 ptr year. Thousands 
of families, of course, are desti­
tute and with little or no income 
at all.

2. For the middle one-third of 
Texas families, the average In­
come per fam ily Is only $840 per 
year.

Hhere are two-thirds of all 
families living either on, or act­
ually below, the margin line of 
healthy subsistence.

Now, all women are going to 
buy cosmetics. The talk about 
such articles being luxuries Is 
sheer nonsense. I t  may as wril 
be a tax on the bread they eat.

Imagine the working girl, (or 
example, multiplied thousands of 
whom are working for wages 
ranging from $6.00 to $10.00 per 
week. Out of this Income they 
must pay for meals, room, car 
(are, and dress themselves.

I f  there Isn’t enough to buy 
both sufficient meals and cos­
metics, it ’s probably the meals 
that w ill be reduced. Such a  tax

on these girls, as well as those 
a'ith no Jobs at all, and on the 
half a million other women who 
have neyer known what It is to 
have even ordinary luxuries, 
comes as a cruel and added bur­
den upon their drab and dreary 
live?.

When wp pause to observe the 
great aggregations o f wealth In 
Texas—and frequently Us vulgar 
display from one end of the 
country to the other, the Idea of 
taking 25 percent from the work­
ing girl for every purchase of a 
simple cosmetic, becomes a 
cheap and sorry spectacle In­
deed.

We should realize that the Old 
Age Pensions constitute only a 
small m inority o f the people In 
Texas who are really In need A 
report from the Federal Relief 
Authorities states that over one 
million people In Texas are In 
need o f relief. Many o f these 
people are suffering, some are 
sick, and they have no Income.

One o f the most difficult 
things In the world for us to do 
Is to keep a balanced view of so­
cial problems. Imagine the in­
sane, childish and foolish pro­
posals to guarantee every old 
person a $30 monthly Income 
from the public treasury— ($60 
for each couple, when nearly a 
m illion other people are in want. 
Infants are dying every day be­
cause o f under-nourishment and 
lack o f simple food .such as milk. 
Imagine plundering the women 
o f our working people In order to 
make the state a paradise (or 
negroes and mexlcans.

When the people voted the 
Old Age Assistance Amendment 
to our Constitution In 1935, they 
were told that its purpose was to 
enable the state to take advan­
tage o f the Federal Old Age As­
sistance Amendment to our Con­
stitution in 1935, they were told 
that its purpose was to enable 
the state to take advantage of 
the Federal Old Age Assistance 
Law, which proposed to match 
money on a (I fty - f lfty  basis to 
take care o f “ aged, netdy Indi­
viduals.’ ' Most o f the people did 
not even 'vote on that.

Let’s have a good pension sys­
tem, but let us keep It reasonable 
like other states are doing, and 
as It was Intended from the be­
ginning. Let’s not use It as a pre­
text to tax and plunder other 
struggling people and make life 
still harder on them.

The future security o f our 
country does not lie In harrass-

Ing and making life  hau-der for 
people already struggling to ex­
ist. It certainly doesn’t Ue In 
throwing away public money, 
and, thus, rushing our country 
head-on toward fiscal chaos.

Before our virion today rises 
spectres that should haunt ev­
ery fairmtndrd, public-spirited 
citizen In Texas— the spectre o f 
tiled women with drawn faces, 
whose arms are silently clasping 
their listless and emaciated 
children, staring with expectant 
eyes and seeking a bright spot 
here and there on the canvas 
o f a drab existence; of working 
women laboring in factories, 
shops, stores and laundries (or 
a few dollars a week; o f the 
tenant cotton farmer's wife, 
worn and weary from endless 
hours of toll, as she stoops In 
the cotton row under the burn­
ing suns o f August.

The vague theories about fur­
ther exacting tribute from such 
people as a pretext for support­
ing social security. Is Just an­
other example o f the werid and 
warped thinking o f the cockeyed 
and neurotic times. A principle 
Is either right or wrong, and that 
one Is not right. Legislative pol­
icy cannot make It so.
