During a raid, remember to shut off gas stoves, gas fur
naces, and gas pilot lights.
If bombs start to fall near you, lie down, you will feel the
blast least that way, escape fragments and splinters. The
safest place is under a good stout table—the stronger
the legs the better.

It Is Up to Patient

The most important thing the
diabetic must understand from
the very outset is that he him-
self more than anyone, is re-
sponsible for the course of his
disease. When sugar is found by
the doctor, preceded by the
usual symptoms, of thirst, hun-
ger, loss of weight and frequent
urination, a diet will be ordered
which will supply sufficient
nourishment without any loss of
sugar and without the addition-
al use of insulin injections if pos-
sible. More often than not a re-
duction in the total quantity of
one’s habitual diet will if direct-
ed especially at the starches and
fats, result in controlling and al-
leviating the disease.

In no case will the starch be
cut out from the diet entirely,
since this would heap the blood
with fatty acids with disastrous
acid coma as the result. This
used to be the cdiabetic’'s Water-
loo and his common end, but
only carelessness permits that
today. There are certain condi-
tions especially dangerous to all
diabetics, particularly infections,
injuries and digestive disturb-
ances. Many fatalities have aris-
en because of taking lightly so
small a thing as a boil, an abra-
sion of the foot, an attack of
diarrhea, sore throat or in fact

any indisposition.

The rule is (and the diabetic
can never afford to depart from
it)  whenever feeling unweli
from any cause, go to bed, send
for the doctor, and while wait-
Ing drink a glass of liquid every
hour, either coffee, tea, orange

ounce. We do not know what
causes diabetes though it has
an especial affinity for people
who live well and are overweight
and who eat heartily of breads,
potatoes and sweets. It seeks out
those who are physically inac-
tive and there is no doubt that
the mechanization of industry
must play some part in its in-
crease. Women are much more
inclined to the disease than men.

Diabetes is the only disease of
which it can be sald that one's
fate is largely in his own hands.
