County judge R. J. Gerald,
Mills County Civillan Defense
Coordinator, has received the
following memorandum giving
suggestions regarding the con-
servation of tires from Governor
Coke Stevenson. The suggestions
are by Mrs. Volney W. Taylor,
assistant regional director,
Eighth Civillan Defense Region:

That in families where several
cars are owned by members, each
driving to his or her respective
place of work, that where pos-
sible and practicable, one auto-
mobile serve the purpose of get-
ting each one to the point of
destination. We realize this may
mean having %o leave the home
at an earlier hour but in the
long run, the inconvenience will
be much less if this plan is con-
formed tot. We urge this same
procedure in soclal instances as
well.,

We suggest that all pleasure
trips be abandoned and that the
bealthy exercise of walking once
again become a popular pass
time.

Housewives can contribute a
great deal toward the conserva-
tion of rubber by making their
grocery purchases and doing
their marketing for the family
twice a week instead of every
day.

We suggest that where the
home is located conveniently
close to the marketing center,
that the housewife employ the
method used in many countries
of taking her own basket to the
store for food supplies.

We urge that all housewives
form the habit of making a list
of needed supplies whether for
the kitchen or wearing apparel.
Help the owners of the stores
and the shops to conserve their
tire supply by making it possible
for them to curtail the number
of deliveries to your home. We
call your attention to the fact
that in taking things out on ap-
proval many times means two
trips to your home instead of
one. We urge you to make your
purchases final in every In-
stance possible.

Remember that rapid driving
produces greater friction on your
tires and thus causes less en-
durance. Watch Your Speed!

The manner in which you op-
erate your car also has a great
deal to do with the life of the
tires. Sudden stopping or start-
ing, spinning of wheels and
grazing the curb when you park
your car cause abnormal wear
on your tires. We urge you to op-
erate your car carefully.

And last but not least, we urge
a patient and friendly under-
standing of the situation. Pa-
triots can help to relieve the har-
assment of a merchant, the ice
man, the milk man—in fact, all
of those people who serve the
public by withholding criticisms
when customary services have to
be reduced.

Three Youtllsk'Are‘

Three youthful Dallas would-
be hijackers are on their way to|
the State Reformatory this |
morning, under escort of mem- |
bers of the Mills County sheriff’s |
office. having pled guilty In
Judge R. J. Gerald’s County
Court yesterday morning to
charges of juvenile delinquency.
The youths. two of them 14 and
the other 15, were sentenced to
the reformatory until they be-
come 21 years of age.

The charges grew out of the
robbery of J. J. McCurdy's gen-
eral store and filling station at
Democrat, in the northeast edge
of Mills County, at 5 a. m. Tues-
day morning. The youths went
straight to Comanche where the
Comanche County sheriff was
waiting for them, and were cap-
tured after a chase and some
gunplay.

The youths, who gave their
names as Alois Collonder, 15,
and Billy Cowart and James
Wyatt, both 14, and all from
Dallas, were turned over to
Mills County Sheriff Hern Har-
ris Tuesday and have been In
the county jail here since.

The fact is. that Social Security was never intended as a rev-
enue measure. Social Security should have its own unequivocal |
goal and not be made a credit scheme to raise money. Until we|
cah SHow signs of having some vague conception of what tax and (

debt burddus our future economy can carry, all talk of extensive !
largesses and benefits for individual security is wasted dreaming.|
France wallowed for two decades in that kind of Social Security. |
When the security of all is threatened, it is idle mockery to talk
about individual security. This is the great fiction upon which
American Democracy is crumbling.

There is another important point: Payroll taxes do not make
for economic stability. They are taxes that must be paid regard-
less of operating costs, profits or losses. In depression times they
are the most paralyzing taxes known to business. They will
strike the hardest blow at the very basis of security, which is the
employers’ payrolls.

