Opinions written by Judge
MeClendon have set precedents
in Texas law that are still fol-
lowed in the state’s courts, es-
pecially in oil, gas and land liti-
gation. There are 24 counties in
his district.

CHANGES MADE IN THE

CANNING SUGAR RULE

A change has been made by
Rationing Headquarters in the
amount of sugar which may be
used for canning, the change
taking effect immediately.

Previously each member of a
family were enetitled to five
pounds of sugar per year for use
in the canning of fruits, pre-
serves, jellies, etc. The new rules
allow one pound per our quarts
of finished canned fruit, and
one pound per person each year
for use in preparing preserves,
jams, jellies or fruit butters.

The “Amendment No. 1 to
Sugar Regulations” makes the
following provisions (which are
given in brief): No individual
or family unit will be permitted
more sugar than the board
thinks necessary, season of the
year, practices of the individual
and community being considr-
ed. Full information regarding
the amount of fruit to be can-
ned, kind, ete., and family in-
formation to be furnished at the
time of application; applications
for sugar for use in preparing
jams, preserves, etc., only shall
require no statements about
canning; the local board shall
fix time and place for making

Dear Mother: Will write you
a few lines. I am o. k. except
feel bad from a yellow fever
shot. I will be glad when we
get through with them. I have
had seven shots and one vacel-
nation, and they sure do hurt if

your system is not right. Haven't |

done much but k. p. work since I
have been here. The other men

came in from Camp Callen yes- |

terday. We sure were glad to
see one another.

I haven't heard from the boys
that left by boat. We think they
were sent across. Four boys and
myself went to town with laun-
dry yesterday. Went by Alcatraz
Prison Island and picked up the
mail. Didn't see anyone there
except the guards way up in the
towers. It was the first time I
had been back to land since I
came here. We were not allowed
to get off boat at town. They
loaded several men on our boat
and carried them back to camp
and put them in the guard

house. Now they are heavily
guarded. We don’'t know, but
think they are aliens. There are
lots of soldiers here now. Two
thousand came In yesterday,
some from Mineral Wells, Tex.
You should see this mess hall.

Nine hundred men can eat at a
time, and it takes 200 k. p.’s to
feed them and clean up; the
dishes are washed by electricity
and it takes two men to work
them out of the way. We have
good meals and all we want to
eat. I wish you could see town
at night from this island. Kerk-
ley and Oakland are joined to-
gether and are just across the
bay from this camp. The differ-
ent colors of lights sure are
beautiful.

CAN VOTE IN PRIMARY

DALLAS, June 10.—E. B. Ger-
many, chairman of the executive
committee of the State Demo-
cratic party, has ruled that sol-
diers and sailors are not disqual-
ified from participating in the
Democratic primary because they
are in the country’s
services.

“The Democratic party is not
restricted by the federal statutes
except that they must not prac-
tice fraud In any way,” said
Germany. “The party is the sole
Judge of its membership, and
therefore is likewise the sole
judge of the qualifications for
voters in its primary. The Dem-
ocratic party has a right to per-
mit any one to vote who is a cit-
izen of the United States and of
the State of Texas. Therefore
there is no restriction against
soldiers voting by means of ab-
sentee ballot if necessary.”
