period in time for Christmas.

Size and Welght_In view of 
the urgent need for shlpplnc 
space to transport materials di­
rectly essential to the war effort» 
Christmas parrels should not ex­
ceed the present limits of 11 
pounds In weight or 18 Inches In 
length or 42 Inches In lengtli 
and girth combined. Neverths- 
less the public Is urged by tbs 
War and Navy Departments (o 
co-operate by voluntarily re­
stricting the size of Christmas 
parcels to that of an ordinary 
shoe box and the weight to six 
pounds.

Preparation — Owing to tbs 
great distance this mall must be 
transported and the handling 
and any storage It must under­
go. It Is absolutely necessary 
that all parcels be packed In 
substantial boxes or containers 
and be covered with wrappers of 
sufficient strength not only to 
resist pressure of other mall In 
the same sack, but to withstand 
the weight of other sacks of 
mall. Covering of the parcel 
should be secured in such a way 
as to permit ready inspection of 
Its contents by the censor.

No perishable matter should 
be Included In any parcels. In­
toxicants, Inflammable materi­
als and poisons are unmailable.

How to Address Parcels—Ad­
dresses must be legible. Parcels 
addressed to overseas Army per­
sonnel should show, in addition 
to the name and address of the 
sender, the name, rank. Army 
serial number, branch of service, 
organization, APO number of the 
addressee and the post office 
through which the parcels are 
to be routed.

Parcels for naval personnel 
should show. In addition to the 
name and address of the sender, 
the name, rank, or rating of the 
addressee and the naval unit to 
which he Is assigned, or name of 
ship, and the post office through 
which the parcels are to bo 
routed.

Postage—Postage mutt be ful­
ly prepaid, the rate on paroelB 
of fourth-class matter being tbw 
zone rate applicable from tho 
poet office where mailed to tho 
post office In care of which  tho 
parceb are addrsamd. ffc n rn  
should Insure their 
gifts of more than cMtoary 
value.

right on the hangar line. His 
knowledge of tools and motors 
will be adapted by skilled teach­
ers qf tools and motors he'll 
work with in the Air Corps.

“Of course, tf he’s an electric­

ian, radio mechanic, cable splic­
er. telegraph or radio operator, 
lineman, or engineer. we’U put 
him right Into the Signal Corps 
It's completely trained men like 
that we need most. In the Air 
Forres and Ordnance Depart­
ment, too. we want men who al­
ready know a specific job. Spec­
ialists are likely to win quick 
promotions. It Is possbile to 
earn as high as $138 a month hi 
addition to other allowances 
,;uch as $18 for rations, $28 or 
more for men with dependents, 
and an admional 50 per cent of 
base pay for Air Force nien on 
Hying pay.

Don't forget.” Sgt. Hess em­
phasized. "the Army L allowing 
men who work with hand or 
machine tools to enlist directly 
for their branch of service. That 
means they can go right into 
the Air Forces, the Signal Corps, 
or the Ordnance Department 
It’s a great opportunity for men 
to keep doing the work they 
have always done, and to fight

for their country with tools they 
are working with."

The present econ­
omic system, with private prop­
erty as a base, will continue, n je  
rationing, price-fixing, labor ca­
tering, etc., which may be neces­
sary today, are ultimately to re­
sult in the New Deal’s downfall.

PREVENT FIRES 
This week beginning October 

4 Is Fire Prevention Week 
throughout the nation. Presi­
dent Roosevelt's proclamation 
designating the period and pur­
pose requested people to take 
active measures to conserve “hu­
man and material resources 
from the destructive toll of tire.” 

Fire prevention is one of the 
most effective.

“Don't set fire to the woods 
In the belief that the cotton boll 
weevU can be controlled by that 
drastle practice," says Joe Olo- 
ver. Mills County Agent. He ex­
plains that destruction of cotton 
stalks In the early fall Is the 
best single control of the weevil.

“Burning cotton stalks may 
cause gra-ss fires and destroy 
few If any boll weevils," Glover 
says. “'When cotton stalks be 
come dry enough to burn, the 
weevils have left the fields bc- 
rnuse no food Is available. There­
fore no real good is obtained 
from the fire. Moreover, fires 
destroy beneficial Insects. Burn­
ing wxMxls Injure or wipe out 
food and cover for the birds, the 
farmers' friends, which destroy 
weevils and many other Injuri­
ous Insects."

