A. T. Prlbble, 
Chairman of the Mills County 
War Price and Rationing Board, 
said this week.

The registration was schedul­
ed to take place this week, but 

postponed one week by 
Mark McGee, Texas Chairman, 
due to delay In receiving gaso­
line registration blanks In some 
parts of Texas.

Mr. Prlbble h u  announced 
that local school authorities 

¿Tfanged for registration 
T o  nice place on the one day— 
Friday, Nov. ao, from 8 a. m. to 
5 p. m.

“The application forms are 
now available a t service stations, 
garages and other conveniently 
located places throughout Mills 
county and should be picked up 
a t  once by any owner of a pas­
senger car or motorcycle who 
does not already have one.” Mr. 
Prlbble .said.

"The form Is simple. Most of 
the Information can be obtained 
from the vehicle registration 
card. The most Important Infor­
mation needed to fill out the ap­
plication, however. Is the list of 
serial numbers on every tire 
which you or any relative living 
In your home own for that ve­
hicle.”

The serial numbers, Mr. Prlb­
ble warned, are the Indented 
numbers on the tire wsdls. They 
are not to be confused with any 
raised numbers appearing on the 
tires. In case the serial numbers 
have been obliterated, only the 
branch name of the tire need be 
listed.

The rationing board chairman 
nrged tire owners with more 
than five tires for each vehicle 
to dispose of these excess tires 
a t once, since the school house 
registrar cannot Issue a mileage 
ration book to any applirgnt 
who lists more than five tires. 
Ebccess tires can be sold to the 
government through the local 
office of the Railway Express 
Agency.

BETTER MAIL XMAS 
PARCELS EARLY THIS 
YEAR-HUSH EXPECTED

The United SUtes Post Office 
Department now Is starting the 
most gigantic task In history— 
the movement of a deluge of 
Christmas parcels, cards and 
letters while maintaining reg­
ular flow of millions of pieces of 
mall dally to and from our arm­
ed forces all over the world.

Indications are that the vol­
ume of CThrlstmas mall will be 
the largest on record. Already 
in September, latest month for 
which figures are available, re­
tail sales had reached a level 
second only to the record month 
of December, 1941, according to 
the Department of Commerce. 
And sales are rising. Such heavy 
purchases always presage heavy 
mailings. -

If thousands of our soldiers, 
sailors, marines and civilian 
friends are not to be disappoint­
ed at Christnuks time, the public 
must cooperate by mailing ear­
lier than ever before and by ad­
dressing letters and parcels 
properly.

About 25.000 experienced pos­
tal workers already have been 
taken by the war services. Ar­
rangements are under way to 
add thousands of temporary 
personnel to postal staffs, but 
this man power Is hard to find 
and Is Inexperienced. Facilities 
of railroads and airlines are 
heavily taxed by movements of 
huge quantities of war materials 
and personnel. Extra trucks are 
almost Impossible to obtain. 
Winter weather, hampering 
transportation. Is beginning.

The free-mailing privileges 
granted to members of the arm­
ed forces has raised their mail­
ings some 30 per cent, it Is es­
timated. Expansion of those 
forces also Is adding rapidly to 
the postal burden.

The deadline already Is p u t  
for mailing gifts to Army and 
Navy personnel overseu with 
assurance that the parcels will

HIIENDLY TIPS ABOUT 
THE SCORCHED EARTH 
P O L IC Y -B Y  SIMMONS

“We must not apply the scor­
ched policy to our farm lands,” 
W. H. Simmons. Chairman of 
the board of supervisors of the 
Brown-Mills Soli Conservation 
District said. "Burning pastures, 
woodlands, and fields destroys 
plant food and organic matter 
needed in production of food 
and war materials. Burning 
also Increases soil erosion and 
causes more rainfall to escape 
before it has put In Its blow 
against the Axis.

"Our enemies, if they could, 
would set fire to our pastures 
and our woodlands”, continued 
Mr. Simmons, "For destroying 
our grasses and our woodlands 
would be a serious blow to the 
production of Food- for-Ftee- 
dom and war materials. At the 
same time, burning also r^uces 
production of grass to f e ^  our 
allies when the war is won. We 
should remember that a match 
used carelessly can do as much 
damage to a pasture as an in­
cendiary bomb dropped by our 
enemies.

Burning crop residues, past­
ures, and wooded areas destroys 
very few Insect pests, according 
to John R. Stough. work unit 
leader assigned by the Depart­
ment of Agriculture to the 
Brown-Mills Soil Conservation 
Service District.

