3 CARS FEED WHEAT 
ORDERED BY FARMERS 
OF MILLS COUNTY

Mills County farmers this 
week are taking advantage of 
the government’s offer to fur­
nish feed wheat at 92 cents per 
bushel to the farmers, for the 
purpose of feeding poultry and 
other livestock In their efforts 
to Increase production for war 
needs.

Wheat will be shipped only In 
capacity car loads of 90,000 
pound.s. Any farmer who needs 
feed wheat for poultry and other 
livestock, may pool their orders 
with the County Agent or local 
AAA office, and other cars will 
be ordered when sufficient mon­
ey has been deposited to order 
a car. Farmers must furnish 
sacks and arrange for delivery 
at the car. Approximately 10 to 
15 days are required from the 
date of ordering until delivery.

LOCjU. board  to  u se
CAUTION IN ISSUING 
JANUARY TIRE QUOTA

A. T. Prlbble, chairman of the 
Mills County War Price and Ra­
tioning Board, reported this 
week that the board will have to 
use extreme care In dispensing 
tires under the county's January 
quota for passenger cars and 
trucks.

"We have been cautioned by 
the Office of Price Administra­
tion that It Is better to err on 
the side of giving too little rub­
ber than too mucb," he said.. 
"Granting too little rubber can 
be corrected by a certificate for 
too mucb rubber means that this 
rubber U gone forever.

"We a rt being reminded fre­
quently by officials In Washing­
ton that tbs only hope of mak­
ing our meager rubber supply 
last Is by reducing average driv­
ing to the points recommended 
In the Baruch report to the 
President. We are told that If 
the mileage and speed require­
ments are not met strictly, fur­
ther restrictions may be neces 
sary. It seems evident from this 
that only If the Board does lU 
job with the greate.st efficiency 
can we expect to see further re- 
strictlona, and very hard restric­
tions. avoided..*’

The entire state's allotment of 
Grade I passenger tires for Jan ­
uary was Increased to 9,964 as 
compared to 8.094 for December, 
but the Grade II quota for Jan ­
uary was reduced to 10,654 from 
the 17AM allotted for December, 
and the Grade in  allotment was 
cut to 32.907 for January as com­
pared to 44.254 for December. 
The passenger car recap total 
was reduced to 41,141 for Janu­
ary from the December total of 
42,062. The passenger car tube 
quota In the state was Increased 
from 16,880 for December to 35,- 
896 for January. The January 
truck, farm tractor and Imple­
ment allotment for new tires 
was Increased to 28.887 from a 
December total of 27,024; truck 
recaps were stepped up to 24.667 
for January for atotal of 9,986 
In December, and the truck tube 
allotment was jumped to 25.258 
for January from 11,040 for De­
cember.

"There has been no change In 
the status of tire eligibility for 
most people under the new regu­
lation," Mr. Prlbble pointed out 
"The Board will continue to give 
rubber first to those whose use 
of It will do most for the war 
effort and the safety and well­
being of the country."

the taxpayer. In order to avoid 
the expense to the government, 
and the possible Inconvenience 
to the taxpayer, of subsequent 
check and Inquiry.

With each form Is a set of 
accompanying Instructions, and 
these Instructions should be 
carefully read by the taxpayer 
before making his return 

Returns for the calendar year 
1042 must be filed not later than 
March 15, 1943. They may be 
filed by mailing to the Collector 
of Internal Revenue of the ap­
propriate district in which Is lo­
cated the legal residence or prin­
cipal place of business of the 
taxpayer. If the return is filed 
by mailing. It should be posted 
In ample time to reach the Col­
lector’s office before March 15. 
1043. Returns received later than 
the due date are subject to a 
penalty variable according to the 
lateness In filing.

FORM OF REII RN
Persons ^ubJect to the Federal 

income tax must report their In- 
I me to the government on 
forms, or blanks, prescribed by 
regulations. These forms are 
cbtalnable from any Collector of 
Internal Revenue, and generally 
from any bank. Special forms 
are de.'iignated for corporations, 
for partnerships, for trusts and 
fiduciaries, and for nonresident 
aliens. Farmers who keep no 
books of account on the accrual 
method must attach a special 
schedule to their return (Form 
104OF1. For Individuals, two 
forms are used, depending upon 
the amount and source of In­
come to be reported.

Form 1040. This form Is In­
tended for general use of Indivi­
duals who are cltixens of the 
United States, or resldenU In 
this country, whether cltixens or 
not. It contains space to show 
the amount of Income from var­
ious sources, deductions allow­
able, exemptions and credits, 
and computation of tax liability. 
As most of the Items require 
some explanation In order to be 
allowable, the form also con­
tains appropriate schedules to 
show In more detail how the In­
come or the deductions are de­
termined.

Form 1040A This Is a simpli­
fied report, which may. at the 
option of the taxpayer who 
makes his return on the cash 
ba.<ls, be filed Instead of Form 
1040 by cltlsens and residents 
whose gross Income was $3.000 or 
less during 1942, provided all 
this Income consists wholly of 
one or more of the following: 
.'alary, wages, dividends, interest 
or annuntles. In using this form 
It Is necessary only to enter the
