Investigation satisfies the Secretary 
I of the Treasury that the bonds were appro- 
t printed by Chief Clerk Herring, now dead.

—Secretary Scliurz says the Indians at u 
number ot points in the Northwest are very 
industrious, and have a grout deal of land 
under a fair state of cultivation. At some 
points in the Sioux reservation, where they 
raise considerable wheat, the cultivation of 
the soil compares very favorably with that 
of the whites furtner east.

—The United States Consul at Lyons, 
France, informs the Department of Stutc 
that the cereal crop of France this year will 
amount to 102,000 Olio hecofiters, the aver­
age yield. Nevertheless, there will be a 
large demand for American wheat. In 
Germany the cereal crop is a mediocre one, 
and in Russia somewhat of a failure.

—Tlie Cabinet lias heen invited to attend 
the forthcoming celebration of tlie one 
hundred and fiftieth anniversary of tlie 
settlement of Baltimore. Vessels of the 
navy, which arc to assemble at Hampton 
Roads for animal review, will be ordered to 
Baltimore to aid in the celebration. A de­
tachment of marines will also participate. 
The troops of Fort Henry will parade, and 
if possible tlie army will be otherwise rep­
resented.

—Gen. Williamson, Commissioner of the 
General Land Office,has called a convocation 
of surveyors general of all Western States 
and Territories in Salt bake City, Utah, on 
the 5th of October next. Tlie object of the 
meeting is to discuss tlie present method of 
making surveys with n view to instituting 
certain reforms tending to secure better and 
more permanent work under the present 
laws.

—The case of Jenie Raymond against Sen- 
tor B. H. Hill, in which plaintiff claimed 
$10,000 damages for alleged seduction, wns 
dismissed to-uay under the rules of tlie Su­
preme Court of the district for failure to 
print tlie record. Chief Justice Carter, in 
dismissing the case, said to Mrs. Lockwood, 
plaintiff's counsel, thatthe suit never ought 
to have been brought, since tlie alleged 
offense was no cause of action here.

—Internal Revenue Agent Latham, of 
Huntsville, Ala., in a letter to tlie Commis­
sioner, says . “Deputy Marshal Howiett re­
ports under date of tlie 12th inst., from 
Cross Plains, that Deputy Marshals Ellett 
and Lowe attempted to arrest Joe Little for 
illicit distilling near the Georgia State line, 
when Lowe was shot ill three places by Lit­
tle and badly wounded. After Lowe was 
disabled Ellett pursued Little to or neni a 
church where worship was being held, 
where Little was reinforced by armed men 
from tlie church, when Ellett was com­
pelled to abandon further pursuit.”

—The commission have secured to the in­
strument of ratification the signatures of 
532 adult males of the confederated bands 
of Ute Indians in Colorado. This number 
is more than three-fourths of the male 
adults of the Ute bands. The law requires 
the signatures of only three-quarters of the 
adult male population of the Utes to the 
treaty to insure the ratification. Secretary 
Schurz will in a day or two instruct the 
commission in regard to tlie preliminary 
steps to betaken to secure compliance on 
the part of the Utes with terms ot the treaty, 
which require the removal of a portion of 
tliem to the limits of their new reservation 
ns defined in tlie bill.

—Tlie warlike Canadians engaged in some 
very entertaiug torpedo experiments at 
Montreal, More than 30,000 people wit­
nessed the show.

—Mr. Geo. W. Williams, a prominent 
business man of Seneca, is in tlie city at­
tending tlie Exposition, and is stopping 
with his sister, Mrs. Munford.

—Fifty-two citizens of Cincinnati have 
subscribed $1,000 each toward the fund of 
$150,000 necessary to meet the conditions 
of Mr. West’s donation of a like sum for the 
erection of an art museum.

