In this work 
he has been assisted by Sam 
Morris of this city.

several more wells to r»ally give 
this entire area a thorough 
testing.

Is 
being placed In operation rapid­
ly. Reports from many cities 
Indicate that It has been receiv­
ed enthusiastically by the press, 
postmasters, business concerns 
and the public.

Within a few days after Initia­
tion of the plan, under Instruc­
tions from Postmaster General 
Frank C. Walker, nearly all the 
postmasters In the large cities 
affected had assigned postal 
numbers to their branch offices, 
millions of residents had been 
advised of the number to be 
added to their addresses, and a 
considerable volume of mall al­
ready was carrying the numbers 
assigned.

The new system speeds up the 
separatoln of mall lor distribu­
tion to branch offices and per­
mits much more rapid handling 
of mall by Inexperienced postal 
clerks, thousands of whom have 
been employed to replace per­
sonnel who have gone Into the 
armed forces and into war In­
dustries.

Rapid Increase In volume of 
mall and the loss of some thirty 
thousand postal employes to the 
armed forces made It necessary 
to adopt the plan. In the Interep. 
of accurate, efficient mall serv­
ice and for the relief of postal 
personnel who are carrying an 
extremely heavy burden of work. 
The average work week In tht* 
service now Is about 52 hours, 
and in many post offices, em­
ployes are working 10 and 12 
hours a day, seven days a week, 
because of local shortages of 
personnel.

While Farm Security Adminis­
tration families In Mills County 
are working hard to produce 
more food, they also are striving 
to cut waste of food, according, 
to County Supervisor Ray F. 
Christian, who has some late 
figures on food waste In the na­
tion.

"Thirty to 40 per cent of the 
food produced In the United 
States goes to waste," Mr. Chris­
tian reveals. "At least 15 per 
cent of this Is In American 
homes. A study of garbage col­
lection In 48 representative ci­
ties .showed that food thrown 
away averaged two-fifths of a 
pound for each person every 
day. Over a year this amounts 
to 235 pounds of food waste per 
person.”

With need for U. S. food great­
er than ever before, the F8A of­
ficial emphasizes that we must 
not only grow all the food we 
can grow uut we n.ust eliminate 
waste of food. He points out that 
with half the world going hun­
gry. Americans cannot have a 
clear conscience until they “ hek 
the platter clean.”

"This waste Is even greater 
than shown by what goes Into 
the garbage can," says Chris­
tian. "Also wasted is the labor 
that went into grooving, harvest­
ing and processing the food; the 
transportation and warehousing 
facilities that got the food to 
market; the clerks who packag­
ed. displayed and sold the food, 
and the housewife who cooked 
It.

An unconfirmed report recelV' 
ed here yesterday morning that

College Station, June—Texas 
peanut producers have until 
June 30 in which to purchase 
seed for planting instead of May 
31, according to the state USOA 
War 3iaxi.

Due to dry weather and the 
late planting season In the ma­
jor proiucing areas, many farm­
ers have not completed planting 
and woulc be handicapped In 
obtaining sufficient seed by the 
original deadline.

Under a plan whereby produc­
ers are guaranteed sufficient 
s e e d  for planting purposes. 
County .AAA Committees have 
been cooperating with farmers 
in issuing planting certificates. 
The certificates, which are Is­
sued only to peanut growers, 
then are presented to dealers, 
where the seed are purchased.

The cash price to peanut pro- 
I ducers obtaining seed for plant- 
' ing Is $139 per ton (or U. S. 
Spanish type No. 1 fanners’ 
stock peanuts and $153 per ton 
for Spanish type cleaned.

Texas farmers were assured 
(air prices (or this year's crop 
when the price support recently 
was Increased from $129 per ton 
to an average of $140 per ton 
for Spanish type peanuts.

In addition, producers also 
have been assured that addi­
tional pickers will be available 
lor harvesting the 1943 crop. Ap­
proximately 320 pickers are be­
ing made available now and 
others will be released later. A 
total ot 1,731 pickers were used 
in the state during 1942.

As the new msu:hlnes are re­
ceived. they will be routed Into 
peanut producing areas and ap­
plications for their purchase ap­
proved by County USDA War 
Boards. Cooperation of USDA 
War Boards In routing the pick­
ers alms at maximum use of all 
pickers during the harvesttng 
reason.

Many workers who have been 
receiving monthly payments un­
der the retirement provisions of 
the Federal old-age and survi­
vors Insurance system of the 
Social Security Act have return­
ed to employment covered by 
the law. said David S. Pruitt, 
manager of the Austin office of 
the Social Security Board, "and 
it is important.” he emphaslicd. 
"that each worker report this 
employment promptly to the 
Social Security Board provided 
the w'ages received amount to 
more than $14. 99 for any 
month.”

