The quarterly interest on the 41 per cent 
loan falls due at the Treasury the 1st of 
September next.

The 
first installment required to be paid con 
sists of one-fourth of the purchase price of 
the lands and does not include accrued in­
terest.

The Egyptians mummied all sorts of 
sacred brutes, including bulls, cats and 
crocodiles. If Englishmen should over 
take to embalming beasts I am sure that, 
notwithstanding the national nam e and 
place which roast beef i.olds in English 
song and stoiy, they would pass by the 
hull and swathe the defunct horse in 
muslin and sniecs. For if the horse In* 
not a god in England at least the cult of 
the horse is a sort of religion. There 
are tens of thousands of English gentle­
men! who have horses on tlieir minds 
during the greater part of their waking 
hours. The condition of the animal; 
their grooming; the cut of tlieir tails and 
manes; the way in which they stand, or 
step, or stride ; the fashion of tlieir har­
ness; the build, the  look, the dress of 
oachman and groom—these are matters 

to them  of deep concern, of uneasy anx­
iety. And th is is so not once a year, or 
once a quarter, or mice a m onth, hut 
every day and two or three times a day; 
every time, indeed, that they ride or 
Irive. Nor do I mean only those who 
are called “horsey” men, gentlemen 
drivers of mail coaches and the like, who 
are grooms in everything except taking 
wages, and some of whom, I was told, 
will carry their coachmanship so far as 
to fake a “tip.” Apart from these then 
is a  very large class to whom the perfec­
tion in the minutest point of their eques­
trian “turnout” is a question o fthe  major 
morals. W hen one of this class feels 
sure that liis horse, liis “trap” and groom 
will hear the criticism of liis friends and 
rivals, the ineffable air of solemn 
self-sufficiency with which he sits the 
saddle or the box is at once amusing and 
pitiable. These men criticise each other’s 
equipages ns women criticise each other’s 
dress, as pedants criticise each other’s 
scholarship. Indeed, in England there 
is a pedantry of the stable.

The 
lirst installment required to be paid con­
sists of one-fourth of tlie purchase price of 
the lands and does not include accrued in­
terest.

nANCOCK AND GARFIELD.

A SAPPER AND MINER.
T h e  H a b its  o r  T h e  M ole—H ow  H e U oes 

H is W o rk .
Harper’s Weekly.

“Well said, old mole I Oans’t work i’ 
the earth ho fast? A worthy pioneer!”

So says Hamlet to his father’s ghost—a 
rema -k which points to the fact that 
Shakspeare was no mean observer of na­
ture. As to the rapid working of the 
working of the little animal he named, if 
any enthusiast will take a spade and 
start fairly against a mole to try and dig 
ir out,he will throw down the implement 
at the end of live minutes and confess 
himself thoroughly beaten; for almost 
in a twinkling the little fel ow has bur: 
ied himself: and the effort to dig himself 
out will he a rain one, so rapidly can he 
bore, and tunnel through ordinary, mod­
erately soft soil.

It may he taken for granted that there 
are many hundreds of thousands of i>eo» 
pie who have never seen, and never may 
see this little animated subsoil plow and 
drainer, who, if allowed to follow the 
bent of their inclinations, will complete­
ly undermine a field, running through it 
a series of veins and arteries, opening 
the one into the other—making, hund­
reds of yards subterranean passages, just 
large enough to admit his body, and de­
positing the soil taken out of the tunnels 
in tiie neatest of little, soft, crumbly 
heaps on the surface of the grass.

Fields or gardens so treated are genor» 
ally beside a wood, and out of this the 
mole—or, as the learned call it, Palpa 
euroooea—starts on his hunting trips,liis 
hunting grounds being subterranean.

Here is the little fellow, just caught in 
a noose hy an ingenious arrangement 
placed in his burrow, and the first feel­
ing is one of amasement that such a lit­
tle, round, soft, shajieless creature could 
perform so much work. For we have 
here what looks to he a little, round,sau­
sage-shaped bag some five or six inches 
long, made of the most delicat black silk 
velvet, the pile, which lies smooth in 
any direction, being sosoft and fine that 
beside it velvet plush is a coarse and 
barbarous production. Our little defunct 
nuisance seems to have no shui>c beyond 
being round and long. One end comes 
to a |siint, and on examination you find 
that it is flattened at the extremity, be­
ing, in fact, an exact pig-like snout; and 
attheother rounded end there is a tail 
like an elongated camel’s hair pencil. 
There is no shape of head, no trace of 
shoulder or hip. Even (lie eyes are in­
visible, being completely covered by the 
velvety pile; and but for the legs it would 
be hard to tell that it was an animal at 
all. The legs: it should he feet, for the 
legs arc almost entirely within the skin 
while the feet are wonderfully developed, 
especially those in the anterior part of 
the body. The ordinary illustrations of 
our natural histories give a very accu 
rate idea of the fore-fttot, or hand of the 
mole, which is almost circular and of 
enormous strength. It is covered with a 
very tough skin, and its claws are solidi­
ty itself.

