\ “During the 1870’s when buff-
alo wandered at will over the
Santa Fe tracks and frequently
prairies were blocked by the
immense herds, the ralilroad
took advantage of the oppor-
tunity to schedule hunting-trip
trains. “Sportsmen” shot buffalo
from the windows and hunters
slaughtered them ruthlessly.

The careless disposal of lighted cigarettes and
matches is the pl‘ln(lpdl cause of all fires, says State
Fire Insurance Commissioner Marvin Hall. He estim-
ates that about 120,000 fires last vear were from this
cause alone.

Hall urges that every Texan accept as his indivi-
lual responsibility adoption of fire prevention at home
and at work, not only during Fire Prevention Week,
October 5 through 11, but throughout this year. Only
then, he says, can we realize some of our dreams

through saving from unnecessary and preventable
fires.

NEW FIFTH COLUMN

A carefully prepared speech bristling with per-
tinent statistics was delivered by Cong. Ed Gossett
of Texas, July 2nd, in the House, entitled “New Fifth
Column or the Refugee Racket.” Copies for general |
thstribution contain the statement “Not Printed atl
Government Expense.”

Congressman Gossett points out that we have rea-
son fo be “proud of the strong immigrant blood that
went into the building of this country,” but adds that
“the blood now offercd means weakness and pollu-
tien.” Today, he says, there are no jobs to fill, adding
that not only have times and conditions changed, “but
80 have the immigrants.” Of the immigrants that came
here last vear, not over 1 per cent went to farms and
at least 95 per cent settled in overcrowded cities.

Following World War 1 Congress passed carefully
throught-out immigration laws which aimed to protect
American nstitutions and American standards of
living and these laws were liberal. These laws, he
holds, should he strengthened rather than weakened.
From Europe generally, these quotas permit the entry
of about 154,000 persons a yvear. These laws impose no
guotas whatsoever on countries of the Western Hem-
isphere. Even from quota countries, many persons
above and beyond the 154,000 a year are admitted,
such as wives and minor children of American citizens,
clergymen, professors and certain classes of merchant
seamen. In addition, we allowed to come in some 100,-
000 war brides and naturalized 110,000 aliens serving
in the armed Forces of the U. S. A. Besides the fore-
going considerafions, inequities in the laws were
removed.

In 1920, one out of every five persons of voting
age in this country was a foreigner. In a number of
cities in the Northeast the ration of foreign-born to
native-born is about 1 to 3. Says Congressman Gos-
sett: “No other nation in the world has so large a
percentage of foreign-born folks.”
