897 hogs that weiihed 1,847,279 
pounds were sold for $504,464; 
sheep brought In $106.461 and 
dairy cattle $32.468 while poul- 
ery and egg sales totaled $241,- 
141.

A No However, the record of 
the Service Departments gen­
erally wlU be accepted In de­
termining Une-of-duty status of 
diseases and Injuries, unless 
considerations and legal pre­
sumptions of the various laws 
warrant a different finding.

Q. Does the age of World War 
I and World War II veterans 
affect the amount of compen­
sation or pension paid to them?

A. Compensation is not af­
fected but pension for nonser­
vice-connected permanent, to­
tal disability is increased upon 
reaching age 65.

Q. I have completed my Job­
training course and find that I 
stUl have entitlement time left 
under the educational provislona 
of the G-I BUI. WUl I be per­
mitted to go to another school 
for the remainder of my en­
titlement?

A If you have entitlement 
time left, you may use the re­
mainder either for Job training 
or for educational training with 
Veterans Administration prior 
approval.

The mill Is gone, the rousing  ̂
saloon fights are no more, but 
Williams Ranch still lives In the 
memory of citizens of Mills, 
Brown, Lampasas, Comanche 
Hamilton and San Saba coun­
ties. A few decendants of the 
original settlers still live In the' 
community, and there are few 
of the old timers left. Church 

I services In the summer are held 
: In a brush tabernacle on the 
I original townslte. 
j William Williams, from some­
where back east, surveyed a 
section of land around the 
spring and settled there before 
1855. Indian disorders drove him 
back to more civilized country. 
After him came another family 
of Williams, led by old John 
Williams, and his brother. Bill. 
They took over the section of 
land, and naturally the name of 
the surveyed tract clung.
Town Grew Tp Around Spring

John Williams did not mean to 
settle permanently In the West, 
but he could not leave after he 
found the springs on Herd Pen 
Branch. 'The great spring Is 
made up of about a half dozen 
springs that never go dry. It 
wa.s a regular watering place on 
the Chisholm Trail. John, with 
four half-grown sons, built his 
home at the springs and gradu­
ally the town grew up around 
him. The Williams grew and 
multiplied, and now literally 
dozens of gravestones In the 
cemetery carry their names.

TTie first hotel at the Ranch 
was a double log cabin put up 
by a man named Parks, who 
came from San Saba. He built 
It as a home but let travelers 
stop with him. TTien Captain 
A. A. Hutchinson, who came 
from Florida, built a hotel and 
named It “The Florida.” But 
the cowboys called It the Hutch 
Hotel, and so It is remembered 
today. ,

The Hutch Hotel had the 
first telegraph office established 
between Austin and Fort Con­
cho. The line was run in 1876 
and nine-year-old Hallie Hutch­
inson became the telegraph op­
erator and the only person who 
could send messages. The tele­
phone line at the Ranch was 
said to be at one time the long­
est line In the United States. 
One phone served the whole 
community, and It was located 
In the* back room of Clements' 
Store.

The people around the Ranch 
were called ranchers or stocc 
farmers, and all had a little 
land In cultivation. For religion 
they had camp meetings, and 
lor amusement they had. be­
sides the Saturday night sprees 
when the cowrboys came to town, 
barbecues and dances. Word of 
a gathering was spread over the 
community, a fat steer was kill­
ed. and for miles around men 
and women came by horseback 
and wagon to dance all night. 
After the mobs rose, these gath­
erings were abandoned as too 
dangerous.

Tells of Last Indian Raid
Few Indian raids molested the 

Inhabitants, for shortly after 
John Williams settled there the 
frontier was puslied back to 
Port Concho. Ben White of Mul- 
lln, now in his eighties, who 
lived at the Ranch for twenty 
years before the railroad came, 
tells of the last raid, which oc- 
cured In the seventies.

FXIRT WORTH. March 10 
Good poiture and spinal hygiene 
are factors which lead to a 
healthy body. Dr. James W 
Parker, president-elect of the 
Committee for Chiropractic -Ed- 
ncatlon. -iaid today.

Certain precautions can be 
taktn to keep the spinal column 
is », .straieht position and here 
are five suggestions for proper 
sleeping facilities, sitting posi­
tions and walking up stairs:

1. When lying on a couch,
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with head on armpiece. proper 
u^e of a cushion should be made 
to support the spine Ai-tween 
the head and hips.

2 Mattresses should have ex­
tra .<iprings In center to hold 
heavier parts of the body In 
erect position while sleeping.

j Proper seat adjustment to 
pirmlt erectness of spine is 
made possible by placing hips 
well ba(k in seat and holding 
.sbolders back. Slochlng causes 
lower back pain, and many times 
is the cause of various aches 
and pains in the groins and 
legs.

4 Climbing stairs should be 
accomplished by placing most

Pellagra, although not a com­
municable disease, Is one of 
great concern to public health 
officials in Texas and other 
southern states. The disease is 
caused by the lack of certain 
essential foods, and as it comes 
on slowly. It may not be reeo- 
nized until the victim begliv to 
have the more serious sympuw.s 
such as acre mouth, stomach 
trouble, and reddening and scal­
ing of the skin.

“When these symptoms ap­
pear, the disease has been pre­
sent for some time,” states Dr. 
Oeo. W. Cox. State Health Off­
icer. “The longer an individual 
has piellagro the harder it Is to 
cure. It is advisable, therefore, 
to watch for the early s\i»p- 
toms such as nervousness, indi­
gestion. and burning of Uie 
hands and feet, and if these 
symptoms appear, trea'.ment 
should Instituted at once. In its 
advanced stages pellagra may 
become so severe as to not only 
cause physical suffering but 
seriously affect the mind."

Pellagra is not contagious and 
it can be prevented entirely by 
including the right kinds of 
foods in the daily diet. These 
essential foods are milk, fresh 
meat, whole wheat products, 
brewer’s yeast, and salmon, as 
well as tomatoes and other 
fresh fruits and vegetables. In­
cluding these foods in the daily 
diet will prevent pellagra, and 
as in the case of any disease, it 
Is much better to prevent it 
than to cure U.
