We are not a republic any 
more. Yet with such a Supreme 
Court ruling we won’t be In the 
Union either, for the decision 
will annul the treaty In its most 
Important part, lor otherwise 
Texas would never have agreed 
to become one of the 48 states. 
In effect, the Supreme Court 
will be telling Texas to secede 
whether we want to or not.

The proposed suit Is more 
Impostant than merely state 
rights, or keeping of the binding 
contract betwee* the United 
States and Texas, for with these 
tldelands taken over by the 
federal government, the public 
school systam of this state will 
lose millions of dollars annually, 
now being received as royalties 
In oil production.

While there are two bills In 
Congress to retain tldelands for 
the various states, these are 
apart from the proposed suit by 
the Attorney Oeneral, and even 
should the bills pass, the Presi­
dent Is likely to veto them, as 
done previously.

Pecan growers this Is the time 
to combat those pesky charac­
ters, the “Pecan Case Bearers’ ’ 
’The question Is. when do we 
spray for best control? There 
are two methods used to deter­
mine the best time. First, the 
old method Is to watch the 
bloom or shuck on the end of 
the small new pecan. When it 
starts to turn brown, start 
spraying ’The second and surest 
method Is to find the small 
whit* egg clusters which are 
deposited by the moths ’These 
small white eggs will be found 
Just back of the small new pé­
caris, on the stems coming from 
main branches and on the outer 
end of main branches. When 
these are found pinch off 
branch <contalnlng eggs, put 
them In a fruit Jar. Watch dally 
for them to hatch, when they 
do hatch start spraying Immer- 
lately

The question now Is, what do 
we spray with? To control the

cstoe bearers use 3 to 4 pounds 
of 50% wettable D. D. T. per 
100 gallons of water. Use a spray 
force hard enough to drive the 
spray into th* pecan clusters 
and not Just wet.lhe leaves. Ac­
cording to recconMndatlons one 
spray at the right time Is suf­
ficient to get the Job done, but 
if you wish you may follow up 
If and when another hatch of 
case bearers happen to come 
along.

I f ‘you want to you can con- 
trc4 the pecan case bearers, pe­
can rosette and paean red mite 
in one spraying by using the 
following formula:

3 pounds of 50% wettable D 
D. T.; 6 pounds of wettable sul­
phur; 2 pounds of 26% zinc 
sulphate; 100 gallons of water.

‘Hie D. D. T. controls the case 
bearer if  uled at the correct 
time The sulphur* controls the 
red mite. 'The zinc sulphate con- I 
trols the-pecan rosette. !

TEXANS GIVING 
FOR CANCER 
CONTROL WORK

Houston—Texans are contri­
buting $268,200 to cancer con­
trol work In their own state.

That’s the amount sought lo r 
use In Texas by the Texas Di­
vision of the American Cancer 

' Society, which during April Is 
campaigning for a total of 
$447,000 In the state. The re- 

I malnder 'will go for a national 
1 research program ($111,750) 
and the national education pro­
gram and operational costs 
($67,050).

But 60 per cent of the money 
Texans .Jtre asked to pve will be 
used for Information centers 
and cancer clinics In Texas, ac­
cording to former governor W. 
P Hobby, state chairman for the 
fund ditve.

Nine tumor and cancer clinics 
In the state are now being as­
sisted by cancer society funds. 
Others are being opened, and 
very shortly officials expect 
every sectfci of Texas to have 
convenient clinic for the early 
detection and treatment of 
cancer.

In many of these same cities 
Information centers are open— 
in Texarkana and E3 Paso and 
other cities all across the state. 
New ones are being planned 
every month—th «e  all to be 
supported by the April drive.

It ’s all part of a program de­
signed to tell people that many 
cancers can be c\ »d . If caught

now should not wait lor pre­
sent-day research to find a cure, 
but shouud act Immerlately.

So they’re emphasizing the 
fact that cancer can be cured 
with what we now know, and 
there are certain specific dan­
ger signals which often Indicate 
cancer. I f  these are obeyed, 
cancer can be removed by sur­
gery, X-ray, or use of radium, 
and many a life spared.

These Information centers are 
the first part of the cancer 
service paid for In Texas by 
contributions to the society. 
Patients who receive the Infor­
mation and go to their doctors 
for his examination are referr­
ed to cancer clinics for diag­
nosis.

It they are unable to pay for 
theatment then such treatment 
Is arramged for them, and after 
theljr cancer Is removed a Can­
cer Society representative main­
tains contact with him for at 
least five years. And If It Is 
needed, care Is furnished them 
In their own homes.

Mr. Hobby announced that a 
campaign organization has been 
completed In nearly all of the 
state’s 254 counties, and that 
workers are making progress In 
their two-fold plan to raise 
funds and tell the truth about 
cancer at the same time

Prominent businessmen, club 
women, civic workers, and pro­
fessional men are county chair­
men throughout the state. Local 
bankers serve as depositories, 
keeping all funds collected loc­
ally until those funds are turned 
in to the state treasurer

PUBUC SCHOOL 
BUSES ARE DOING 
BIG JOB IN TEXAS

Austin, April 20—Public school 
busses travel Texsui roads a dis­
tance equal to 2,160 trips around 
the world every nine months 
The 6,074 busses which trans­
ported 246.051 pupils traveled a 
distance of 54.000,000 miles dur­
ing the 1946-47 school year.

’That transportation of school 
children is a big business was 
pointed out by crharles H Ten- 

' nyson, public relations, director 
of the'Texas State Teachers As­
sociation.

During the 1946-47 school 
year there were 6.074 busses 
driven by 5,750 men and women 
They were paid approximately 
$3,000,000 for their services.

