The ten amendments, the 
greatest number ever to be pro­
posed by the Legislature In a 
single session, will become ef­
fective only If approved by the 
voter.' in a special election 
November 8.

2 To make women eligible 
to serve on Juries.

4 To raise pay of legislators 
to $3.6G0 per year, and to re­
quire the Legislature to meet 
annually.

6. To authorize civil service 
system.' foi county employees In 
countlei of ovei 75.000 popula­
tion.

proof of the power of Ignorance | 
and carelessness to spread di­
sease than Is shown by the con­
tinued ravages of tuberculosis, 
which Is responsible for more 
deaths between the ages of fif­
teen and forty-five than any 
other dlseasa.

Despite the knowledge of Its 
cause, spread, and curative pro­
cedures, tuberculosis continues 
to be a grave public health 
problem, and today it holds fifth 
place among the killing diseases, 
In this State. This fact exists 
even though the majority of tu- ■ 
berculosls patients could have; 
their condition arrested. If It 
were recognized early and! 
proper treatment applied.

These facts are disclosed by 
Dr. Geo. W. Cox. State Health 
Gffleer, who says, "treatment of 
the early recognized case Is es­
sential to recovery. It Is of equal 
importance, from a public 
health viewpoint, that the 
spread of this devastating Infec­
tion be prevented. A more wide­
spread appreciation of this fact 
would result in the saving of 
thousands of lives."

The State Health Gfflcei 
added: “When a diagnosis cf 
active tuberculosis has been 
made, examination of all other 
members of the family shou<d 
follow as a matter of course. Tu­
berculosis runs in families, not 
because of any special suscepti­
bility, but because It is commu­
nicable and easily transmitted 
from one member of the family 
to others.”

To reduce the number of 
deaths caused by tuberculosis 
Dr. Cox urges periodic exami­
nations of all adulU, including 
chest X-rays; frequent check­
ups by physicians where active 
cases and their contacts are 
known; Isolation or hospitaliza­
tion of active tuberculosis cases, 
and a more Intelligent applica­
tion of hygienic living princi­
ple.-.

Inflation has now inflated the cost o f a fire, reports 
.Marvin Hall. .State Fire Insurance Commissioner.

In June the number of insured fires in Texas hit 
an all-year low, but dollar losses amounted to the 
third greatest figure of 194S. I.ast month 431 fires 
causeil a lo'S of :?1.0.">0.000, as compiled from reports 
of fire mar>hals over the state.

-Mav records Nhowed that 140 fires caused a loss of 
.S^2.3.000, and in April it took 672 fires to cause a loss 
of .<1,1.')2.(MI0.

However. Hall was encouraged by the fact that 
.lune figures did not represent a step in a trend and 
has hopes that dollar loss figures will also go down 
next month.

He did add. “ actually fire costs today arc inflated 
O'er those of a number of years ago because the 
things such as houses, clothes. DmkI and automobiles, 
that we burn up now, co-t much more than they did 
then."

The greate-t dollar loss in June was caused by de- 
fedlve elfH-tricity and was .S315.000 from 51 fire.s. 
Second, was electric fans, ventilators and air condi­
tioners with a loss of $103.(MM) in 4 blazes, followed by 
matches and cigarettes with $61,0iM) lost in 84 fires.

Sparks from combustion and machiner}’ caused 
the fourth greatest loss o f $36,(M)0 in 6 alarms; hot 
water heaters. $24,(M)0, 13 fires; gas stoves, $20,000, 
17 fires; electric refrigerators, $19,000, 15 blazes.

Causes of fires which were high in number but 
lu.v in dollar loss wece 3't fires from exposure; 18 from 
kerosene; 17, trash and nibbish; 15 each from lightn­
ing and smoking in bed. Each o f these classifications 
caused a dollar loss o f less than $15,500.
