W A SH IN G T O N .
The House Committee on Elections on 

the 13th instructed Representative Manning 
to suluuit to the House the Washhurn- 
Uonnelly case m behu If of the committee, 
and recommend the adoption of the follow­
ing resolutions:

First, That William I), Washburn is not 
entitled to his seut, for reasons submitted 
and which are embodied in the majority 
report already published; and 8 ocon I, That 
Ignatius Donnelly is not entitled to a seat 
in tlie House from tlie- Third Minnesota 
District for reasons embodied in the minor­
ity report, also published-----The receipts
from tobacco tux for the first six months of 
present tiseal year, compared with eorres 
minding (icriod of last tiseal year in all dls 
tricts which returned $30,000 ami upwards 
during last fiscal year, show a total increase
of $770,700----At the Cabinet session on the
13th the question us to whether or not the 
perpetrators of the outrage on Deputy Col­
lector Stewart* and family in Fannin County 
fli'orgiu. were amenable to the United States 
laws, was the subject of discussion, and was 
finally re erred to the Attorney (ienrrul lor
ids opinion-----The Secretary informed tiie
Cabinet that deli. Miles who is now in the 
city, reported tile Sioux Indians desirous of 
surrendering themselves to the Government 
as comparative!) few, audit is not untiei 
puted that there will be any more Indians 
surrender than can be properly fed. Those 
that present themselves w ill lie received as 
prisoners of war and vali d for accordingly.

In tiie session of the Ways and Means 
Committee ot llic House on tiie lath lieore- 
sentative Tucker made a motion to place 
duty on all hoop, scroll and bund Iron at 
35 per vent, ad valorem. The vote resulted 
veus, Tucker. Mills, Carlisle. Morrison, 
Felton and Wood —six. Nays, liarlicld. 
Kelley, i’hclps. Frye. Dunncll and Conger- 
six. The understanding is Representative 
(iihsoniipun return to the city will be al­
lowed a vote upon the proposition. A 
resolution was then offered udop ed that 
several matters now (lending helore this 
committee relating to the taritf upon im­
ported goods and ail other matters pertain­
ing to tariff be referred and to select a com­
mittee of live members with instructions to 
report to this committee in whole or in 
puit at its meeting Thursday next. The 
Chairman appointed as committee Carlisle, 
Tucker, Mills, Garfield ami Dunnell.

Defore the exodus investigating com­
mittee on the lfitli Dr. F. M. Stringheld, 
of i'opeku, Kansas, testified that the Kansas 
Freedman’s Relief Association was man­
aged and coutrol'od from the very start by 
Republican officeholders and politicians 
and that Gov. St. John’s interest in it was 
owing to to tiie fact that if tiie white im— 
migrfition to tiie State, which was largely 
ann-Kcpublican, was not checked or neutral­
ize! by negro immigrants his chance for 
re-election would he very slim-----The Sec­
retary of the Treasury received from New 
York on the llith a package containing 
til,000 and marked ‘Tnvoine tux.’’ It lias 
gone to tiie conscience fund---- Tiie Secre­
tary oftke Treasury lias decided to resume 
coinage at tiie Fatted States mint at Carson 
May 1st. sufficient bullion having been 
accumulated —The House Committee on 
Public Buildings and Grounds agreed to 
report a hill making appropriations for pub­
lic buildings at T.eavemv .rib not to exceed 
the cost of $100,000.

Democratic members ot the Senate Com­
mittee on the subject ol counting electoral 
votes, held a long private meeting on the 
17. and substantially decided to recommend 
CoiigteM to adopt a l.e.v |»oint rule provid­
ing that incase o ily one certificate of the 
electoral vote of a State be presented to 
Congress, it shall not be rejected except bv 
an affirmative vote of the two Houses, anil 
that hi case of dual returns neither sliull be 
counted unless the two Houses agree one of 
them is a time and valid 'return. The 
pro(K)sition is substantially the same as 
that offered by Senator Morton in the 
Forty-fourth Congress, and adopted bv the 
Senate in tiie form of a bill, wnich howev­
er, failed to receive final action in that body 
in consequence of Thurman having entered 
a motion to reconsider its passage. The 
former 22d point rule on the subject re­
quired every electoral vote to be rejected to 
ivliicli any objection was sustained by 
either House-----Sometime ago a man ob­
tained nnmbeis ol some United States 
bonds held bv ail acquaintance, und to 
raise money' (on them! concocted a story to 
tne effect that the original owner was dead; 
that previous to Ins death lie gave the 
bond# to a brother, who ombarkeiij for Eu- 
rojie on board a vessel which went down 
With all on board. This story was related 
to Treasury officers, where lie #p(iear6d with 
letters of administration, and the bonds 
were duplicated reissued, and at once re­
deemed. Now the original bonds tinve 
l>eeii presented for redemption, and an 
investigation showed the presumed admin­
istrator to be an impostor, the signatures 
on Ids papers forgeries, and the bonds had 
never been on shipboard, having been held 
by an old gentleman, who didn’t need any 
money, lienee refrained from presenting 
them lor redemption. The bonds will have 
to be redeemed again and the Treasury 
Department is in doubt if a s|M*cial appro­
priation will be needed.

now represented, and had been the Colonel 
of a regiment ill which he bud served, and 
it was therefore, a matter of peculiar inter­
est to him that the bill should be passed.

