THOSE WHO MAKE MORE THAN $3,600 a vear will benefit from
the cut in income taxes. The higher the salary, the more benefits will
accrue from the tax cut as the $18 increase in the Social Security levy
is overcome. Barring action by Congress the Social Security tax is
scheduled to increase another one-half per cent in 1960, in 1965, and
in 1970, until it reaches 3'¢ percent fer both employ-
ers and employees

When the President urged Congress to eliminate
the one half per cent boost, he pointed out that the
reserves in the Social Security fund now total approxi-
mately $18 billion. He said that the amount taken in
now substantially exceeds benefits paid out to beneficiaries and there-
fore freezing the "automatic tax rise would not endanger the fund.
