Last year a Congressional Committee conducted 
an exhaustive hearing on the law. The record ran to 
some 7.000 pages. And according to David Guntert, 
a Los Angeles attorney and student of labor policy, 
this vast accumulatic'n of facts and opinions “does 
not contain a sing'e bit of concrete evidence that the 
Taft-Hartley .Ac* has ever injured an individual 
workingman or woman, or in fact interfered in any 
wav with the legitimate activities of labor unions.”

The main thing Taft-Hartley has done is to pro­
tect workers against certain forms of coercion by 
unions — which must be the reason labor bosses 
are so strongly agtinst it.

A govern­
ment official sets up his spending program on 
“justifleation” of the number of workers he has or 
wants, rather than justification of the job to be 
done.

Some rain has fallen over 
the state but we are still ex­
periencing a drouth “hangov­
er,” and we have no compre­
hensive water con.servatlon pro­
gram.

The situation Is commanding 
a lot of attention — both on 
the state and national levels. 
A great deal of money has been 
spent on drouth relief and 
more will be used. But so far, 
all measures have been on a 
temporary basts.

The Texas Legislature should 
provide for a permanent em- 

i ergency fund to be used for 
direct disaster relief. This mon­
ey would be used for agricul­
tural relief on a direct grant or 
loan basis for those wiped out 
by natural disasters — and 
these disasters cocur with his­
toric regularity.

Such a fund, provided by the 
state, would prevent the neces­
sity for asking Washington for 
aid when the state Is In trouble. 
As far as It Is possible, state 
problems should be solved by 
the state.

There are many critics to 
such a plan They claim too 
much tax money already Is 
being spent for services to ag­
riculture. However, no state ac­
tivity is more Important than 
the preservation of our farm 
economy.

If additional taxes are not In 
order for an agricultural re­
lief fund, then careful pruning 
of the present budget and con­
solidation of some of our state 
agencies could provide part of 
the needed money for such a 
program.

Money spent in this manner 
! would not be a "dole" to farm­
ers. Distributed on a loan basis, 
It would be returned with in­
terest. When direct grants are 
made, it woud make possible 
the continuation of a farm ac­
tivity which puts many millions 
of dollars into channels of 
trade each year.

In the long run, the economy 
of our state would benefit the 
msot.

Fisher has been a militant 
foe of communists and subvers­
ives, In and out of Government. 
He testified for the Govern­
ment In the trial of Harold 
Christoffel, the Milwaukee la­
bor leader who was convicted 
for lying about not being a 
Communist. Fisher’s committee 
exposed scores of other subvers­
ives In key defense Industries.
CROSSED PARTY LINES

Fisher crossed party lines to 
vote with the Republicans for

the Tidelands bill, of which he 
was a Joint author. The enact­
ment of that bill will eventu­
ally mean hundreds of millions 
of dollars to Texas school chil­
dren. He also crossed party 
lines last year to help cut $12 
billion from the budget requests 
submitted to Congress by Presi­
dent Truman before the latter 
left office in January.

Because of hts independence | 
and Texas conservation, Fisher | 
has been a target of certain 
left-wing groups. Last year he 
was singled out by the Ameri­
cans for Democratic Action— 
ADA, a liberal political group, 
for having what ADA termed 
the ‘‘least liberal” voting record 
at the 1953 session of Congress.

Unperturbed by such attacks, 
Fisher said he considered it a 
compliment. ‘‘I would never

want to be Judged by ADA 
standards,” he commented. 
"Tliey fought our Tidelands 
legislation oitterly; they want 
to abolish segregation complet- 
ly; they want to remove all re­
straints from labor union boss­
es; and they want to spend the 
Nation into bankruptcy. They 
are Just too far to the left on 
a lot of Issues to suit me.”

Fisher has lived his entire 
life In the 21st Congressional 
district. Known for keeping in 
close touch with the people and 
the problems in the district, he 
also engages in livestock raising 
and farming on his place in 
Kimble County. A graduate of 
Baylor University Law school, 
Fisher is married, has a dau­
ghter and a two-year-old 
grandson. (Adv)
