Seriously Disabled Persons Should 
Check Their Social Security Status

Seriously disabled people who 
used to work In employment or 
self-employment covered by the 
social security law should get 
In touch with the Austin social 
security office, James B. Marley, 
social security district manager,

announced today .
Mr. Marley pointed out that 

people who have been totally 
disabled for 6 months or longer, 
and who worked In employment 
or self-employment covered by 
the social security law for as 
many as S years out of the 10 
years before they were disabled 
.should get further Information 
adout this law. Active military 
service and employment In the 
railroad Industry may count to­
ward the needed amount of work 
By applying to have their soc­
ial security earnings records 
froien, disabled people may pre­
vent loss or reduction of future 
benefits.

Some people now receiving 
old-age insurance payments or 
who will become eligible (or okl 
age payments in July were dis­

abled fer long periods of time 
before they reached age 65 and 
are still disabled They may 
start getting larger payments 
as of July and will get them 
more promptly If they file an 
application (or a “dUabllliy 
freere" by June 30. If the dis­
abled person dies after June SO, 
the disability freeze can pro­
tect his family's rights to sur­
vivors payments but only If he 
had applied for It before death. 
Kbr this reason. It Is Important 
for every person who meets the 
requirements for the "freeae'' 
to apply for It bv June 30.

Seriously Disabled Persons Should
Check Their Social Security Status

Seriously disabled people who 
used to work in employment or 
self-employment covered by the 
social security law should get 
in touch with the Austin social 
security office, James B. Marley, 
social security district manager,

announced today .
Mr Marley pointed out that 

people who have been totally 
disabled for 6 months or longer, 
and who worked in employment 
or self-employment covered by 
the social security law for as 
many as & years out of the 10 
years before they were disabled 
.should get further Information 
adout this law. Active military 
service and employment In the 
railroad Industry may count to­
ward the needed amount of work 
By applying to have their soc­
ial security earnings records 
frozen, disabled people may pre­
vent loss or reduction of future 
benefits

Some people now receiving 
old-age Insurance payments or 
who will become eligible for old 
age payments In July were dis­

abled for long periods of time 
before they reached age 66 and 
are still disabled They ma> 
start getting larger payments 
as of July and will get them 
more promptly If they file an 
application for a 'disability 
freeze” by June 30 If the dis­
abled perron dies after June SU, 
the disability freeze can pri>- 
tect his family’s rights to sur­
vivors payments but only If he 
had applied for It before death. 
Eur this reason, It U Important 
for every person who meets the 
requirements for the "freeze” 
to apply for It bv June 30.

Digging In Dr Stephens' gralr.

surface crust had sealed over 
the top of the soil and prevent­
ed the penetration of moisture. 
Here again It was found the 
moisture had penetrated about 
seven Inches Digging In his 
field Dr Stephens found that 
a plow pan has developed that 
is also hindering the penetrat­
ion of moisture Where there 
was some ridges or furrows that 
had held the moisture for a 
little while. It was found that it 
had penetrated to a depth of 30 
inches Dr Stephens observed 
that In addition to terracing 
and contour farming he needed

Twu pxtrrmely opposite wea* 
ther condltlOMK have poned a 
threat to the cotton pink boll* 
worm control program In Texas.

Unusual weather Is nothing 
new here - It Is practically nor­
mal for Texas as a matter of 
fact—but It can seriously change 
the State Department of Agri­
culture's efforts to keep Insect 
populations to a minimum 
Sixty-four cotton growing coun­

ties In the South and Central 
portions of Texas have planting 
and plow-up deadlines enforced 
on cotton crops. This Is designed 
to cut the breeding period of the 
pink bollworm. In order to be e f­
fective, cotton must be planted 
before a certain date and then 
the stalks destroyed as soon as 
practical after harvest

This spring the planting dead­
line was extended In more than 
30 counties for two reasons At 
one time. It was too dry to 
plant the cotton Ten days lat­
er, the fields were too wet to 
plow.

Irregular planting provides an 
almu.st continuous supply ol 
young tender cotton which i- 
Ideal food for the pink boll- 
worm The situation cannot be

bellied to any great extent this 
year due to the weather. As a 
result, the control program 
hlnge.s on strict compliance to 
the plow-up deadline. No win­
ter hlbernaUttg places must be 
left In Texas cotton fields which 
would encourage a large Insect 
build-up next year

As an added precaution, farm­
ers over the state are urged to 
follow a practical program of 
control over all types of insects 
this season Careful p’anning of 
spraying or dusting keeps down 
cotton pe.sts, and gives added 
value to the crop.

If the water coming Into 
the farm pond Is muddy, fish 
cannot feed

Earthern dams In this area 
are constructed primarily for 
livestock water to get better 
distribution of grazing. They 
can have the added value of 
fish production, provided the 
grass Is protected from over- 
grazing When t<X) many live­
stock Is grazed on a pasture the 
grass Lb destroyed Since grasses 
are the most valuable plants 
for holding the soil In place, the 
more grass left on the land al­
lows for more water penetrat­
ion Into the soil. This addition­
al water produces mure grass. 
The Increase In grass product­
ion results In more feed for 
livestock Thl.s also prevents the 
fa^m pond from filling with mud 
and allows for better flshlnr 

Overgrazing hurts the 7/asi- 
ures as well as filling up farm 
ponds with eroded soil. Weeds 
gradually replace grasses, 'ul- 
lles are formed on hillsides and 
the topsoil Is washed away Into 
farm pends and creeks where It 
loses Its value for grass pro­
duction This also results In the 
ponds becoming muddy and de­
stroying fish food 

There Is a close connectlor be­
tween livestock and fish pro­
duction WDiere pasture land Is 
properly grazed there can be 
good fishing In local ponds, but 
overgrazing destroys the fish­
ing A fish p<ind with one acre 
of surface area can produce as 
much as one hundred and fifty 
pounds of fish annually If It 
Is properly managed

that question. On one of the 
recent rains his rain gauge 
showed that It had rained 2.1 
Inches. Trlpplet has been doing 
seme pasture pitting. He was 
Interested In what was happen­
ing so, with his slicker and 
boots on, he got out on the pas­
ture while It was raining. As 
he walked out ln*o the pastur* 
he met the water coming off 
the bare unpltted part of his 
pasture. It was tunning down 
the road In a good stream When 
he got to the pitted area, he 
found that no water was get­
ting away. After the rain waa 
over holes were dug and mois­
ture penetrations measured. In 
the pitted area moisture had 
penetrated to a depth of 24 In­
ches. Under the llveoak trees 
where there was some litter on 
the ground and a little grass, 
the moisture had penetrated to 
a depth of 12 Inches. On the 
bare ground the moisture had 
penetrated to a depth of only 
three Inches

The pits on Mr. Tripplets place 
were used for the purpnse of get­
ting water Into the ground so 
a go(Xl gras.s cover could be 
grown Cover on the ground Is 
essential to the conservation of 
moisture
