PERSONAL PRIVILEGE

An individual's right to ex-
press his opinions, within the
bounds of libel, for or against
any candidate for public office,
or any public issue, will be test-
ed in court by the Texas Press
Association.

Under the new Texas Elec-
tion Code, candidates themselves
may publish any amount of ad-
vertising, limited only by their
own personal finances, and
contributions. But an individu-
al is restricted to a $25 expendi-
ture during the entire cam-
paign.

On the average, that is ap-
proximately 30 words over the
radio: a few seconds of TV time;
and less than 20 inches of news-
paper space. And it is below the
minimum requirement for bill-
board advertising.
