It might be asked, then, why the administration
just doesn’t agree with Stevenson and suspend
the tests altogether, The answer is that U. S
officials want complete freedom to conduct as
many experiments as they might consider neces-

sary, should new developments warrant it.

FARM INCOME UP-—Improv-
ed methods have kept Texas'
overall farm income up, despite
drouth setbacks

Cash income for January
through September totaled $1,-
108,000,000, an increase of $13,-
000,000 from last year, reports
the University of Texas Bureau
of Business Research. Average
for the dry years of 1951-55 was
six per cent above 1947-49.

Irrigation, conservation and
improved crop varieties are
credited for the increase. Some
areas, the bureau noted, have
not had a major crop in five

years Offsetting these are
such areas as the Panhandle-
South Plains region where

“spectacular results” have been
achieved with irrigatrion.
