Employment 
Questions In 
Population Survey

Special questions will be ask­
ed In the November Current 
Population Survey to determine 
if unemployed persons are seek­
ing full-time or part-time work, 
according to Supervisor James 
W Stroud of the U. 8. Censu.s 
Bureau's field office at Dallas, 
Texas, which will participate In 
the survey.

These special questions, asked 
four times a year, round out 
the labor force statistics provid­
ed by Current Population Sur­
vey monthly inquiries on em­
ployment and unemployment by 
furnishing Information on the 
availability of part-time work­
ers. In May of this year, around 
11 per cent of the unemployed 
men were seeking part-time 
Jobs while 17 per cent of the 
unemployed «-omen were seek­
ing part-time rather than full­
time Jobs. Of the unemployed 
men seeking part-time Jobs 
In May, 52 per cent were be­
tween 14 and 17 years of age 
while II per cent were 65 years 
of age and over. Thirty-seven 
per cent of the unemployed wo­
men seeking part-time work In 
May were In the 14-17 years 
age bracket.

The special part-time work 
questions, together with the 
usual Inquiries on employment 
and unemployment, will be 
asked during the week of No­
vember 18 as part of the nation­
wide Current Population Sur­
vey which Is conducted each 
month on a sample basis by the 
Census Bureau. Current Popu­
lation Survey Information Is 
collected locally by Nella P 
Casbeer of Lampasas.

Feeding a crowd?

The success of any large 
quantity meal lies chiefly In 
planning. Plans should include 
the menu, the grocery order, the 
service and the eiean-up.

The people who are to be 
served will partlcally determine 
the menu.

Women's groups will be-it like 
one type menu while mens 
groups or mixed groups will like 
another. The high school set 
may be Impressed with some­
thing entirely different.

In the first planning stage, 
keep well In mind the money to 
be spent, for a meal planned 
within the budget Is far better 
than one requiring skimping at 
the serving stage or a financial 
report In the red.

Here are some other plannlni; 
steps you will want to consid­
er:

1 Suit the menu to equipment 
available: ovens, steamers, re­
frigerators, working space, 
cooking utensils and serving 
pieces.

2. Balance food that takes a 
lot of work with those that need 
little time to prepare, so all 
may be ready on time.

3. Plan foods that will hold 
up If a delay In serving arises

4 Consider the time of year 
and use what is plentiful.

3. Look over the amount of 
heli available. Deterndne the 
speed of serving and decide If 
foods that take last m lnuu 
dishing up and gamjshtng can 
te used.

If you serve large groups of-, 
ten, keep a card file of each 
occasion with the menu, recipes, 
amounts of food bought, cosu 
per person served and comment# 
on the success of iho meal 
Such a file can make quick work 
of planning. To add variety t> 
future menus, Inclvde In the 
file copies of successful reclper. 
suitaiile for large groups.

Many family-size recipes are 
good to serve a crowd, but it 
is better to repeat the recipe 
several times rather than mak­
ing twice or three times the 
quantity all at once. This Is 
especially true for baked pro­
ducts, for In these recipes pro­
portions may need to be altered 
when the quantity Is Increas­
ed.

Too many cooks won't spoil 
the broth If the work Is ar­
ranged properly. So each per­
son will know what to do, fur­
nish her with her own copy of 
the menu, recipes and work 
schedule. Assign each person 
a Job to do and a place to work

The same plan of organization 
should go Into serving the meal 
and the clean-up.

With a plan of work from the 
menu stage right through the 
clean-up, that Church supper 
or club dinner Is sure to be a 
smooth success.

TEXAS POUCE ASSOCIAHON
WINTER BRINGS 
PROPERTY CRIMES 
By Inspector Paul H. Ashenhust 
PoUce Department. Dallas, Tex.

It U said by crlmlnologUU, 
police and newspaper reporters 
that heat breeds crimes of vio­
lence The summer months al­
ways bring, an Increase of crimes 
against the person, notably 
murder and assault. Just as 
surely as this U true the ap­
proach of winter forewarns us 
o f an Increase of crimes against 
property. Thus we are now 
entering the season of thefts, 
burglaries and robberies.

Throughout November and 
December night time burglar­
ies especially are more numer­
ous ThU U particularly true 
of the burglary of business 
houses at night time

What can the business man. 
The store owner, the factory 
manager do to prevent the forc­
ible enrty of hU business at 
night’  Can he personally do 
anything to lessen the poasi- 
blllty that one morning he will 
discover that during the hours 
of darkness a burglar or burg­
lars entered hU office or store, 
rifled the cash register, ran­
sacked the building or even 
knocked the knob from his safe?

Y*es. there are measures often 
overlooked which he can take 
Of these the most Important is 
to provide light, outside light 
and Inside light, plenty of Il­
lumination ThU U hU best 
remedy, to light up the pre­
mises.

A service station, a lumber 
yard, a drug store or other 
business house, where the lights 
are all switched off at clos­
ing time, U much more liable to 
entry than the well lighted 
business. In closing your place 
of business at night leave the 
Ughu on. Inside and outside 
Light up the rear of the build­
ing as well as the front Leave

the blinds open. Make It pos­
sible for the passer by to see 
anyone moving about Inside 
Make the burglar work In plain 
view If he turns out the light 
a policeman or neighbor wrtll 
observe the change and an In­
vestigation will be made. If he 
closes the shades, which are 
normally open, that too will at­
tract attention and an Investi­
gation will be made

Many business men leave 
lights on as suggested, the same 
lights night after night. The 
police officer must be govern­
ed by changes from the ordl- 
nao' If things are not as he 
U accustomed to see them he 
«111 stop and Investigate. If 
you leave your blinds open for 
twenty nights and on the 
twenty-first night they are 
dra«n he will notice and In­
vestigate. If the light has been 
burning over your safe every 
night he looks at that safe every 
time he passes your business. 
If something U wrong he will 
notice it. Many burglars are 
caught every year In this man­
ner, a neighbor notices the 
change and calls In or the o f­
ficer on patrol notices it and 
Investigates

night. Can you do something 
to avoid a property loss?

Preliminary studies show that 
on hur-treated soli, wind ero­
sion la lessened because of the 
better condition of the soli. It 
Is also known that burs mellow 
the soli and make It spungy and 
easier to work. Water pene­
tration from rainfall la greater 
and evaporation Is m*nlnilzed.

Crop yields and their relation­
ship to burs Is being studied 
On the test farm, five tons of 
composted burs Increased the 
yield of cotton lint by S5 pouncts 
per acre; 10 tons of composted 
burs Increase the yield of lint 
per acre by 275 pounds.

Cost of bur usage varies but 
the general figure Is about $2 50 
per ton. The burs themselves 
usually are free, with the farm­
er paying only for the spread­
ing. When this spreading ls ‘ 
done by the Individual, the cost 
Itgure Is less.

Effects o f burs on the land 
remain for an extended period. 
Definite Increased yields from 
one application of burs has been 
noted for a three or four-year 
period.

Increased yields made by 
farmers using burs In an area 
usually spurs others to action. 
The Increased water holding 
capacity Is most attractive to 
irrigation farmers who are con­
fronted with annual under­
ground water level declines.
