High intensity rainstorms are 
the ones that cause extensive 
flood damage on unprotected 
watersheds. Recent studies of 
rainfall and runoff patterns 
point up the need for control 
of rampant flood waters, E J.
Hughes. Area Conservationist -»ro r»
with the Soil Conservation S cr-; M o m s  v S  P o p i  
vice, states.

A preliminary .survey of the 
Sulphur Creek Watershed last 
Monday following the destruc­
tive flood In Lampasas telLs the 
story. Eight to nine Inche.s of 
rain fell In a matter of a few 
hours. A rancher, Mr. Tom 
Moore, whose place Is on the 
headwaters of Donaldson Creek 
said It began raining at about 
6:30 p.m. Sunday and within 
one hour five Inches of rain 
had fallen. He said it rained an­
other four Inches from 7:30 
p.m. to early In the morning 
Monday.

The principal damage to the 
upper reaches of the watershed 
was confined to fences, roads, 
livestock, and unprotected fields.
Hughes said. Even though much 
water ran off range and crop­
land having good cover, little 
damage occurred. By Monday 
noon many hillsides and upland 
draws were running clear, 
harmless water.

Down stream damage in the 
watershed was great. The gnaw­
ing and ripping force of torren­
tial waters all but demolished 
fence, flooded plain cropland, 
roads, bridges, livestock, farm 
machinery, and growing crops

Other watersheds In the Mid­
dle Colorado have had recent 
rali)(torms which could have 
caused much flood 'damage had 
they not been protected with 
flood water retarding structures.
The mere detention of a few 
hundred acre feet of flood water 
often mean* the difference In 
flood damage or not. Deep Creek 
which Is Just west of the Colo­
rado River had close to 2.5 In­
ches of rain In about 20 minutes 
on the same Sunday afternoon.
In unprotec'.ed portions of the 
watershed censlderable damage 
occured. However, the six flood 
detention strictures caught 7 to 
8 feet of floed water that did 
not contrlbuB to down-stream 
flooding Th* same thing hap- 
pene<5 on (^ar and Brady 
Creeks ^

Flood water retarding .struc­
tures have protected many 
acres of valuable farm and 
ranch land below a.s well as 
fi'nce.s, crops, roads, bridges, and 
livestock.

Recent heavy rains have made 
flood conscious people more 
aware uf the benefits that can 
be derived from an Upstream 
Flood Prevention Program Long 
before the recent floods oceur- 
ed however a group of land- 
owners In the Bennet Creek 
Watershed requested the Brown- 
Mills Soli Consen’ation District 
and the Mills County Commis­
sioners Court to submit an ap­
plication for flood prevention 
assistance for their watershed 
This occured two years ago A 
preliminary survey revealed 
that this project would be prac­
tical and leasable. The cost of 
the project to the local land- 
owners at that time prohibited 
the continuance of the program.

Recently new laws have been 
enacted by Congre.'s which puls 
a flood prevention program on 
Bennett Creek within the grasp 
of the local people. Under the 
new enactments the local peo­
ple must furnish: Hi easments 
and rlghts-of-way for the pro­
posed structures and the Im­
poundment of water; i2> a con­
tracting agency to administer 
the letting of contracts for the

below can handle.

During the recent rains It w.vs 
I determined that agricultural 
I land and urban property in the 
: Brady Creek watershed would 
have been damaged greatly had 
It not been for the flood pre­
vention program being Installed 
tn that watershed.

Much of the flood damage 
that occured In Lampasas would 
have been lightened had the 

1 proposed upstream flood pre­
vention program been complet­
ed on Sulphur Creek.

A large percent of the dam­
age which occurred In the Ben­
nett Creek watershed recently 
could have been prevented with 
a good land treatment and 
structural program on th e  
watershed.

The dream of a flood preven­
tion program on Bennett Creek 
can come true. If It does It will 
need the cooperation of each 
landowner In the watershed 
with the assLstance of bu.slnees- 
men. professional men, and 
other landowners In the entire
area.

S-.ati.vtlci are often dull but there is one traffic statistic that 

l.itiigues us Stated simply It U In 82 per cent of all fau l acci­
dent.':. one or more driver violations are reported.

In almost any Issue of the papers yon are likely to 
find an ••accident'’ story. It might read something like 
this; Two men were killed and another seriously injured 
in a two-car collision just south of the intersection pf
such-and-such highway last night................**
You read through looking for familiar names and then go 

to another itory without further thought These “accident” stories 
have become a standard part of the newspaper not unlike the 
financial paves, comic strips and sports results.

