But, that Isn’t quite all you 
have to do In order for the sys­
tem to work effectively.

Officials are taking t h i s  
means to Inform the public and 
are presenting the following In­
structions.

To turn In a fire alarm Inside 
the city limits of Goldthwaite 
you simply dial MI 8-2211, this 
automatically turns on the fire 
alarm. Then you must stay on 
the line until your call U an­
swered so that you can report 
to members of the fire depart­
ment where the fire Is. Just 
dialing the number will only 
turn on the alarm, it will not 
tell the firemen where to go to 
the Ure. Dial the number, wait 
until you get an answer and 
then tell the person answering 
the phone where the fire Is lo­
cated. That’s how It wlM work. 
Officials state that It twill be 
extremely Important for person 
reportlMg a fire to do It cor­
rectly to avoid confusion.

To report a fire outside the 
city you are to call any of the 
following perscHss connected 
with the fire department. Jack 
Reid, Ray Duren, W. C. Barnett 
or Ehrerett Holland. The alarm 
system has not been used In 
connection with rural fires and 
will not be used under the new 
dial system.

“ Installation of this new sys­
tem will relieve the load on toll 
and local service and enable us 
to continue giving better ser­
vice,” he said.

W  he U more than a little alarmed over the inSetionary pres­

sures which have brought nine consecutive new monthly peaks in 
the cost of living.

The government's top eeonomiste, however, ere assuring the chief 
executive that there is no present ceuae for deep concern and that 
a reverwU of the upward trend may be counted on In August.

Ewan Clague, head of the bureau of labor ata- 
tistica, predicts that the cost-of-living Index w-ill 
show another rise for June, but that it will hold 
steady In July, and drift downward m August, 
when the crops arc harvested.

This view la shared by the outgoing secretary 
of the treasury, George M. Humphrey, who in- 
alsts that w-holesalc prices have already begun to 
"stabilise” and that consumer prices probably 
will flatten out soon.

Nevertheless, congressional Democrats, notably 
Senator Robert S. Kerr. Oklahoma, and Paul 
Douglas, Illinois, maintain that the Eisenhower 
administration has mishandled the inflation 
threat. The Democrats believe high prices will 
still be s hot political issue In 1958.

Number Getting  
Social Security 
Here Increases

At the end of 1956, more than 
318 beneficiaries In Mills County 
were getting social security pay­
ments totalling more than $150,- 
000 annually, according to an 
announcement received from 
Maurice M. Cha.staln, Social 
Security Administration district 
manager In Temple.

This Is a substantial Increase 
In the number of beneficiaries 
over last year and Is partly due 
to lowering from «5 to 62 of the 
age at which a woman without 
an entitled chUd In her care 
may qualify for benefits, Chas­
tain said. He also pointed out 
that three-fourths of the men 
becoming age 65 are eligible 
for social security benefits; and 
all people over 65 yea* of age. 
62 percent are now drawing 
benefits or will be entitled to 
draw them when their Income 
from work stop.s.

In December 1956. 37 children 
In Mills County were being paid 
at the rate of approximately 
$15.000 per year. Thc.se were 
mastly minor children of a de­
ceased insured parent. All of 
them were unmarried children 
under age 18. Chastain called 
attention to a recent chan-:e in 
the law which makc.s payment.' 
possible for a child over 18 if 
the child bi’came totally disabl­
ed before reaching 18.

Chastain concluded that ap­
proximately 55.5 million peoph 
are In work covered by the law 
and that over 99 percent of th- 
people who work for a living 
and 9 out c f 10 mothers and 
children have a stake in the 
social security insurance pro­
gram.

as long as they are used fox 
best wear. Garments with de­
corative details, padding. Inter­
facings and designs which 
cannot be removed must either 
be dry-cleaned or laundered 
with special care. Dry cleaning 
avoids any risk of spoiling the 
appearance of the garments.

To launder the garments, 
wash each one Individually in 
softened w-ater. Rinse complete­
ly to remove all traces of soap 
or detergent. Soft water helps 
to prevent hard water curbs or 
lint from sticking to the cotton. 
L'se warm, not hot, water with

mild soap flakes or detergents. 
Soapless detergents are good for 
dark cottons, especially In hard 
water. Be sure to read the di­
rections on the package. Some 
detergents are used for cotton 
and sonjg are recommended for 
rayon. Do not use a bleach. 
Many of the bleaches affect the 
finish of the material.

When Ironing a dark cotton * 
garment, press It on the wrong 
side to retain the finish of the 
material.

