Farmers And Ranchers Are Urged To 
Grow Grass For Increased Profits

BY HCBERT L. BERRY
Over the years livestock men 

have looked hopefully for a high 
producing dual purpose grass. 
A grass that will produce an 
abundance of lush green growth 
grazing and make a good quality 
hay crop when not needed for 
grazing. Hubert Prlddy and his 
son Ehi-ell, of Prlddy, think they 
have found the answer In blue 
panic grass.

According to Mr. Prlddy, an 
ex-8oll Conservation District 
Supervlror, "We haven’t found 
anything that will beat It." He 
bav used his grass primarily for 
seed harvest, but said he grazed 
It during the summer of 1958 
and had green grazing when 
everything else was dead. Two 
thousand and twelve pounds of 
clean .seed have been harvested 
this year from 7.8 acres for an 
average of 258 pounds to the 
acre. While looking over the 
crop for the possibility of an­
other seed harvest this Fall, 
E\vell kicked hts toe Into the soil 
emphalzing the mulch and soil 
conditions present.

Numerous Introduced gra.sses 
have gained wide acceptance In 
certain localities, but In far too 
many Instances they have fa il­
ed to prds'e them-selves superior 
to native range plants. John- 
.'̂ cn gra.'s, bermuda, and King 
Ranch bluestem. to name a few, 
have done well In spots In Cen­
tral Texas. Under dry land 
conditions, however, blue panic 
grass has been Impressive in 
it's ability to withstand long 
dry spells, to produce a lot of 
green growth and condition 
hard crusty soils. The exten­
sive root system o f this plant 
will add a great deal of organic 
matter to the soil with proper 
management, when allowed to 
stay from two to five years.

As a livestock feed, blue panic 
ranks with the best. According 
to Bulletin F-245, Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service, blue 
panic has one of the highest 
Protein and phosphoric acid 
contents found In warm season 
grasses grown in Texas. Tests 
taken at various stations over 
the state show blue panic high­
er In protein than either rhodes, 
coastal bermuda, Johrvson grass 
or buffel grass. Also over a 
three year period at Iowa Park, j 

! Texas, It produced more tonnage 
1 per acre, under Irrigation, than 
j.coastal bermuda or Johnson 
' grass.

From a recent article in Soil 
.snd Water Magazine, Clint Har- 
bers, who has twenty-nine acres 
of blue panic near West Point, 
Texas, was quoted as saying 
"grass sure looks better than 

cotton as long as you have acre­
age a l l o t m e n t s ,  Insects, 
droughts, storms and fa’ llrv» 
orlcr.s. A cotton farmer Just 
■ells cotten but a grass farmer 
can sell seed, hay, or beef, ac­
cording to what brings the most 
money ” According to Clint, 
"To  make money raising cotton 
you have to manage the soil 
just right but If you manage 
grass It will take care of the 
soli management and do a bet­
ter Job than you can do.”

Clint Harbers first gained at­
tention because of hLs out­
standing success In growing 
cotton The pa.st few years 
people have come near and far 
to see the "Harbers method" 
of producing cotton.

On Augu.st 6, The Abilene Re­
porter News held their annual 
soils day program on the Comer 
Haynes farn^. Haynes was one 
: f  the original Supervisors of 
the Middle Clear Fork Soil Con­
servation District and Is wide­
ly recognized as one of the out­
standing conservation farmers 
In that DLstrlct. He has forty 
acres of blue panic which he 
established In 1955. The quest- 
tlon was a.sked during the tour 
of his farm as to what he 
thtmght of blue panic. He Im­
mediately stated that It was the 
best thing he had run across In 
all his farming experience.

The often repeated question 
arises again, does conservation 
cost or does it pay?