Social security as originally intended is a good thing. Any
reasonable plan to save for a rainy day is sound. But we want a
program that will work and not wither at its roots. We want a
program that will be here tomorrow; not one built on the shifting
sands of irresponsible finance

Most of us can recall the distressed position of numerous em-
ployers during the late depression. Many could not meet ex-
penses and were forced to close. Others borrowed money in or-
der to keep their busiress opersting and payrolls intact. |

One can only imagine the situation should another post-warl
depression strike us. With such enormous taxes added to over-
head, and which must be pald regardless of profits or losses, an
increasing number of business concerns would have no alternative
except to close its doors or turn the business over to the govern-
ment for taxes.

Traffic accidents exacted a
toll of almost 2,000 lives in this
state last year. Some 50,000 per-|
sons suffered injuries. The ec-|
onomic waste amounted to more
than fifty million dollars. |

A nation at war cannot afford
traffic accidents. Vietory cannot
be won when the home front|
loses 40,000 persons each year. |

One might think the ban on
new automobiles and tires would ,
solve the traffic accident prob-
lem automatically. Such a belief
isn't supported by fact.

The ban might reduce acei-
dents if it does three things.

1. Reduces sharply the num-
ber of cars in use.

2. Influences those who do use
cars to drive less.

3. Influences motorists to drive
more slowly and carefully to pre-
vent excessive wear or loss of
the-car in a wreck.

But it is more probable that
other factors may cause an ac-
tual increase in the traffic toll.
They are

1. Motorists will be driving)
older cars and may find it diffi-|
cult to keep them in safe con-
dition because of a shortage of
spare parts and skilled mechan-
ies.

2. Tires in many instances will
be used beyond the safety point.

3. Many cars discarded as un-
fit for services will go back on
the road.

4. The tempo and urgency of
war production and transporta-
tion will be increasing every day,
further aggravating the prob-
lems that already have sent the
traffic toll to record proportions.

5. Blackouts are bringing new
traffic hazards.

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INCOME TAX

INFORMATION

The Revenue Act of 1941 pro-
vides a simplified method of
computing income tax In the
case of individuals whose gross
income is derived wholly from
salary, wages or other compensa-
tion for personal services. divi-
dends, Interest, rent, annuities,
or royalties, and does not exceed
$3,000. A new Form 1040A has
been provided for taxpayers
who are entitled to and elect to
use such method. A table on the
reverse side of this form shows
the amount of tax on increasing
amounts of gross income after
the proper allowance of $400 for
each dependent, if any.

The tax under the simplified
method is the same for each
$25.00 block of gross income and
the taxpayer need only ascertain
in which block his gross income
(less allowance for dependents)
falls to determine his tax. A flat
reduction of 10 per cent has been
made In arriving at the amount
of tax shown in the table for
deductions such as charitable
contributions and taxes paid. so
that the taxpayer who uses this
method does not list these but
gets an automatic deduction of
10 per cent.

Under the simplified method
the status of a person on the last
day of the taxable year is the
governing factor in determining
the exemption level ($750 for
single persons and married per-
sons not living with husband or
wife, and $1,500 for married per-
sons living together) as well as
the credit for dependents.

A husband and wife living to-

ety

gether on the last day of the
taxable year may file separate |
returns on Form 1040A if thei
gross income of each is from the
prescribed sources and does not
exceed $3,000. or they may file!
a single joint return on that|
form if their combined income
Is from the prescribed sources
and does not exceed $3,000.

The use of the simplified
method is optional with the tax-
payer but once an election has
been made for any year, it is
Irrevocable for that year. If a
taxpayer files a return under the |
simplified method for the tax-
able year he may not thereafter
file a return under the general
provisions of the law for that
year. Conversely, if he files ga
return under the general provi-
sions for any taxable year, he
may not thereafter file a re-
turn under the simplified meth-
od for that year. However, a new
election is allowed for each suc-
ceeding taxable year.