“AIR-CONDinONED SOCKS 
FOR U.S. DESERT FIGHTERS

What'S the matter with you, 
Texas?

You're blithely sitting here In 
the midst of a losing war, doing 
a meek job of responding to one 
of your nation's most urgent 
calls—the collectoin of scrap 
metal.

It's Imperative. Steel mills are 
threatened with shutdowns for 
lack of Iron and steel scrap War 
machines will sputter and die.

Everything counts In this war. 
Ancient, wheezing jalopies, for 
Instance.

Jalopies. Inflrnved by age or 
sent to the graveyard after high­
way wrecks, are playing a terrif­
ic role in the nation's scrap 
drive.

To the credit of a Texas which 
has sent upwards of 300.000 of 
Its scrapping sons into the war 
It can be said that this state has 
also led the nation for five 
months In collection and ship 
ment of automobile .»crap.

Since May, when they started 
keeping national books, Texas 
has:

1. Shipped 246.822 tons of au­
tomobile scrap.

2. Shipped 32" 783 scrapped 
automobiles.

3. Shipped 9.833 freight car­
loads fo auto scrap, ur 196 trains 
of fifty cars each.

For five months Texas, dig­
ging around in Its countless au­
tomobile cemeteries and In re­
mote places, has supplied 16 per 
cent oT the nation's total of Iron 
and steel scrap from automo- 
bUrh.

Results of the drive have been 
three-fold. Fdrst, It has added 
tremendous tonnage for steel 
production: second. It has re­
moved eyesores; and third. It 
has remov’ed broken-down ve­
hicles which never again will 
float through trade-in channels.

Stringent new rules now laid 
down by WBP state that any 
car, regardless of age or model 
which can't be economrlally re­
paired within sixty days, must 
be scrapped unless It con be 
molded Into a needed unit of 
trinsportation

Bodies of discarded car.s are 
extremely valuable because of 
vast amounts of magmnese In 
their steel. Used to harden steel, 
mangane.se is the vital part of 
the automobile body that ts wel­
comed at steel mllU. Such ste# 
can be used to make ship piati* 
and tanks.

Wrecked jalopies are towed 
Into graveyards and all heavy 
equipment, such as glass, ctiro-

CAMP BOWIE. Oct 7.—The 
War Department has recently 
announced that an “air-condi­
tioned" sock with a cushioned 
heel, toe and sole, for desert 
and jungle wear, has been de- 
velopied for the .4rmy, according 
to Lieut.-Col. H F. WUllams.

TTiese new socks issued by the 
Quartermaster Corps are 50 per 
cent cotton and wool, spun In 
loase porous stitch which gives 
the skin a chance to "breathe,” 
a factor which prevents excess 
sweating, and therefore cuts 
down on chills and colds. Thèse 
socks will replace the wool socks 
formerly worn but which were 
far too heavy and caused the 
feet to sweat profusely, and did 
not produce the necessary"cush- 
lonlng.”

! started, the WPB encouraged 
graveyard operators to go Into 
the used car business.

Twenty-eight million automo­
biles are still on the highways 
and new parts aren't available. 
Graveyard operators make no 
profit from selling only the 
bodies to Uncle Sam for the war 
effort.

Old cars that once remained 
on wreekers' lots from seven 
months to two years now are 
moving out at a rate averaging 
45 days.

Since February 1, when the 
graveyard section of WPB start­
ed a national jalopy cleanup, 
the nation's graveyard stock of 
old cars has been reduced an 
approximate l.OW.OOO—or from 
l.öOO.bOO to 535,000.

Since 1936, approximately 15,- 
000,000 automobiles have been 
dropped from reglAration in the 
United States. Now most of them 
are being jerked off the scrap 
heap and thrown Into the smash 
at the Axis.

Labor problems probably will 
cut Into Texas' output of auto­
mobile scrapping during Sep­
tember. many workmen drifting 
to cotton picking and defense 
work.

But national headquarters still 
expects Texas to top the list 
again.

The jalopies are working for 
the war. Are you?