"Instead.” quote Mr. Stough, 
"Burning does destroy harmless 
or beneficial InsecU, as well as 
discourage birds that eat harm­
ful inaects. By driving away or 
destroying the natural enemies 
of insect pests, burning natura­
lly gives them a better chance 
to survive and to increase.” 

"Research Investigations <at 
the Red Plains Conservation 
District Experiment Station at 
Guthrie, Okla.) showed that 
burtng woodland every year In­
creased the soil loss 12 times and 
the water lou 31 times,” con­
tinued Mr. Stough. “In one rain 
more than 51 per cent of the wa­
ter ran from the burned area 
while only two per cent was lost 
from unburned woods.”

Not only this, but the same ’ 
experiment showed that 26 i

pounds of nitrogen, absolutely 
essential to the successful pro­
duction of grasses, escapes with 
the smoke from each acre ot 
grassland that is burned. To re­
place this lost nitrogen to tht 
bumed-over land would requlra 
143 pounds of nitrate of soda, 
5,300 pounds of wheat atraw, or 
2,340 pounds of redtop hay. 
(Wheat straw contains 10 
pounds of nitrogen per ton, red- 
top contains 34 pounds per ton, 
and nitrate of soda contains ap­
proximately 360 pounds per ton.)

Mr. Stough concluded by say­
ing "Nitrogen Is most vital to 
our war effort for the produc­
tion of Food-for-Freedom. We 
should all do our part by per­
mitting all the nitrogen In de­
cayed grasses and crop residurs 
to return to the loU.”

Their only logical 
complaint would be answered 
and this also would help us win 
the war.
Axis Free From Labor Handicaps

The simple truth Is that Eng­
land and America, shackled by 
labor unions and bamboozled by 
labor leaders, are trying to lick 
Germany, Japan and Italy 
which are entirely free from 
these handicaps. Of course, we 
will win sometime, but It will not 
be until England and America 
su.spend the labor unions "for 
the duration" and reorganize 
the Colonial System.

War Can End In 1944
The war will last until the la­

bor leaders turn over their 
unions to the government, the 
same as employers, college« and 
others are turning over their 
property and hard-won privi­
leges. Concurrently with the 
elimination of the Colonial Sys­
tem, if labor unions In England 
and America would now volun­
tarily suspend for the duration, 
as Rear Admiral Ehiory S. Land 
urges. World War n could be 
over some time next year, at 
least as far as Europe Is con­
cerned, although it may take 
1944 to crush Japan. Otherwise, 
with the present wrangling be­
tween governments, colonials 
and labor leaders It may take 
ten years to lick Hitler and Tojo.

Of course, collective bargain­
ing Is sound and, In ordinary 
times, should be defended. To­
day, however, we are at war— 
fighting for our very existence. 
This Is a total war—for all ex­
cept colonial barons, organized 
labor leaders and cowardly 
bureaucrats who are afraid of 
both. To such, the big "Vs" 
which we see apjoear to stand 
for “votes” rather than for 
victory." Let ev«ry mother who 
has a boy In the armed forces 
give three cheers for Rear Ad­
miral Land.

be presented registrars at school 
houses on Now?mber 30. These 
registrars will be authorized to 
Issue only the basic ration books 
—•'A ' books for passenger car 
owners and "D" books for mo­
torcycles.

However, vehicle operators 
who feel Uiey will need more 
mileage than the basic books 
may ask the registrar for a sup>- 
plemental application. This Is 
to be filled out later and sent to 
the local war price and ration­
ing borad.

The basic books will prvolde 
mileage for 240 miles a month.

Applicants for supplemental 
rations will first need to prove 
that they need more than the 
ISO miles of occupational driving 
provided In the “A" book. Sec­
ondly they will need to show 
that they have formed a car 
club. If they do not form such 
a club, they must prove they 
cannot do so and that alterna­
tive mesms of transpx>rtatlon are 
Inadequate.

GET RID OF TIRES

man of the County War Price 
and Rationing Board Gas Panel, 
announced today.

■"nie certificates of war neces­
sity, Issued by the Office of De­
fense TVan.spjortatlon, form the 
basis for our issuance of trans­
port rations to these commercial 
vehicles." Mr. Mahan said. 
"When applicants come to the 
board they must bring with 
them these certificates, together 
with properly executed applica­
tion for a mileage ration.”

Each war necessity certificate 
states the number of miles the 
vehicle for wbclh the certifiate 
Is Issued will be allowed to travel 
during a three-month period. 
The certificate also states the 
number of gallons of gasoline 
needed to cover this mileage.

The rationing board will de­
termine the amount of transport 
rations to be Ishued for the ve­
hicle on the basU of the mUeage 
allowed in the cerUflcate. In no 
case is the board permitted to 
allow more gasoline than is stip­
ulated In the certificate.