—Tlie difference between M. de Frey- 
einet, the French Premier, and his col­
leagues in the ministry having become ir­
reconcilable, he resigned. President Grew 
and several members of the cabinet urged 
him to reconsider liis determination, but 
nothing they could say had tlie slightest 
influence with him. The president then 
reluctantly accepted the resignation, and, 
sending for Jules Ferry, he directed him to 
form a new ministry.

—Wade Hampton, who saw a good deal 
ot hard service during tlie war of the rebel­
lion, esenjied with an unbroken skin, only 
to be maimed and mutilated at liis favorite 
pastime of hunting. Two or three years ago 
a mule fell on him and crushed one of liis 
legs so severely that amputation became 
necessary. A letter from Daggeis Springs, 
Va., states that lie was thrown from a horse 
the other day while on a deer hunt and 
painfully injured.

—Tammany's ratification meeting in New 
York, September 23d, was the most impos­
ing political demonstration ever held in that 
city. Union Square and all adjacent streets 
were packed, while several large lmlls'wcre 
filled to their utmost capacity.

We desire to call tlie attention of Dem­

ocrats and Republicans alike to tlie Con­
gressional record of J ames A. Garfield.
In an article of limited length it is, of 
course, impossible to do more than gen­
eralize.

Garfield stands a convicted perjuier, 
by the testimony, as to his connection 
with the Credit Mobilier fraud. To prove 
this we cite the verdict of the Republi­
can Congressional Committee raised for 
the purpose of investigating Garfield. 
This committee is commonly called the 
Poland Committee, and, for a wonder, it 
did not attempt to whitewash. This trib­
unal found that “Mr. G arfield agreed 
with Mr. Ames to take ten shares Mobil­
ier stock, but did not pay for the same. 
That afterwards this sum ($329) was paid 
over to Mr. Garfield, and that Mr. Gar­
field then understood this sum was the 
balance of dividends after paying for the 
stock.” Hear tlie New York Tribune’s 
comments on this matter unde date of 
January 28, 1873: “To accep om the 
Credit Mobilier a valuable allotment of 
shares; to lie and shuttle and prevaricate 
about the transaction; to concert with a 
witness tlie manufacture of false testi­
mony; to testify lalsely under oath. 
These are offenses which should ruin not 
only those who commit, but those 
who apologize for them.” Within the 
next month the Tribune again says: “J ames 
A. Garfield, of Ohio, had ten shares, 
never paid a dollar, received $329,which, 
after tlie investigation began, he was 
anxious to have considered as a loan 
from Mr. Ames to himself.”

Tiie New York Times of February- 19, 
1873, comments severely upon this mat­
ter, and insinuated tha t Garfield is any­
thing but an honest man.

The Cincinnati Commercial said Gar­
field was either a knave or a fool; that 
“if was a division of spoils taken from the 
munificence of the people.”

All these organs of the Republican 
party, besides a host of others of the 
same politics, unsparingly condemned 
G arfield at that time as a dishonest, 
unworthy man. In fact, this now can­
didate for the high office of President 
over 50,000,000 of people was in a bad 
box and had been taken in the manner, 
like the woman in adultery. It is in 
vain that he now wipes his lips, saying, 1 
have done no evil thing, for here stands 
recorded against him the unwilling tes­
timony of a partisan committee and the 
political organs of his own party.

As an illustration, showing the eter­
nally itching palm of Garfield, and 
how easy of approach he was to the job­
bers and bribe givers, we mention the 
instance of the De Golyer bribe of 
$5,000. De Golyer & McClellan, a 
firm of Chicago contractors, represented 
a kind of wooden pavement, lo»g before 
pronounced worthless wherever used. 
This firm wished a contract to pave cer­
tain streets at Washington, ana sent one 
Chittenden to lobby it through. Wind 
of the plot got abroad at the Capital, and 
at a meeting of itscitizens, the pavement 
was denounced. Nevertheless, the en­
terprising Chittenden was not disheart­
ened, for ho bethought him ol Garfield, 
who was Chairman of the Appropriation 
Committee, visited that gentleman, 
offered him $5,000, and was most agreea­
bly surprised to find his bribe at once 
accepted with the promise of valuable 
assistance. The happy Chittenden 
writes home as follows: “I can hardly 
realize that we have Gen. Garfield. It 

rare, and very gratifying. All tlie 
appropriations of the District come 
through him.” Verily, this “Christian” 
statesman was a daisy 1