In this connection Pruitt ex­
plained that meals, lodging, 
room and board if furnished by 
the employer are considered the 
same as cash and should be re­
ported as part of the wages paid 
in addition to any cash that 
may have been paid to the 
worker. If the total room, board 
and cash exceed $14.99, no insu­
rance payments will be made 
during the month in which the 
total was more than $14.99,” 
Pruitt said.
It was further pointed out that 

there is a penalty deduction of 
another month's benefit for 
failure on the part of the worker 
to report promptly such earn­
ings to the Social Security 
Board.

Workers who receive less than 
$15.00 per month are not affect­
ed and when those who are re­
ceiving in excess of $14.99 per 
month again retire, or their 
earnings fall below $15.00, their 
monthly checks will be resumed 
as soon as the Board has been 
notified that they are no longer 
earning more than $14.99 per 
month. All beneficiaries of the 
old-age and survivors insurance 
program have received post card 
forms for making such reports. 
Any Individual desiring infor­
mation or assistance in complet­
ing these forms should call on 
the Social Security Board office 
at Room 104 In the Old Feder­
al Building, Austin, Texas, Pru­
itt said.

Health Notes
"If you have not been vaclna’ - 

ed against typhoid fever wlthi 
the last two or three years, go 
to your doctor and secure this 
protection at once,”  Dr Geo. W. 
Cox, State Health Officer. advU- 
es prospective campers. Boy and 
Girl Scouts, and oth^r summer 
vacationists as the out-of-door 
season approaches.

"Typhoid fewr,” he contlnuea. 
Is unnecessary and preventable. 
Every case Is due either to com­
munity neglience or to the Ig­
norance or carelessness of some 
individual. There would be no 
deaths from typhoid If every 
person were protected by typho­
id “shots.”

Some of the most serious and 
far reaching outbreaks of the 
disease have been caused by 
drinking milk or eating foods 
that have been handled by car­
riers. A typhoid carrier is a per­
son who has had typhoid at 
some time and who even after 
recovery carries the germs of 
the disease in the urine and the 
discharges from the intestinal 
tract. Carriers who are careless 
in their personal habits are like­
ly to Infect any food they hand 
le with unwashed hands.

Dr. Cox explained that typho­
id germs are picked up and 
spread from person to person 
by water, fingers, food. Every 
case of typhoid is contracted by 
way of the mouth and the di­
gestive system. The only way to 
bo absolutely sure of typhoid 
prevention is by immunization, 
he declared.

Longer Furleagh Granted 
The War Department has au­

thorized extension of the fur­
lough period between the day of 
Induction and the date men 
must report for duty from seven 
days to fourteen days. This 
change will be made In all com- 
tr.a;.ds not later than July 1. Af­
ter July 1, but before September

The district had a goal of 
$4<X).000,000 for all bond sales in 
the war loan drive. It handed 
Uncle Sam a cool $572,451,600 to 
make It hot for the axis In 
translation of bonds to arma­
ment and ammunition. This 
means the goal was oversub­
scribed by 43 per cent.

Banks. Institutions and gov­
ernmental departments Invest­
ed heavily in the war loan drive, 
but the Individual Investor—the 
man in the street—emerges as a 
great factor in its success, ihe 
No. 1 Bond Salesman declared.

“This shows beyond a doubt 
that the average man has 
wholeheartedly accepted his re­
sponsibility in the people's war," 
Scofield added.

•Uncle Sam needs everybody 
in this all-out war. He called for 
that help and he got It. The av­
erage man has rolled up a victo­
ry of his own on the home front.

The Atlanta Federal Reserve 
District ranked next to Texas In 
bond sales to the Individual In­
vestors, attaining a goal of 189 
per cent. The Minneapolis dis­
trict was third and Kansas City 
lourth.

USDA WAR 60ARD 
SUPPORT PRICES

First Canners Certified 
College Station, June 1—Three 
canners already have signed 
contracts for processing this 
year's vegetable crop In Texas.

Approved and certified by the 
State USDA War Board, the 
Henderson Pickle and Canning 
Company, Henderson; Delta 
Canning Company, Raymond- 
rille; and Eagle Pass Canning 
Company, Eagle Pass, h a v e  
agreed to cooperate In canning 
the 1943 vegetable pack.

Under the terms of the con­
tract. the companies will pay 
growers a rate equal to or In 
excess of the base prices estab­
lished recently by the Depart­
ment of Agriculture. Vegetables 
for canning on which floor pri­
ces have been set on a per ton 
basis are as follows: snap beans, 
$80; lima beans. $90; beets.$19; 
carrots. $20; cabbage for kraut, 
$12; sweet corn, $17; green peas. 
$77.50 and tomatoes, $22.