On examining these implements—for 
such they really are—the surprise at the 
mole’s power of locomotion, and sapping 
and mining process, ceares at once, for 
they are wonders of construction; and 
models of perfection. Set in motion by 
exceedingly powerful muscle-*, it is seen 
that they are not placed, like the fore­
legs of an ordinary animal, witli a palm 
Hat ii|K>n the earth, hut edgewise, and 
somewhat like the foremost tins of a fish, 
and they play on tiie earth in a similar 
maimer, making, of course, some allow­
ance for the denser medium. With these 
claw-armed Imudstlie mole tears through 
the soil and easts it hack to where its 
hind feet—which are about a third of 
the size and strength—continue the task, 
and kick tiie loosened earth up to the 
surface.

Here, in this orchard, is a favorable 
place for the workings of the mole—at 
least so much as you are likely to see. 
Take yonr stand with me here, and be 
perfecMy silent, or our labor will he in 
vain. You see nothing? Indeed ! Watch 
that spot a couple of yards away. Can 
you not see about a tablespoonful of 
eartli lying on the surface like so much 
exceedingly coarse brown sugar? Yes, 
you can see that; and now. on watching 
it carefully, you see that it is in motion— 
that it isgrowing, in fact, for there might 
tie a volcanic disturbance going on below 
there ti|>on a mi mm tore scale, and this 
might be an eruption of fine disintegrat­
ed earth.

See how it comes to the surface, more 
and more welling up, so to Hpeak, like 
water out of a spring. We know what

Gen. Hancock is a man of correct,

With Gen. Hancock President the 
country would enjoy that substantial 
practical, desirable reform in the civil 
service which naturally comes from hav­
ing a pure, robust, upright man, intoler­
ant of dishonesty and of negligence, at 
the head of affairs. We should have 
what is attainable of civil service reform 
in substance, in place of so much senti­
mental twaddle, .without performance, 
on that subject, as we have now.

In these respects Gen. Garfield is the 
very opposite of Gen. Hancock. His 
training is that of the mere party politi- 
cia». By instinct and habit lie is a dem­
agogue. His strength consists mainly in 
the adroit practice of tiie arts
of tiie partisan. For money
he betrayed his trust as a member of the 
National Legislature; for office lie basely 
betrayed his confiding friend in the Chi­
cago Convention. If elected he would 
environ himself with low and venal 
characters like Itichard Harrington, who 
is one of his prominent and most ardent 
supporters. With a man for President 
who lias once dishonorably put money 
in bis purse, what sort of characters may 
we expect to see in subordinate places?

Let the thoughtful, intelligent, con­
scientious, patriotic voters of the United 
States consider these great diirerences 
between Hancock and Garfield.

A SAPPER AND MINER.
T h e  H a b its  o f  T h e  M ole—H ow  l l e  U oes 

I l ls  W o rk .

“Well said, old mole! Cans’t work i’ 
the earth so fast? A worthy pioneer!”

So says Hamlet to his father’s ghost—a 
renm'k which points to the fact that 
Slmkspeare was no mean observer of na­
ture. As to the rapid working of the 
working of the little animal lie named, if 
any enthusiast will take a spade and 
start fairly against a mole to try and dig 
ir out, lie will throw down the implement 
at the end of live minutes and confess 
himself thoroughly beaten; for almost 
in a twinkling the little fel ow has bur 
ied himself: and the effort to dig himself 
out will he a vain one, so rapidly can lie 
bore, and tunnel through ordinary, mod­
erately soft soil.

It may lie taken for granted that there 
are many hundreds of thousands of j>eo- 
ple who have never seen, and never may 
Hee this little animated subsoil plow and 
drainer, who, if allowed to follow the 
bent of their inclinations, will complete­
ly undermine a field, running through it 
a series of veins and arteries, o|icning 
the one into the other—making, hund­
reds of yards subterranean passages, just 
large enough to admit liisbody.and de­
positing the soil taken out of the tunnels 
m tiie neatest of little, soft, crumbly 
heaps on the surface of the grass.

Fields or gardens so treated are goner* 
ally beside a wood, and out of this the 
mole—or, as the learned call it, Palpa 
euroooea—starts on his limiting trips,liis 
hunting grounds being subterranean.