While 238.821 of the pupils 
are attending school receiving 
suppllmental support from the* 
state In the form of equaliza­
tion funds, 107,230 are In dis­
tricts which receive no addition­
al help from the state. The state 
supplemented tran.sportatlon aid 
last year In the amount of 
$9,702,040, Tennyson .said.

Persons seeing an (Kcaslonal 
yellow bus on the highway, or 
even parents of children trans­
ported to and from school, can 
hardly realize the magnitude of 
the public schools' transporta­
tion system, Tennyson pointed 
out.

A total of 230 of the state’ 
254 counties have school dls 
trlcts which own and operate 
their own school buses, he said 

"The development of the pub­
lic transportation system Is the 
result of the public’s demand 
for better educational facilities 
for their chUdren," Tennyson 
emphasized "Should Texas ever 
get a good rural road system 
our schools will Improve pro­
portionately. Many of our 
schools with their present In­
adequate teaching and physical 
facilities wUl then have modern 
school systems for the young­
sters of the state An Increase 
IB the school bus transporta 
tion system In Texas Is, there 
fore. Inevitable, for each year 
a great many more schools con­
solidate and the development of 
xounty-wlde districts Is becom­
ing more common In Texas. 
The cost of our transportation 
system will of r^cesslty increase 
accordingly. Hundreds of our 
present school busses are both 
inadequate and unsafe, a con­
dition .which we hope to see 
remedied as soon as pxMslble.

G .I . INSURANCE NOW 
ON CURRENT BASIS

Service for Southwestern vet­
erans on their O I Insurance Is 
now on a current basis, D. C. 
Pray, Director of Insurance In 
the Dallas Branch Office of VA 
has Informed the VA Waco 
Regional office.

Elimination of wartime back­
logs together with greatly im­
proved service is prompting 
thousands of vets in this atw^ 
to reinstate lapsed Insurance 
originally issued to most 
persons serving In th« armed 
forces during World War II, 
Pray said.

He revealed that reinstate­
ment of OI policies In the Dallas 
Branch Area (Texas, Louisiana, 
and Mississippi) now amount to 
about 5,000 per month wfth a 
face value of approximately 
$30,000,000 This U the highest 
rate of reinstatement since the 
war ended.

Veterans have until July 31 to 
reinstate lapsed term policies 
under liberal regulations. Pray 
said

"Premiums received by the 
Insurance Service of VA at 
Dallas are now deposited within 
24 hours after they reach our 
Collections Unit, and are nor- 

 ̂mally entered on individual pre­
mium account cards within 48 
hours thereafter,” Pray de- 

j dared.
"Receipts for these premiums I are mailed promptly to veterans,

' and the notice for the next pre- 
' mlum due is Issued at least ten 
' days before the first of the fol- 
I dowlng month.”
I The only case presently in- 
< voMng delays In the Dallas Of- 
I flee are for those veterans 
! whose records are In another 
; VA Branch Office, the VA In­
surance Director said.

"In such case,” he explained. 
"We are expediting the transfer 
of records from other sections 
of the nation, and notifying 
veterans concerned that a fin­
al reply to their Insurance In­
quiry will be made as soon as 
the records are received In Dal- | 
las.” i

“ I f  we have the veteran’s re­
cords in Dallas, which Is now the 
case for nearly all ex-service 
people In our three-state area, 
we can give him any kind of 
service he desires with reason­
able promptness.”

Why is it that a mo­
torist v» ho will stop instantly at a policeman’s wam- 
• g  siynal will, a moment later, drive placidly through 
a red li^ht—and possibly straiifht into a serious aĉ ci- 
^ n t ?

Various excuses are offered by motorists caught 
violating traffic control devices, the most common be- 
wg that the driver didn't notice the light, or that he 
was going t(M> fast to stop when it turned red. Actu­
ally, if the truth were admitted, the big difference 
was that, he was afraid of the traffic policeman but 
wot afraid of the red light.

Fear is a powerful deterrent. But is it possible that 
wuch energy is being wasted running away from the 
wrong bogey? Are some motorists perhaps more 
afraid of being arrested for a safety violation than of 
THiiating their own safety?

If that is the case, they are misinterpreting the 
■very reason for law enforcement and it is high time 
to take a different view of traffic policemen and high­
way patrolmen. If sometimes it appears that these 
guardians of safety enjoy bawling out traffic law­
breakers. possible’ it is because they much prefer it 
to picking them up in a basket after a fatal accident. 
Motorists should prefer that. too.

Traffic control devices are the outposts of the law. 
tliey cannot prevent motorists from killing them- 

they can only try. Every motorist will find

The facU about polio w o j 
these: It attacks so few people 
that 20 cases per 100,000 popu­
lation Is considered an epidemic.
Half of those who get the dl*- 
ease recover without crippling;, 
another fourth, with good care, 
recover with only slight crip­
pling. Deformities can be pre­
vented and crippling lessened in 
many caa^  by prompt, com­
plete and sometimes prolonged, 
medical care

Even though these encourag­
ing facts have been established,, 
still with polio as with any oth -,
er disease prevention is better j “ '^^** '̂’***°^ enter Jobjraln- 
thanxure. Summer is the chlet, 
danger period, and to avoid the 
risk of dontractlng this disease.
It Is well to observe the follow-'
Ing health suggestions, especial­
ly with regard to children: prac­
tice aboolutc cleanliness in per­
sonal, home and community 
life; try not to mingle with 
crowds; don't get over-tired 
since extreme fatigue lowers re- 
slstence; a v o i d  chilling by;