Without de­
bate the bill was passed, us also the bill to 
equip an expedition to the Arctic Seas. The 
morning nour was then dispensed with ami 
the House went into Committee of the
Whole on tiie Indian appropriation b ill----
Mr. Ryan (Kas.) submitted un amendment 
providing that all bids for provisions for 
Indians and tor transportation of the game 
shall be opened and the contracts awarded 
at some suitable place, in the Mississippi
Valley or in the Missouri River Vulley-----
Ponding discussion-, on a point of order, the 
committee rose und tho House took a recess 
until Tm’ctoek this evening, the session to 
be for the consideration of bills re(iorted 
from tne Committee on Naval Attain.

F r isa y—Considerable miscellaneous busi­
ness was disposed of—— The Senate bill re­
moving the political disabilities of Roger
A. Pryor was passed-----Mr. Cox, Chairman
Committee on Foreign Affairs, re(>orted a 
resolution requesting the President to take 
steps to abrogate the Clayton Bulwer treaty. 
He reported it for printing and recommittal, 
lie said, as the committee hail taken no 
definitive action upon it. The resolution
was ordered printed and recommitted-----
Mr. Wilson, from tiie name committee, re­
ported a joint resolution for the disposal o 
the Chinese indemnity lund. Referred to
Committee of the Whole---- The speaker
announced the ap[ioiiitnieiit of Messrs. Car­
lisle, Gibson anil Garfield ns members on 
part of tiie Wavs and Means Committee to 
take into consideration tiie losses of reve­
nue arising from allege 1 evasion of stamp 
taxon cigars ami other articles subject to
excise duty---- The House then went into
Committee of the Whole on Indian appro­
priation bills.

Sati iiday—The morning hour wus dis­
pensed witli and the House went into Com­
mittee of the Whole, Whittbome in the 
chair, on the Indian appropriation bill, the 
ponding question being a (mint of order 
raised bv Haskell against the amendment of 
offered liy Hooker for the transfer ol Indian 
Bureau from the Interior to the War De­
partment---- Alter a short argument by
Mr. Hooker in opposition to the jioiiit of 
order, the Chair delivered his decision as 
follows: “That the amendment w.is ger­
mane and that it retrenched expenditure. 
There was no doubt; but it was clearly 
obnoxious to the point of order that it was 
in substance identical with several bills now 
(lending before the House." He therefore 
sustained the (mint of order and the amend­
ment was not received. The committee 
then arose and reported the bill to the
House----A bill was passed providing for
the reappointment ol members of the Leg­
islatures of the Territories of Montana,
Idaho anil Wyoming----Mr. Calkins in tro
duc-d a bill ainendibg the laws relative to
Internal revenue. Referred-----Mr. O'Neil
suggested that it would facilitate the busi­
ness of the House very much if the speaker 
was allowed to recognize indiviudul mem­
bers who asked unanimous consent to pass 
private bills. There were a number of 
meritorious bills on the private calendar 
which would more easily be disiiosed of by 
unanimous consent [than by bolding night
sessions for tlieir consideration-----The
House rejected the amendment increasing 
the appropriation for i lothing for the Sioux 
Indians from $130,900 to $150,000, by the 
vote of yeas, 84; nays, 104---- The amend­
ment, abolishing the Indian Commissioner 
was agreed to, yeas, 112; nays, 05. Other 
amendments were agreed to without 
discussion and the bill us amended passed, 
the vote being taken by yeas and nays, as 
required by the rules.

SHERMAN AS A CANDIDATE.

W h a t th e  Cold M an's P r o g r a m m e  la a s  I n d i­
c a te d  by  H is  U ttera n ces .
New Orleans Democrat.

Mr. John Sherman delivered what 
may be tegarded ns a carefully prepared 
and thoroughly digested speech, on the 
thirtieth ultimo, at Mansfield, Ohio, in 
which lie took occasion to formally an ­
nounce himself, likeltarkus,as “willin’ ” 
to accept the nomination for the Presi­
dency on tiie Republican ticket. Mr. 
Sherman has lieen so long before the 
public in positions of honor and trust, 
that his merits as a politician have been 
pretty thoroughly canvassed by those 
who take an interest in sncli mntters, 
and we venture the opinion th a t very 
few who have noted, even casually, the 
events of the past few years, will agree 
with him in the statement that his can­
didature has been brought about “by the 
course of recent events, and not by his 
own seeking.” In fact, if  one may be 
permitted under any circumstances to 
employ the slang ot the period, sueli an 
assertion will impress an intelligent pub­
lic as being altogether “too th in” and 
unworthy of belief, even among the 
credulous “marines." Were it necessary 
facts might readily be produced, going to 
show that ever since lie assumed the re- 
sjionsible trust of Secretary’ oflhe Treas­
ury in the Cabinet of President Hayes, 
he lias systematically pursued u course 
of action leading to the inference that he 
was more desirous of advancing his own 
political aims than those of the adm inis­
tration of which he is a prominent mem­
ber. Particularly has this been apparent 
during the past few months, since the 
public mind has begun to lie agitated by 
the  question of Mr. Hayes’ successor, 
and the most undeniable evidence has 
already been brought forward through 
the public press, tending to show that 
the vast influence oftlie financial depart­
ment of the government has been un­
scrupulously invoked in belialf of the 
political nspirations of its chief officer. 
And yet Mr. John Sherman witli the