If you do give It a second thought, or if a friend Is Involved 
In a mishap, you feel helpless and humble as you wonder what 
unusual quirks of fate created the conditions which led to the 
•‘accident "

Perhaps you are wondering why the word "accidents” 
has been in quotation marks here. It's becanse the word Is 
a misnomer for the terrifying sma-shes and collisions that 
orrur every day on the highways.
Remember the statistic—In more than four out of five fatal 

traffic accidents a driver violation was reported. How many of 
these crashes would have occurred had there been no violations 
committed? No one can know But one can certainly say that the 
rtumber would have been far less than It is.

A fatalistic attitude about traffic accldenU only serves to 
complicate the traffic problem The Texas Safety Association and 
National Safety Council ha've been hammering at this fallacy for 
year' • Accidents do not happen," they say. “ they are caused'"

We suspect that the ‘what will happen, will happen" 
attitude is really a rationalisation by selfish and lazy 
people—lazy physically, intellectually and morally. U is 
easier to say “ no one can prevent an accident If it Is go­
ing to happen," and thus justify all unsafe and illegal 
driving practices, than it is to bend every effort to pre­
vent accidents.
Throuehout our land religious and civic force.s are organiz­

ing a moral mobilization" for traffic safety. Its aim 1s to make 
the Bible as much a guide for motorists as the driver’s rule book.

Unless the moral and Intellectual climate of the road Is 
strengthened we will go on wantonly killing Innocents and kidd­
ing curselves that we are without blame.

The church has a vital Inter­
est in Stewardship of the soli 
It Is Interested In the total wel­
fare of the people—those living

The church Is not concerned 
primarily for a prosperous com­
munity In order that it may 
have a larger budget.

Recent ralna have greatly im­
proved the proapecta for a good 
paean crop in 1S57 But, warns 
Extension Horticulturist B. G. 
Hancock, pecan nut casebearert 
can cut the promising crop by 
millions of pounds if they are 
not controlled. Now Is the time 
to begin the control Job.

The three essentials In ob­
taining satisfactory control of 
the casebearer are listed by 
Hancock as correct timing of 
spray application, proper ap­
plication of spray material and 
use of the correct insecticide.

TD he «ore of the timing, the 
sperlalist urges pecan growers 
to check the nut clusters close­
ly at regular Intervals for the 
appearance of casebearer eggs. 
The eggs are usually deposited 
singly on the tip or blossom end 
of the small nuts; are pearly | 
white with a bluish cast and j 
about a third the size of a pin 
head They hatch in four to five 
days. After hatching, the small 
worm moves down below the 
pecan cluster and feeds on the 
buds In the leaf axil. The buds 
are hollowed and the tell-tale 
webbing and black frasz around 
the bud can be seen After four 
or five days of bud feeding the 
worm now much larger, moves 
back to the nut cluster and 
bores a hole at the base of the 
pecan and enters to feed.

Because of the short period of 
time the worm U exposed, tim­
ing of control measures Is of 
utmost Importance, says Han­
cock. Sprays made of long resi­
dual lasectlcidga i»n be applied 
when a number of eggs are 
found In the orchard If insec- 
leldes with fairly short resi­
dual period are used. It Is best 
to x-ait until some of the eggs 
have hatched and the worms 
found feeding in the buds.

Proper application of the In­
secticide must include a thoro­
ugh wetting of the nut clusters 
and stems Immediately below.

Hancock urges pecan produc­
ers to check with their local 
county agent on the details of

a good control program. Ask 
for a copy of L-245, Guide for 
Controlling Insects and Dise­
ases on Fruits and Nuts In Tex­
as.

It Is estimated that the ma­
jority of egg laying In this area 
will take place during the week 
of May 20, and pecan growers 
are urged to check their trees 
for proper control at the right 
time.

Progressing Rapidly In District

Rootplowing and seeding of 
blue panic hat been done on a 
trial basis in this area Cooper- 
ators of the Brown-Mills Soil 
Conservation District are try­
ing for the first time a method 
of seeding blue panic and other 
grasses and at the same time 
root plow for the control of 
mesqulte and other brush

Ranchers in Sou!!i Texas are 
reaping great benefits from this 
practice, in both increased 
grasmg and added water In­
take of the soil. Good stands of 
grass have been obtained and 
grazing has been increased 
greatly.

When a good cover is obtain­
ed the water intake of the soil 
daring heavy raltu is increased 
TThls added water into the toil 
acts as a reserve moisture sup­
ply during drier times

Blue panic grass being a deep 
rooted grass, can tap these re­
serves during these dry periods

and not suffer from the lack of 
moisture that exists in the short 
rooted grasses.