I good cover of bluestem grass the 
I soli registered only 84 degrees 
I and on toll practically bare the 
thermometer reached 114 de­
grees. This difference of 30 de­
grees has corvsiderable Influ­
ence on plant growth. When 
soil temperature goes above 100 
degrees, plant growth virtually 
stops. On upland soils, short 
grasses such as buffalo were 
brown and all growth discon­
tinued while side oats gramma, 
little bluestem. and Indian grass 
were green and still growing.

Possibly the best way to ob­
tain the better grasses on range- 
land Is to have supplemental 
graslng In fields In the form of 
clover or blue panic grass. L. B 
Burnham has had 100 pair of 
cattle on 225 acres of clover 
since January and said he could 
have had better graalng had he 
stocked twice as many to prev­
ent the clover from maturing 
so early. His cows and calves 
did not need any feed at all 
last winter and he sold some 
550 pound calves o ff the clover 
last week.

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Sheep and Goat Raiser» As- 
»ociatlon.

“The plan of operation 1» 
simple and doesn’t cost any­
thing.” says Jim Gray, Exten­
sion animal husbandman who 
devotes most of his time to 
sheep and goat problems

All sheep In the flocks are 
divided Into two or more groups 
according to quality. For con­
venience they are marked In 
blue, red, or green, designating 
quality in that order from high 
to low. Sheep falling Into the 
lowest quality group and mark­
ed green are sold off as soon as 
the economic conditions of the 
Individual ranchman will per­
mit. The other two groups are 
kept on the ranch and the best 
rams are mated with the best 
ewes.

When Awbrey Kothmann, 
sheep and goat raiser and 
chairman of the Kimble county 
sheep and goat committee, first 
began selection, about 20 per­
cent of the wool from his sheep 
graded as coarse. He now re­
ports that all of his wool grades 
as fine wool. 75 percent Is 3-ln- 
ch or better staple. “ A mini­
mum goal should be a quarter 
of an Inch growth of wool a 
month which will give a clip of 
3 Inches a year.” he urges 
"Goal for goats should be an 

inch growth of mohair, or a 6- 
Inch clip twice each year. For 
thoie growers who are In the 
program, better prices me^p 
from 50 cents to a dollar a head 
extra, at no extra cost to the 
ranchman.

Tall, unpalatable, weeds In 
our pastures are not good feed 
for lambs, and large needle 
grass seriously reduces gains.

But we can Increase the galrts 
and weights of the lambs by 
creep feeding. Creep feeding 
lambs Is dene to either develop 
or fatten lambs If developing 
Is the objective, oats is an ex­
cellent feed or a combination 
of oats, other grain and cotton­
seed meal. When fattening Is 
the objective corn or maize 
should make up the entire or 
bulk of the ration. Com or 
maize, other grain and cotton­
seed meal can be blended Into 
an excellent creep ration. Al­
ways locate creep where lambs 
congregate, near water or shad­
ing up {daces.

Texas farmers are depending 
on late July rains to “Put them 
over the top" this crop year. It 
Is a gamble—and an Important 
one.

— IT PAYS TO ADVEBTISE —

Only a very few areas lacked 
enough moisture to start their 
plantings earlier this spring. 
The first few days in July saw 
much of the row crops hitting 
their peak stride from these Ini­
tial rains. Now, more rain Is a 
vital necessity—particularly In 
the western portion of the state.

Many crops that thrived from 
heavy downpours of April and 
May developed root systems 
close to the surface of the 
ground. Although sub-soU mois­
ture is adequate, these shallow 
roots are not reaching It and 
crops la West Texas are beginn­
ing to wilt in .some sections.

Hot weather has been Ideal for 
harvesting wheat and corn, bal­

ing hay and cultivating row 
crops. But cotton remains the 
question mark in the low rolling 
plains, parts of East Texas and 
larger areas in the West.

Most farmers are counting 
heavily on a good cotton crop 
already heavily reduced from 
the 10-year average by acre­
age allotments. Cotton In cul­
tivation on July 1 was estimated 
at 6,230.000 acres. This amount 
Is one-eight smaller than the 
7,065,000 acres at the same time 
last year and compares far be­
low the 9,093,00 acres averaged 
from 1946 through 1955.

This puts the Texas cotton 
crop acreage at the lowest 
amount in 62 years.

The record year for plantings 
wa-s In i925 when 18.443,000 
acres were standing on July 1 
And as recently as 1951, acre­
age was double the estimate for 
1957.