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THE TEMPTATION OF JESUS

LESSON TEXT--Matthew 4:1-11

GOLDEN TEXT-—For we have an hig!
priest (who) was in all points t [
ed like as we are, yet without sl
Hebrews 4:15

“We have not a high priest that
cannot be touched with the feeling
of our infirmities; but one that hath
been in all points tempted like as
we are, yet without sin' (Heb 4:15,
R.V.). We recognize that Jesus was
tempted as the Messiah (see Matt
4:3, 6) and as One who had no sin,
and yet He was tempted in all points
as we are; and we may learn from
His temptation how to meet tempta-
tion and be victorious over it.

1. Temptation.
It is the common lot of all man-

kind to be tempted (I Cor. 10:13)
The strongest and most noble of
men are subject to it; angels were
tempted — yes, even Jesus was
tempted. We need to know about
temptation, so we nole

1. What It Is (v. 1). Te tatior
is of the devil. It is, as Principa
Fairbairn expressed it, '‘seductic

to evil, solicitation to wrong It
stands distinguished from trial thus
trial tests, seecks to discover the
man's moral qualities or character;
but temptation persuades to evil, de-
ludes that it may ruin. God tries
Satan tempts."

Note that temptation is net sin
but yielding to the temptation is sin,

We are told by James (Jas, 1:13-
15) that man is tempted by his own
lusts. He also tells us that God may
permit temptations or trials to test
our faith (Jas, 1:2, 8), but His pur-
pose is only to prove us able to
stand. God does not suffer us to be
tempted beyond endurance, but pro-
vides a way of escape (I Cor. 10:13)

2. How It Works (vv. 2, 3, 5, 6, 8,
9). Satan has only three tempta-
tions, although he is a master at
giving them different appearances
The temptation of Jesus followed
the same threefold line as that of
Adam and Eve (Gen. 3:6), which is
described in I John 2:16 as the gen
eral temptation of all men, namely,
“‘the lust of the flesh, the lust of the
eyes, and the pride of life.”” Observe
how Satan worked on Jesus: (a) By
appealing to the flesh (vv, 2, 3)
Jesus had fasted 40 days, and Satan
took advantage of that fast to sug
gest that He use His divine power
of creation to satisfy His hunger
To do so would have been to deny
His very mission on earth

Satan observes in man the normal
appetites of his body, excites then
to a high degree, and then tempts
him to satisfy them in an improper
way. (b) By appealing to pride (vv
5. 6). God had promised to keep

Jesus *“'in all his ways" (Ps. 91
11), but casting Himself from the
temple was not one of God's “‘ways"
for Him,

The devil wants us to be presump
tuous and call it faith, and this is
his pitfall for one who really wants
to believe—cause him to become a
fanatic and substitute foolish pre
sumption for faith, (¢) By appeal
ing to the eyes (vv. 8, 9). By show
ing Christ the kingdoms of the earth
in some kind of striking panorama,
or moving picture, he offered a short
cut to their rule by a brief act of
worship of him, rather than by way
of the cross. The devil showed his
real purpose here. He wants wor.
ship—he wants us to bow to him in-
stead of to God.

1. Our Lord Was Victorious Over
Satan.

We, too, can triumph in His bless-
ed name. To do so we need to study
the way of victory.

1. How to Gain It (vv. 4, 7, 10).
Three steps appear: (a) By the
right use of Scripture. If our Lord
needed and used that weapon, how
can we possibly do without it? How
can we use it if we do not study it,
and hide it in our hearts (Ps. 119:
11)? (b) By complete dependence
upon God.  Every Scripture used
by Jesus against Satan honored God
the Father. We cannot fight Satan in
our own strength. Luther was right—
“Did we in our own strength confide,
Our striving would be losing."

The real victory for the Christiar
is to bring Satan to the foot of the
cross. Christ defeated him complete-
ly there, and we mdy plead that
victory. (¢) By denouncing Satan,
Jesus sent him on his way We
may do the same, in Jesus' name,
It is always a serious error to argue
with Satan, or even to discuss mat-
ters with him. He is not divine,
but he is a supernatural being with
knowledge and cunning which are
too much for us. Meet him with
Scripture, honor God by your faith
in Christ, then ‘‘resist the devil, and
he will flee from you" (Jas. 4:7).