From an abundance of material we 
select one more verdict ot his own party 
against Garfield, and this is from his 
own constituency of the Nineteenth Con- 
xessional District of Ohio in 1876. The 
ndependent Republicans in Garfield’s 

district, opjiosed to his re-election, met 
in convention and, after the fullest delib­
eration, adopted a series of resolutions 
too voluminous for reproduction here, 
hut most scathing and denunciatory of 
Garfield. These resolutions take up 
the Credit Mobilier and De Golyer 
steals, Garfield’s constant and active 
participation in all rings and monopolies, 
and his championship of the same, the 
salary grab, his garbled and altered re­
port of the Poland Committee which he 
circulated among his constituents, his 
venality in the Indian po3t traderships, 
and his championship of the act demone­
tizing silver against the interest of tax­
payers without their consent or knowl­
edge. This long series of resolutions, 
thirteen in number, close by saying that 
the Republicans of the Nineteenth Dis­
trict cannot, without stultifying 
their manhood and debasing their "self- 
respect, support Garfifld, and call upon 
their party to elect nn honest and reliable 
man in Ins stead. The result of this ex­
pose was a loss to Garfield of 3,569 votes 
from the Haven vote of the district.

The Republicans of Garfield’s district 
had coine to believe that his lurid 
speeches upon Anderaonville and Libby 
prisons were but a poor offset to his hab­
itual stealing and deviltry in Congress, 
and reftised to longer keep their faces 
turned toward the South while Garfield 
was picking their pockets from behind.

Mr. Woodworth was dumbfounded at 
this remark, alid disposed to be distrust­
ful, but his brother recalled incidents of 
their childhood which were distinctly 
remembered by him, though he was only 
three years old at the time, and convinc­
ed him that he who thus addressed him 
was indeed his brother. It seems that 
about sixty-five years ago their father 
and mother, with theifch ildm n, named 
in the order of their ages, Catherine, 
William, Mrfrgaret, John and Absalom, 
were living in or near Albany N. Y. 
The deaths of the parents following close 
the one upon th“ other, when Absalom 
was a mere infant and John only three 
years old, caused a scattering of the 
family, kind friends taking tlie little 
ones and ministering to their wants.

The boys without home attachments 
or home " influences to restrain them, 
wandered off early in life to varions por­
tions of the country. John was the only 
one whose wanderings coufd be traced; 
for when thirteen yeurs after, tlie sisters 
visited the scene of their early childhood, 
his whereabouts was easily discovered, 
and communication was entered into 
with him. No knowledge could be ob­
tained of the others. A short time ago 
that feeling which has a lodgement in 
every human breast to visit the old 
homestead, induced William to go to 
Albany and see once more the place ef 
his infancy and the friends of his early 
life. Here he found his sisters, and 
heard that his brother John was also 
alive and living near this city. The 
whereabouts of the younger brother, 
Absalom, even should lie be living, is 
unkown,

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THE FARMERS NOOK.

IntrlltM -tuul F imhI fo r  In te l lig e n t  T ille r*  of 
the Soil.