Under the processing program, 
canners will contract with grow­
ers sufficient acreage to operate 
processing plants at full capacl-

ty during the 1943 season. The 
contractual relationship Is re­
quired In order that supplies of 
the commodities will be avail­
able to processors, that supplies 
will be produced In areas where 
processing facilities are avail­
able ana to prevent unnecessary 
waste.

Growers' only assurance of re­
ceiving price supports Is through 
a contract with certified pro­
cessors, the board said In ex­
plaining that the Department 
does not guarantee the specified 
prices to Individual producers.

County USDA war boards In 
vegetable producing areas are 
cooperating with producers and 
processors In contracting for the 
acreage needed this year. After 
canners have contracted to 
make purchases at the announ­
ced support prices, they are cer­
tified by the state USDA War 
Board for participation under 
the 1942 program, which assured 
growers the minimum price.

New Support Prices Announced
College Station—Support pri­

ces on No. 2 and No. 3 dry edible 
beans were announced this week 
through the state AAA office. 
Under previous Instructions out­
lined by the War Food Admin­
istration only No. 1 beans were 
covered by the Increased price 
support program, which also In -; 
eludes dry peas, peanuts, soy­
beans. and flaxseed. i

The price for No. 2 grade will 
be 15 cents below the No. 1 price 
while No. 3 beans •will b« pur­
chased at a discount of 40 cents 
from the No. 1 price. Beans grad-; 
ing No. 3 will be purchased by ’ 
Commodity Credit Corporation 
If the supply of No. 3 grade Is so 
large as to make purchases nec­
essary to assure the maximum 
quantity of beans reaching con­
sumption channels. AAA offici­
als said.

Grower support prices for No.l 
beans range from $6.50 to $7i0 
per hundred pounds, depending 
on variety. Basis for the price Is 
cleaned and bagged beans In 
carlots, f.o.b., carrier at country 
shipping points.

The discounts for No. 2 and 
No. 3 beans apply also to the 
CCC loan program for dry edible 
beans.

Loans will be made on thresh­
er-run beans of all classes (ex­
cept tepary and mixed beans), 
at $5.50 per hundred pounds for 
U. 8. No. 1, $5.35 for U. 8. No. 2. 
and $5.10 for U. 8. No. 3 with 
appropriate discounts for sub­
standard beans having a per­
centage of defects In excess of 
the maximum permitted In U. 8. 
No. 3.

According to present plana, 
loans will be made on thresher- 
run beans stored either on the 
farm or In the warehouses, AAA 
officials said.

Some time ago I asked a lady of intelligence and culture 
where she attended church. She admitted that neither she nor 
any member of her family attended any church. Then, with a 
tone of sadness, she said that when she came to the city she 
lost her church identity, and lost the religious life of her family. 
She had been a faithful and useful member of a small church in 
the country, where she taught in the little Sunday School, and 
was happy in her work. She had joined a large church in the 
city where she had no interest, had nothing to do, and as a re­
sult she drifted with her large family out Into the world of for­
gotten people. Had she gone Into one of the smaller churches, 
where she was in demand, her story would have been quite dif­
ferent.

Yes. the very best type of citizenship of any great city are the 
recruits from the country. These are they, however, who seek 
the best. Some of the most hopelessly lost to be found are also 
from the country. They simply drifted with the tide, always 
downward, and found their level in ruin.

He brushed his teeth twice a day.
The doctor examined him twice a year.
He wore rubbers when it rained.
He slept with the windows open.
He stuck to a diet with plenty of fresh vegetables.
He relinquished his tonsils and traded in several worn-out 

glands.

He never smoked, drank, or lost his temper.
He did his daily dozen daily.
He got at least eight hours sleep every night.
The funeral will be held next Wednesday—

In this column last week I re­
ferred to the wide spread be­
tween the price the agricultural 
producer gets for his products 
and the cost that Is eventually I 
paid by the consumer. The agri­
cultural and livestock producer 
is blamed for inflation in living 
costs when In most Instances he 
gets but 10 or 15 per cent of the 
price eventually paid by the con­
sumer. Most of that Increased 
cost comes from the handling 
and varied commission charges 
that accumulate along the line 
after the product leaves the pro­
ducer.

Today the House passed a re­
solution authorizing the House 
Agriculture committee to Inves­
tigate causes and proposed re­
medies for this wide spread be­
tween producer and consumer 
prices. I don't know of a better 
way they can spend their spare 
time.

The W’ar Production Board Is 
cbmlng to the assistance of the 
farm housewife.

Of this 1043 pro­
duction, 31,000 were to be In the 
stores by June 1, the rest In 
time for fall canning. Never has 
home canning been as vital as 
now.