Here is the little fellow, just caught in 
a noose by an ingenious arrangement 
placed in lus burrow, and the first feel­
ing is one of amazement that such a lit­
tle, round, soft, sliajieless creature could 
perform so much work. For we have 
here what looks to he a little, round,sau­
sage-shaped bag some five or six inches 
long, made of the most delicat black silk 
velvet, the pile, which lies smooth in 
any direction, being sosoft and fine that 
beside it velvet plush is a coarse and 
barbarous production. Our little defunct 
nuisance seems to have no sha|>e beyond 
being round and long. One end comes 
to a point, and on examination you find 
that it is flattened at the extremity, be­
ing, in fact, an exact pig-like snout; and 
at the other rounded end there is a tail 
like an elongated camel’s hair pencil. 
There is no shape of head, no trace of 
shoulder or hip. Even the eyes are in­
visible, being completely covered hv the 
velvety pile; and hut for the legs it would 
be bar'd to tell that it was an animal at 
all. The legs: it should he feet, for the 
legs arc almost entirely within the skin 
whilethc feet are wonderfully developed, 
especially those in the anterior part of 
the Isxly. The ordinary illustrations of 
our natural histories give a very aeon 
rate idea of the fore-f«>ot, or hand of the 
mole, which is almost circular and of 
enormous strength. It is covered with a 
very tough skin, and its claws are solidi­
ty itself.

On examining these implements—for 
such they really are—thesurpri.se at the 
mole’s power of locomotion, ami sapping 
and mining process, ceares at once, for 
they are wonders of construction; and 
models of perfection. Set in motion liy 
exceedingly powerful muscle-1, it is seen 
that they are not placed, like flic fore­
legs of an ordinary animal, with a palm 
flat upon the earth, hut edgewise, and 
somewhat like the foremost tins of a fish, 
mid they play on the earth in a similar 
manner, making, of course, some allow­
ance for the denser medium. With these 
claw-armed hondstlie mole tears through 
the so il and easts it back to where its 
hind feet—which are about a third of 
the si7.e and strength—continue the tusk, 
and kick the loosened earth up to the 
surface.

Here, in this orchard, is a favorable 
place for the workings of the mole—at 
least so much us you are likely to see. 
Take your stand with me here, and be 
perfectly silent, or our labor will he in 
vain. You see nothing? Indeed I Watch 
that spot a couple of yards away. Can 
you not see about a tahlespoonful of 
earth lying on the surface like so much 
exceedingly coarse brown sugar? Yes, 
you can see that; and now, on watching 
it carefully, you see that it is in motion— 
that it is growing, in fact, for there might 
he a volcanic disturbance going on below 
there u|>on a minaeture scale, ami this 
might be an eruption of fine disintegrat­
ed earth.

See how it comes to the surface, more 
and more welling up, so to speak, like 
water out of a spring. We know what 
is doing it—a mole; but no sign of the 
little sapper is manifested to our sight.

Look ! there he goes—or, rather, there 
gees tiis work—-just beneath the surface 
and so close that the soil is slightly raised 
though held togetVer by the strands of 
grass and fibres of the trees. It is so 
close to the surface because a little lower 
down the alluvial soil ceases, and hard 
gravelly stone begins, such as would 
wear out the tough, strong claws of even 
a mole. To avoid this, then, and its 

• harsh; jagged stones, the mole keeps at 
times so close to the surface that he can 
almost be seen to work. We trace him 
then, and see that at. every few yaids 
hillocks are thrown up, which keep in­
creasing in size as the little animal toils 
on.

Nowjust stamp with your foot. The 
earth carries the concussion to where the 
busy little creature is at work, and the 
loose soil ceases to rise. He is gone.

You ask where? Oh! down one or oth 
prof the old channels that have been 
made at former times, perlm|is by the 
one in question, perhaps by some of his 
relatives: and while we are looking at 
the traces of the new workings, the little 
sap|>er may have retreated bark into the 
wood,or gone forward right across the 
garden and into the field forty or fifty 
yards away, which yon can see is dotted 
over with mole-hills.

Gen. Hancock would never knowingly 
appoint a dishonest man to office; and if 
by mistake he should appoint such a 
man, lie would be prompt and decided 
in rectifying the mistake by an uncere­
monious removal as soon as it was dis­
covered.

With Gen. Hancock President the 
country would enjoy that substantial 
practical, desirable reform in the civil 
service which naturally comes from hav­
ing a pure, robust, upright man, intoler­
ant of dishonesty-and of negligence, at 
the head of affairs. We should have 
what is attainable of civil service reform 
in substance, in place of so much senti­
mental twaddle, .without performance, 
on that subject, as we have now.

In these respects Gen. Garfield is the 
very opposite of Gen. Hancock. His 
training is that of the mere party politi­
cian. By instinct and habit he is a dem­
agogue. His strength consists mainly in 
the adroit practice -of the arts
of the partisan. For money
lie betrayed his trust as a member of the 
National Legislature ; for office he basely 
betrayed his confiding friend in the Chi­
cago Convention. It elected he would 
environ himself with low and venal 
characters like Richard Harrington, who 
is one of his prominent and most ardent 
supporters. With a man for President 
who lias once dishonorably put money 
in his purse, what sort of characters may 
we expect to see in subordinate places?

Let the thoughtful, intelligent, con­
scientious, patriotic voters of the United 
States consider these great differences 
between Hancock and Garfield.