brazen impudence of a cross roads law­
yer, who has spent many days and 
nights in the preparation of a Fourth of 
July address, appears before an intelli­
gent audience in his own State and in­
tim ates tha t he lias been “suddenly 
waited upon” with a request to become 
a candidate for the most exalted office 
within the gift of the  American people! 
Such demagogury as this may do for the 
back country precincts, where the in­
habitants have not yet learned that the 
rebellion is ended, or, as General Grant 
puts it, “the (last is gone;” but intelligent 
men of all parties will cordially agree 
that it is unworthy of a statesman, such 
as Mr. Sherman’s friends claim him  to 
be. Even so stalwart an organ as the | 
New York Times feels constrained to say 
in this connection that Mr. Sherman’s 
repeated and extensive abm e of the 
high office which lie holds, in the intei- 
est of his personal ambition, shows “a 
condition of things highly discreditable 
to the Secretary of the Treasury, and 
that it reflects directly upon the party 
which lias so long and greatly honored 
him, and now as he appears of his own 
motion to pres >nt his claims to promo­
tion to a position of infinitely greater 
importance than his present one, his past 
infidelity to the requirements o fh istrust 
cannot be brushed aside witli a hypo­
critical phrase.” Of course the Ohio 
statesman makes resumption an import­
ant feature of his speech; and boldly de­
clares that the Republican party “pro­
poses now to maintain the policy of re­
sumption and refunding which lias been 
so successfully executed thus far, but 
must he supported hereafter by the 
friendly action ot the government.” In 
this it will be seen that the modest sec­
retary embodies a nice compliment for 
himself, which it would perhaps be un­
generous to object to in view o ftlie  fact 
that such words of commendation are 
not likely to everwlielui him  from any 
other source. I t might, perhaps, be well 
to rem ind the earnest and determined 
self-boomer that the great mass oi the 
people of the United States have long 
sinee deliberately arrived at the conclu­
sion that a “higher law” had rather 
more to do with the return of our coun­
try’s prosperity than the resumption law, 
and that consequently John Sherman 
was not so specially commissioned with 
its “execution” as lie is disposed to claim. 
And with such persons the opinion is 
likely to prevail that the su p p o ito fth e  
measures alluded to will hereafter de­
pend upon divine will about as much, if 
not more, than  upon "the friendly action 
of the government.” Abundant har­
vests, and an influx of gold from fore ign 
countries, are the  true sources of our 
present national prosperity and should 
he regarded as the object of our thanks­
givings. After the financial question 
Mr. Slit ■rmaii’s programme includes as 
next in prominence the Southern prob­
lem which he undertakes to solve in a 
nutshell by the proposition that “every 
citizen ofthe United States, in the South 
us well as in  tiie North, must be secure 
in  th e  enjoyment of civil and political 
rights, and every pow’er of the national 
government must be exercised to this 
end.” The first part of this proposition 
is so ancient tha t it will not admit of 
argument, while the latter portion may 
be considered as esjiecially aimed at 
Southern lawlessness as viewed from the 
Radical standpoint. Coming from such 
well defined hostilities as Blaine or Ed­
munds, this sentiment would appear per­
fectly orthodox, but from a member of 
the Hayes administration it is likely to 
excite unfavorable comment, even in 
Republican circles. In  fact the leading 
Republican newspaper above mentioned 
lias already said that “that there is a 
well lounded impression in the Republi­
can party th a t the administration of 
which Mr. Sherman is the chief member 
lias failed signally to do what could and 
ought to he done for the security of 
equal rights, and that impression is not 
favorable to the selection of Mr. Sher­
man as a presidential candidate.” I t  
would thus appear that the Secretary’ of 
the Treasury does not sturt out with a 
very big lx aim as a bloody shirt candi­
date, while there are others and far 
inure accomplished agitator# of the en­
sanguined garment in the Republican 
ranks, and it is to be feared that by No­
vember next an ungrateful public will 
even forget tha t he, and ho alone, blessed 
them with a return of prosperous times. 
Neverth less there is no questioning tho 
fact that the name of Johh Sherman lias 
been “mentioned" in connection with 
the presidential nomination; and there 
are, doubtless, people in the Slate of 
Ohio who would he willing to wager odds 
that he. will be selected at Chicago in 
May, and elected in November. There 
is no accounting for the vague ideas that 
get possession ol people’s minds, some­
how, about the period of a presidential 
election.

A delicate surgical operation was per­
formed a few days ago by I)rs. Dickerson 
and Stark, of the Surgical Institute, Kan­
sas City, which, for the success attending it, 
we consider decidedly worthy of notice.