Ap­
proximately 95 percent of all 
grass growth Is due to food 
materals manufactured in the 
leaves or blades of grass. The 
other five percent of growth 
results from the soil. The grass 
plant Is a food factory. The 
leaves make food which is 
transported to the roots to 
grow more roots so more leaves 
will grow. IT the leaves are 
■razed off the plant looses part 
of Its ability to make plant 
food. Continued loss of leaves 
weakens the roots to the extent 
that the plant will die of star­
vation or perish from dry wea­
ther. By leaving half of the 
above ground portion of the 
grass, continued growth of the 
plant is assured

The take half-leave half

principle can be used to improve 
any pasture or rangd In the 
Brown-Mills Soli Conservation 
District. The half of the sea­
son's growth of grass that is 
left on the range is like money 
wisely Invested It provdes new 
growth, so that the half taken 
each year will Increase. It pro­
vides a litter that serves as a 
mulch against erosion, protects 
against loss of moisture against 
evaporation.

The use of supplemental graz­
ing can make It possible for 
range and pasture defermenU.

Livestock numbers should be 
kept In balance with the amount 
of grass. More pounds of beef, 
lamb, wool and mohair will be | 
produced only when there Is ! 
enough grass to produce It. ;

and Llano rivers between Aus­
tin and Llano. It Is on Park 
Road Four which runs into U. S. 
Highway 281 south of Burnet 
and Into Texas Highway 29 
near Buchanan Dam. Park Road 
Pour also connects Inks Lake 
and Longhorn Cavern state 
parks. *

The dam at Inks Lake houses 
the machinery that controls the 
distribution of the Immense 
reservoir of water Impounded 
by Buchanan Dam. The average 
daily release of water Is 640 mil­
lion gallons. The one thing, 
however, that makes links Lake 
so desirable as a park site is the 
constancy of the water level 
Since 1038 the lake level has 
had a maximum fluctuation of 
eight feet and that was a plan­
ned lowering of the water level 
to facilitate machinery repairs. 
Average fluctuation Is less than 
two feet In a sea.son

The park, like the whole High­
land Lakes recreation area. Is 
In year round operation. Huge 
granite monoliths with a tim­
bered mountain background 
present rugged scenery of rare 
beauty, softened In Spring with 
blankets of bluebonnets, Indian 
paint bru.sh and other wild 
flowers.
Limited housing has been built 

In the park. Non-campers can 
choose from approximately 900 
motels, lodges and guest ranch­
es In the Highland Lakes. They 
provide about 4,000 beds.

Inks Lake dock and the ter­
raced conce.sslons building are 
the center of the principal park 
activities. Shaded picnic units 
spread out along the lake front 
and there is a well-sanded beach 
for bathing and swimming.

A creel census conducted by 
the Texas Oame and Fish Com- 
ml.sslon In 1957 showed that a 
preceding treatment of the lake 
to reduce the number of shad 
and other forage fish had prac­
tically eliminated them, leaving 
unharmed the black bass and 
other game fish which have i 
given the lake such a high rep-1 
utatlon. i

Ft.shing tackle, bait and boats * 
are available at the docks. Camp 
supplies, cold solf drinks and 
confections are sold at the con­
cession building.

Grassed Waterways—The wat­
erway Is the most Important 
part of a terrace system because 
If It fails, gullies will form.

During heavy rains more wat­
er falls on nearly all cropland 
than can he held by the best 
crop rotations, contour farm­
ing. or terracel. This water will 
run off through some kind of 
waterway. Unless a safe water­
way Is provided gullying will re­
sult.

Usually it Is easiest and chea­
pest to use a natural depression 
for a grass waterway to carry 
the water safely. On some farms 
there Is no natural depression 
that can be used, and a 
waterway must be constructed 
In some other place.

Carrying water Is not the only 
u.so of a grass w'atrrway. Many 
are used as hay fields, others 
are u.sed for pasture. High pro­
duction of grass is usually ob­
tained due to the extra water 
from the terraces.

Choose a grass that Is suited 
to the soil. Use two or three 
times as much .seed as would be 
used for pasture seeding. Better 
results are obtained when grass 
Is seeded In a dead cover such 
as Sudan or grain sorghum stub­
ble. Native grass mixtures and 
K R. blue.stem have proved to 
be the most satisfactory gras.s- 
es In this area.