Ensilage as a practical means of sav­
ing green food for animal* is now being 
tested pretty thoroughly in New Eng­
land, where the idea has but recently 
been caught up from France. The pro­
cess in short consists in growing the 
green fodder—corn, millet, sorghum, etc. 
At the proper stage of growth it is run 
through a machine which cuts it very 
fine. This mass is then put into tight 
compartments under ground. It is 
trampled in and covered over tightly 
with boards, on which heavy weights of 
stone, etc, are put. The idea is to ex­
clude ihe airas much as possible and 
keep the mass cool during summer. A 
slight fermentation takes place, but tile 
ensilage mass is taken out slice by slice 
in winter, when it is eaten with avidity 
by livestock of all kinds. The claim for 
this is that the green food keeps stock in 
better condition and fattens more readly 
than the dry food. Volumes are already 
written about the new process of ensi lego, 
and we will no doubt hear more of it. 
Whether practicable for the South and 
West, or even desirable, we can not say, 
as the winters are not so severe, and our 
grass grows some winters nearly nil the 
time. The process certainly is worthy 
the attention of any section where the 
summers are short.

F a t te n  S to ck  lit rly .
It is the custom of many farmers to 

delay feeding stock designed for the 
market till vegetables have attained their 
growth and corn has become bard on the 
ear. They think there is a great loss in 
feeding material if the above named ar­
ticles are eaten before they arc mature. 
They accordingly delay feeding animals 
with a view of fattening them till the 
food they are expected to eat shall attain 
its maximum value. They seem to for­
get that this delay is attended with 
many disadvantages that more than on­
set the gain in the value of food. The 
state (d the weather has almost so much 
influence on the fattening of stock as the 
condition of the food fed to the animals. 
What is gained in the quality of food by 
delay is generally lost In the unfavora­
ble condition of the weather.

Take one season with another, Septem­
ber and October are the most favorable 
months in the entire year for fattening 
stock of all kinds. Severe storms are 
then few. The temperature is neither 
very warm nor very cold. It is in the 
highest degree comfortable. The air is 
generally pure, cool, and refreshing. 
During this season of the year a larger 
proportion of the food consumed by 
animals is converted into fat and muscle 
than at any other time, Exercise lim­
ing the hottest weather is fatiguing, and 
requires the expenditure o f  much mus­
cular power. During the severe cold o f  
winter a very large proportion of the 
food consumed by animals is employed 
in the production of vital heat. Espe­
cially is this the ease where aninmlshave 
little or no shelter, but are warmed from 
the inside.

During severely cold weather animals 
gain very little, even when they are pro­
vided with all the food they can devour. 
They are not comfortable, and creatures 
in this condition will not ordinarily gain 
in flesh. During bard storms animals 
will huddle together or become fractious 
and cross, and in many eases injure each 
other. If kept up continually near the 
commencement of cold weather they 
lose their appetite, and their powers of 
digestion become impaired. Sheep fat­
ten very slowly during severely cold 
weather, unless they are provided with 
better quarters than Western farmers 
ordinarily furnish, and are quite likely 
to fallotf in condition during protracted 
storms. They do not take kindly to 
close confinement, while they suffer 
greatly if their wool becomes saturated 
with water and freezing weather follows 
the wetting. All things considered, the 
early part of the fall is the best season 
for fattening sheep.

It is injudicious to attempt to make 
hogs very fat during the summer months. 
Enless there is an exeel'ent provision for 
shade and an abundant supply of water 
fat hogs are likely to sutler from the heat 
during July and August. On the other 
hand, very cold weather is unfavorable 
to fattening hogs. All hogs are extreme­
ly sensitive to both heat and cold. They 
enjoy lying in the sun when it is not too 
hot and thrive best when the weather is 
moderately warm. They suffer greatly 
from the cold, and arc likely to lose flesh 
during storms of ruin and snow unless 
they have dry and warm quarrers. So 
far as the temperautre is concerned Sep­
tember and October are the liost months 
in the entire year for fattening hogs. 
They need little or no protection, as few 
severe storms arc likely to occur.