If some of the 2,000 persons 
who requested Farmer’s Bulle­
tins of me recently do not re­
ceive an acknowledgment or the 
bulletins within a resonable 
time, they should write again 
because 41 failed to sign their 
name on the blanks. War wor­
ries are a good excuse. Now I'm 
worried, though, about the 
names that are mlsslnk.

The new Office of Civilian Re­
quirements in the WTB has de­
signed several means of enabl­
ing farmers and ranchmen to 
obtain 50 "hard to get” items 
with less red tape and trouble.

Farm Machinery output will 
be Increased to aid food produc­
tion, President Roosevelt an­
nounced. He disclosed that the 
WPB has alloted steel for an ad­
ditional 18.690 harvesting ma­
chines and said that 55,000 units 
would be delivered in time for 
the 1943 harvest. Mr. Roosevelt 
also made public 'WPB plans fît 
allow agricultural equipment 
makers to operate next year at 
80 jjer cent of 1940 levels.

Note that thia it not jutt a aub- 
JecUv* spiritual exercise for hia own 
enjoyment—it will show in hia "g<xxl 
manner of life in Christ" which will 
put hia persecutors "to shame" <v. 
18). How effectively that has worked 
only recently in Germany, Norway 
and elaewrherc

II. De Net Be Surprised—the En­
emy Will AtUi k (4:12. 13).

Surprise attack it elTecUve. Re­
member Pearl Harbor! Satan la an 
expert in atrotegy, and it eager to 
keep Christiana in an easy and com­
fortable mood, so that he may strike 
a vicious blow when It la not ex­
pected. We best prepare to meet 
him when we recognize that perse­
cution and aulTering will come.

We arc to bear in mind that It la 
not some "strange thing”  which hat 
happened; we who suffer at Chrlt- 
tlana are “partalcers of Christ’s tuf- 
ferlngt.”  Joy and glory are ahead.

III. Da Not Be Aahamed—Yea 
Sailer far Christ (4:14-18).

Sadness and depression rest upon 
the one Who atiffers for hit oam evil 
deeds, but those who auScr tor 
Christ'a take may be ever rejoicing. 
Can you not see that "the spirit of 
glory and the Spirit ot God” art 
resting (v. 14) even now on tome 
who ait in piiaoot and concentra­
tion camps?

Do Not WoiTy-He Caretb for 
Yon (5:6, 7).

Worry! Worry! How It does crowd 
itself Into our thinking. Yet, nt 
know we are Christiana, that we are 
unjustly accused or peraecuted, that 
we are sufleiing lor Chriti't take. 
That's all true, but how la It all com­
ing out? What about my family? 
Will they harm my children? If I 
do survive will 1 be able to start life 
anew? And so on—queatlona with­
out end; and toon comet the corrod­
ing touch of worry.

What shall we do? The answer la 
plain. Cast all yotor care on Christ 
—"He careth for you” (v, 7). That 
takes an act of faith just as it does 
to become a Christian in the first 
place, but it works.

The 
reductions are mainly for com, { 
peas, spinach, tomatoes, snap 
beans, trult cocktail, sweet cher­
ries, peaches, pineapple, and 
pineapple juice. Since the 1943 
production is not known, cur­
rent point values for these items 
will not be Immediately affected. 
Pay Off Farm Debt

Increased revenue Irom crops 
and livestock should be used to 
pay off farm debt, said Secretary 
of Agriculture Claude R WTck- 
ard recently. He emphasized 
that payment of outstanding 
obligations, along with as large 
an Investment as possible in war 
boncia, is a sound protection for 
the future.

Food For 3—Day Furlough
A serviceman on leave or fur- 

furlough of at least 3 days here­
after will be provided with a 
complete application form for 
obtaining rationed food before 
he leaves camp. He will give the 
application to the person who 
provides his meals, who wUl sub­
mit it to the local board for food 
certificates within fifteen days 
after the furlough ends.

Further Cheese Rationing
To conserve supplies of milk, 

rationing will be extended to in­
clude all cheeses and cheese pro- 
ducU, except cottage, bakers, 
and pot cheese, the War Food 
Administration and OPA have 
announced. All hard cheeses and 
most cheese foods have been 
rationed since March 29. Early 
In June soft perUhable cheeses 
such as cream cheese, neufehat- 
el. camembert. Ilederkrantz. 
brie, and blue cheese are to be 
added to the ration list.

Women .Must Work 
By December. 1943, one-third 

the female population of 
working age-17,4 million wo­
men—will be required for the 
civilian labor force and the 
armed forces, said WMC Chair­
man Paul V. McNutt. At least 2 
mUlion women must be added 
to the labor force in 1943.