If a waterway is needed to 
complete your water disposal 
system, the supervisors of the 
Brown-Mills Soil Conservation 
District urge you to contact the 
ASC office for cost share pay­
ments and prior approval. Soil 
conservaton service personnel 
will assist with layout and seed­
ing.

Cover Is Always 
Beneficial To Soil

One of the most Important, 
needs to cropland is a cover t o ' 
protect It from the destructive , 
force of Nature and Man. This  ̂
can be accomplished part of the ' 
time by a growing crop, but us- I 
tially land Is left bare during 
land preparation. |

With the use of new farming 
machinery this hazard can be 
easily eliminated. By using chi­
sel or other subtillage typte tool,« 
.«oil can be plowed to desired 
depth and the erop re.«ldue left 
cn the surface to protect the 
.soil. I

'  1This blanket of crop residue ,
protects the land In several 
ways It reduces the spla.«h of

raindrops and 'reduces th e  
crusting of the top soil It helps 
con.serve moisture by increasing 
the water Intake and holding 
capacity of the soil It decreas­
ed the evaporati«^ of the soil 
moisture by lowering the tem- 
l>rralure of the soil during the 
hot weather. It also provides or­
ganic matter, Improving the 
structure of the ioti.

Test run by Soil Conservation 
personnel at Ooldthwalte Work 
Unit showed that soil with very 
little cover would absorb only 
one Inch an hour. Soli with 2000 
pounds of litter would absorb 
eight Inches. When the air 
temperature was 92 degrees, the 
soil temperature on bare ground 
was 110 degrees. The soil tem­
perature under good crop resi­
due was 84 degrees.

It seems that we do have 
enough water for a balanced i 
agricultural, industrial, recrea­

tional and municipal growth 
t.hat will make for a healthy na- ;

rlr. »ystematle development, 
management and use of* this 
va.st resource There are a num­
ber of facts we should recog­
nize in order to see this vast 
problem clearly and to guide out

Our water problem has not 
come upon us "like a bolt from 
the blue" It started when we 
began making heas-y and In­
discriminate use of our range 
and crop lands.

ABC Committee'i recommenda- 
ttona are approved by the Sec­
retary of Agriculture It U ex­
pected that It will be ready to 
offer to farmers January 1.

Under the 1956 program, Tex­
as farmers earned approxima­
tely twenty million dollars In 
federal eost share assistance. 
Mills County farmers used ap­
proximately fifty-five thousand 
dollars of the twenty million 
dollars. Major accomplishments 
in Mills County were; brush 
control (Which include» oak, 
mesqulte, cedar, and prickly 
pear), stock water wells, stock 
water ponds, pasture cross fen­
ces, waterways, fields terraces, 
diversion terraces, reorganizing 
Irrigation systems, leveling land, 
cover crops, and pasture defer­
ment.

Since ACP assistance provides 
for about half the cost of ap­
proved conservation me.asureA 
It means that approximately 
one hundred thousand dollars 
worth of conservation was dune 
under the ACP in Mills County 
last year, the ASC Mills Coun­
ty Committee pointed out.

County ACP groups that met 
In the latter part of February 
Included the County ASC Com­
mitteemen, ASC Community 
Committeemen, local represen­
tatives of Soil Conservation Ser­
vice, and others who were in­
terested.

There are twelve Community 
ASC Committeemen In Mills 
County. They are elected each 
year by farmers In their com-

munlty to represent them In ad­
justment and conservation pro­
grams. All farmers are urged 
to state their views on ACP 
matters to these committeemen 
so they might be brought up 
at County meetings.

Recommendations formulated 
by the County ACP group are 
then submitted to the Statf 
ACP groups.which Includes the 
State ASC Committee; State 
Conservationist, SCS; U 8. For­
est Service; Representatives of 
the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service, the Agricultural 
Experiment Stations, other di­
vision of the A. Sc M College 
System, the Farmers Home Ad­
ministration, and other State 
a n d  National Agricultural 
Agencies. This group summari­
e s  the County recommenda­
tions, contributes recommenda­
tions that they may have and 
submit the information to the 
Department of Agriculture In 
Washington.

After the Department of Ag­
riculture has approved the 
program within the authorities 
of Congress, each State and 
County Committee will have 
their chance to pick and choose 
from the National program 
those conservation measures 
most needed on Texas farms.

In addition to the admini­
stration of the ACP Program 
with the assistance of SCS, the 
ASC Committee administers the 
following program: crop ad­
justing, crop loan, storage facl-

llty loan, wool and mohair, soil 
bank, and drowth feed In co­
operation with F.H.A.