It is likely that corn will produce the 
largest amount of fat when it is fully 
ripe. Put in the opinion of the most suc­
cessful feeders there is no economy in 
waiting tor corn to become hard on the 
ear before commencing to feed it to hogs. 
If the entire stalks are fed and while the 
foliage is green nearly every portion will 
he eaten. The kernels of grain may im ­
prove to some extent by standing till 
they become ripe, hut there will he a 
losss m the leaves and stalks. Eats of 
corn sufficiently mature to he good for 
the table make admirable food for hogs. 
Pumpkins, apples and all kinds ot roots 
may bo fed to stock with much advant­
age diiringthe early part of the fall as at 
any later period. There is then the 
greatest variety of food, which is favor­
able to health and productive of fine 
flavor in meat.

A n IntereM tlng K x p erln ien t.
Tiic results of experiments made by 

Prof. Thomas Taylor with cotton seed, to 
ascertain the amount of resistance otter­
ed to the attacks of agents generally 
supposed to he of a destructive nature to 
organic life, have disclosed in the opin­
ion of Commissioner Lc Due and other 
a discovery ol value in relation tr> plant­
ing cotton. The Professor applied con­
centrated sulphuric acid which com­
pletely removed the cotton from the 
seed without visibly affecting the outer 
brown shell of the seed. To test the 
actual effect on the germinating property, 
he had planted some of the seed thus 
treated and afterward washed. This 
seed not only sprouted, hut appeared 
above ground some five days earlier than 
is usual in the natural state.

Among the benefits it is claimed will 
lie derived from this discovery are the 
live or six days' start, whether availed 
of in avoiding early frosts or raising 
early cotton, for which premiums are 
offered by several cotton boards in the

South, and the fact that after prepara­
tion cotton seed can he used in the plant- 
e l's  ordinarily employed for corn and 
other Jdean seed. The mode ofprepnr- 
ing the seed, according to the Scientific 
American, is as follows:

The seed is placed in an earthen or 
glass vessel and ordinary sulphuric acid 
poured over so as to completely cover it. 
it is then stirred until the brown shell 
is left free from cotton. The acid is 
poured offto he used again and the seed 
is washed until all acidity disappears 
from the water ami dried. A large quan­
tity is to he thus preserved and distribut­
ed among cotton planters for next season. 
Experiments are also to he instituted 
with a view to ascertain the practicabil­
ity of the process as applied to seed slow 
ot germination such as that of the palm, 
which requires three years to sprout.

S tab le  R a k e  mill Scraper*
A handy combination rake and scrap­

e r for the stable can he made as follows: 
Select a hard-wood stick, fifteen inches 
n length, four inches wide, and an inch 

anil a half thick; bring it to a triangular 
shape in cross-section by shaving down 
one side to a thin edge. Bore six or 
eight one halfinch holes into the un­
shared side, to the depth of two inches, 
and insert in them sharpened liard-wood 
pins, that will project three or four 
inches. A handle, of thedesired length, 
is then made and inserted, and braced. 
Such a tool may he made to either push 
or pull the litter ami manure, the tooth­
ed side being especially adapted to loos­
ening and moving those portions that 
the smooth side will not catch.

H ow  to  K e e p  I tu tte r .
A correspondent ot the Rural Home 

says: I learned one ortwo tilings about 
blitter last spring. One of them is that 
butter of all kinds should either he 
made stiff and set away in a cold place, 
or if not made so stiff should he put in 
gallon or half gallon jars and either seal­
ed up or thick paper (old letter paper 
will do) brushed over with the white of 
an egn fastened securely over the top. 
Before sealing them up, however, it is 
well to put about half a teacup of sugar 
over the top of each, hut if made thick 
enough they will not need it. In cun­
ning this should always he done, as 
it prevents them from moulding, provid­
ing they are not moved and jolted 
around.

Ft'fltling  S lieep .
Adam Scott, a prominent Maine sheep 

breeder, last winter fed find wethers, anil, 
to learn how rapidly they gained in flesh 
selected two, which lie weighed every 
month. On January 12 they weighed 
respectively 12# and lfifi pounds, and 
continued to gain rapidly down to April 
12th, when they weighed Hit) and 170 
pounds each. They were fed on one 
and a half pounds of corn daily, with all 
they could eat. The total csst for feed 
was seventy cents per month—an in­
crease of about twenty cents per month 
for each sheep over the value of food 
eaten.