Getting the land ready for 
seeding grass may be done In 
several «'aya depending on the 
s o i l  condition, presence of 
growing vegetation, and how 
much time one wants to wait 
to get Into top production 
Three considerations are usual­
ly necessary; first a disturbed 
soil, second absence of growing 
vegetation, and third a fairly 
firm seedbed Other considera­
tions are whether the fertility 
should be improved before .seed­
ing graaa and whether one 
wants to take all precautions to 
secure a stand of grass If the 
latter, then sorghum or Sudan 
should be grown on the land

the year before seeding the 
grass Residue from these crops 
is left on the ground and grass 
seeded Into stubble. Fertility 
Improvement and growing a 
mulch to seed In secures success 
and high production sooner.

Seeding following chaining 
and bulldosing brush, seeding 
on existing grassland that has 
been pitted (special Implement» 
or disked lightly to kill or set 
bark existing vegetation can be 
considered satisfactory except 
In the lower rainfall yeara 
Plowing the land In the fall and 
minor harrowing or disked op­

Adequate grass cover helps to 
control extremes In soil temper­
atures by shading In hot weath- 
her and by Insulating against 
extreme cold In winter.

A good grass cover Is the 
only practical means of water­
way protection in cultivated 
fields.

Small areas that are eroding 
rapidly In cultivated fields can 
be protected and made produc­
tive by growing grass on them.

To be effective In controlling 
eraslon and building soil fer­
tility grass must be properly 
used It Is estimated that most 
of our grassland could produce 
two to four times as much a.s 
It does now. Grass cover on 
much of our native rangeland 
is not even adequate to control 
erosion.

A combination of such prac­
tices as deferred grazing, ro­
tation grazing, proper stocking, 
and uniform grazing by fencing, 
distribution of watering places, 
salting etc. are necessary In 
proper use of grass.

How long should a terrace sys­

tem last? This question Is ask­
ed many time.« by tho.«e who are 
planning to spend their money 
In the con.«tructlon of terraces.

In order to determine the life 
expectancy of a terrace system 
there are many thing that mast 
be considered. First, a sound 
terrace outlet Is a basic require­
ment In the construction of a 
terrace system. Without a safe 
means of disposing of excess 
water of the terrace system the 
system will not function proper^
ly

Terraces properly located, 
constructed and adequately sup­
ported by sound cropping and

tops you may add several tons.
Much of that added as fresh 

organic matter, however. Is 
rapidly decomposed The rate of 
decomposition levels off to a 
much slower rate when about 
10‘T- of the weight of the fresh 
material remains.

If, under cultivation, crop re­
sidue equals or exceeds in vol­
ume and quality the residue of 
the original vegetation, the 
supply of humus In the soil will 
be maintained at or above ori­
ginal levels Usually the volume 
and quality of crop residues Is 
much less than that of the ori­
ginal vegetation and humus 
supplies In the soil decline un- 
le.ss additional organic matter 
Is furnished from other .sources

Grass and legume crops used 
in rotation with row crops help 
to maintain the organic matter 
supply In the soil If they are 
used In a way that will return 
large amounts of organic mat­
ter to the soli

Oras.s grown in long term ro­
tations nearly always Increase 
the overall productivity of a 
field, and when u.«ed for special 
purposes .such as waterway pro­
tection or protection of small 
badly eroded areas, grass will 
nearly always return more than 
these area.« would have under 
cultivation.

A combination of 
good agronomic practices with 
the terrace.s will lead to a per­
manent agriculture.

To assist Is prolonging the life 
of a terrace good construction 
method.« should be followed The 
width of ridge and channel type 
terraces should be wide enough 
for euy cultivation.

Maintenance Is a must If the 
terrace Is to retain Its effective­
ness after years of use. Year to 
year operations of a field will 
tend to wear down the terrace 
ridge or fill in the channel, 
making the size decrease. Prop­
er maintenance plowing of ter­
races each year will keep well 
constructed terraces function­
ing properly.

Terraces are expensive—pro­
long their life by good terrace 
maintenance. ,

The damaging effects of floods and drouth can be 
lessened by proper application of common sense In water 
and soil conservation.

One phase of this problem is the building of innumer­
able upstream ponds and lakes.

Flood control, irrigation, and recreation Is served by 
such lakes. A comprfete conservation program on every 
watershed should be our goal

The use rainfall Is put to is far more important than 
the amount we get.

Let us all awaken to the need for a complete conser­
vation program—It will pay lasting dividends.

Its 
ability to grow fast Is also de­
sirable.