S traw  an ti C'lmt! a s  F«*rtillRern.
A ton of wheat when carefully burned 

leaves 2S.24 pounds of ash, while a ton 
of straw will leave 00.13 pounds, and a 
ton of chaff 178.07 pounds. To know 
this isof interest to the wheat grower, as 
it teaches the importance of returning 
the straw to the soil,and great care ought 
to he taken of the chuff, for one pound 
as a fertilizer is as much as three pounds 
of straw, containing six times as much 
mineral manure as the grain itscls.

G e n e ra l l-'arin N otes.
Treeless Iowa is being transformed in­

to a forest covered country by a law 
which remits certain taxes for five years 
on everv acre of forest trees planted and 
kept alive. Over 75,000 acres of fruit 
and forest trees have been planted, and 
end #200,000 have been remitted in 
taxes.

II is a convenient time now to get out 
a supply tif muck, and should not he lost 
hv those whose land may he much ben­
efited by muck. It is a valuable absorb­
ent of liquid manure, and contains con­
siderable nitrogen, which, decomposed 
in the compost heap, makes excellent 
plant food.

A writer in the Country Gentleman 
thinks that bark-bursting, or sup-hurst- 
ing; is the result of a flow of sap late in 
the season, during warm weather, too 
lute to form a layer of wood, and the 
frost of winter, finding it in a liquid 
state, causes ice to form under the hark, 
causing it to burst from the wood.

Currants and gooseberries may ho 
pruned so soon as the leaves have fallen. 
Cuttings may he mode now and planted 
in rows a few inches apart with one hud 
above the surface, taking care to press 
the earth very firmly against the base of 
the cuttings. If  put in early, roots will 
he formed this season.

Budding is one of the most important 
labors of the present month. The pre­
cise time depends mxm the condition of 
the stock. Tiie work may he continued 
so long as the stocks are growing. Af­
ter the buds have become (irmly set the 
tie should he cut. That the buds have 
“taken,” as it is termed, will he known 
by their remaining green and plump.

H o u seh o ld  U eeclp ts.
P ie -C rust.—Three and a  half cu p fu ls  

sifted Hour; one cupful sweet lard, one 
tenspoonful salt, one teaspoonful baking- 
powder, one cupful very cold water; 
mix with knife, using hands us little as 
possible to mix with ; roll.

C row ’s-N est.—Fill n deep pudding tin, 
or dish, with apples cut in thin slices; 
sugar and cinnamon, or lemon, to sweet­
en and flavor to taste, and a little water ; 
cover with a thick crust made as above ; 
bake until apples are tender; serve hot 
with hard sauce, or with cream and su­
gar: ee sure to cut air-holes in theorist 
to let the steam escape.

Ari'i.E J ki.i/v.—Almost any apple will 
make jelly, though a hard, sour, juicy 
apple Makes the best, both for keeping 
and flavor. Peel and core your apples, 
boil them in a pint of water to every 
four pounds of apples till the apples are 
|st feetIv soft, stirring them occasionally 
to prevent burning. Strain without 
squeezing through a jelly-bag, measure 
the juice, and put a pound of ion f sugar 
to every pint of juice. Put juice and 
sugar in’ tire preserving-kettle, and boll 
steadily for half an hour, skimming oc­
casionally. Cool n little, and if it will 
not jelly, boil a little longer. Pour into 
glasses before it cools, and when |>crfect- 
Iv cold, cover each glass with a paper wet 
with alcohol; tie closely and keep in a 
dry, cool place. The apple remaining in 
the bug can Ik1 stewed with one pound of 
sugar to two pounds of apples. If fla­
voring is preferred, lemon pool, green 
ginger, or cinnamon can lie used.
