Clergymen And  
Social Security

Cleraymen can still elect so­
cial security coverage as self- 
employed persons under the 
old-age, survivors, and disabil­
ity Insurance provisions of the 
Social Security Act. The 1957 
Amendments to the law gives 
those clergymen who did not 
file waiver certificates before 
April 15, 1957, an extended per­
iod of two years (In general, 
through April 15, 1959), to elect 
coverage.

Clergymen who file waiver 
certificates during the extend­
ed period will be mandatorily i 
covered for 1956 and subsequent 
years for which they have net 
earnings from self-employment 
of 8400 or more. In addition, any 
minister who filed a waiver be­
fore August 31, 1957, but who 
filed It too late to secure cover­
age for 1950, may elect coverage 
for 1950 by filing a supplement­
al waiver durng the extended 
period. The waiver certificates 
can be obtained at your local 
social security office or from the 
Internal Revenue Service.

The amended law also pro­
vides that clergymen will now 
Include as net earnings for so­
cial security purposes the rental 
value of a parsonage or rental 
allownace furnished them as 
part of their compensation, and 
the value of meals and lodging 
furnished them for the con­
venience of their employer. This 
provision Is effective for tax­
able years ending on or after 
December 31, 1957.

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The Texas Exg Law has been 
In effect since February 17th, 
and already the Texas Depart­
ment of Agriculture U being 
flooded with questions concern­
ing Its various points.

Greatest concern seems to be 
whether ungraded eggs can now 
be sold In the state Yes! Un­
graded eggs can still be sold, 
bat they must be clearly mark­
ed “ Ungraded" on the package 
or carton.

Just because eggs have not 
been graded. It does not mean 
that the eggs are of poor quali­
ty On the contrary, a display 
o f ungraded eggs may contain 
a mixture of all egg grades. 
However, the eces must be of 
edible quality or they cannot be 
offered for sale.

Another point causing some 
confusion Is the fact that cer­
tain descriptive terms cannot be 
printed on egg cartons or used 
In advertising.

Any eggs trlow the quality of 
Grade A must not be labeled as 
“ fresh.” “ selected," "hennery," 
“ newlald," ■infertile,’’ “ cage," or 
other words or similar Import. 
These terms are confusing and 
sometimes mislead the consum­
er on eggs of lower quality Un­
less some baiu were placed on 
daocrlptlve phrases for eggs un­
der G r a d e  A, then ‘fancy 
phrases" might be used to cam- 
onflage the true condition or 
quality of the product.

And. finally, retail egg sellers

do not have to renew their li­
cense from the Texas Depart­
ment of Agriculture each year. 
The retailer’s license Is good In­
definitely until It Is recalled, 
cancelled or revoked .

For other segments of the In­
dustry however, licenses run 
only from Sept. 1 through Aug. 
31 of the following year. Those 
required to have a license In­
clude; Dealers, Wholesalers, 
Processors and Brokers.

Census Bureau 
To Obtain Facts On  
Consumer Income

Special questions on consum­
er Income, migration and family 
characteristics will be asked In 
the U. 8. Census Bureau's Cur­
rent Population Survey In Mar­
ch, according to Supervisor Jas 
W Stroud of the Bureau’s reg­
ional office at Dallas, Texas, 
which will participate In the 
survey. The special questions 
will be In addition to the regu­
lar employment and unemploy­
ment Inquiries asked each 
month In the Current Popula­
tion Survey.

The supervisor emphasised 
that all Information about Indi­
viduals furnished to the Census 
Bureau Is held In absolute con­
fidence under Federal law. It Is 
used only to obtain summary 
figures such as totals, averages 
and percentages for various 
groups In the population and 
not to show Information for 
particular families or Individ­
uals. The Information cannot 
be furnished to any other Gov­
ernment agency and thus can­
not be used for Investigation, 
taxation or regulation.

The Current Population Sur­
vey will be conducted locally 
and In 329 other areas of the 
country during the week of 
March 17. Information will be 
collected locally by Nella P. 
Casbeer of Lampasas, Texas.

t^oast Guard Auxiliary. Also all 
health organizations in Texas, 
the Department of Public Safe­
ty, and the Game and Fish 
Commission.

Leadership In the program 
has been assured by the Sports­
men’s Clubs of Texas, which 
group proposed that the Gover­
nor call a statewide Conference 
on Boating and Firearms Safe­
ty, to be held in May or June. 
Additional help In furthering 
the safety program will come 
from the Boating Trades Asso­
ciation of Texas, the National 
Rifle Association, the Outboard 
Boating Association, and the 
A6tM Extension Division. All are 
especially anxious to get youth 
groups interested so as to build 
Intense local support in every 
community.

A planning committee for the 
proposed Spring conference met 
with the governor on March 10 
and drafted a statewide educ- 
tlonal campaign on boating and 
firearms safety.

Actually outdoor life is no 
more dangerous than Indoor 
life. In fact, facts prove that 
there are more accldenu In the 
homes than on the highways. 
It's true that not all accidents 
can be prevented. But many 
can. No one can learn too much 
a b o u t  s a f e t y  precautions, 
whether It be safety on the 
highway. In the shop, on the 
water. In the field, or In the 
home.

But It Is well to be reminded 
of precautionary measures from 
time to time. And that’s what 
we propose to do.

First let’s look at "traffic” 
laws that are designed to make 
navagatlon safer. Actually they 
are much like our highway 
rules.

Let’s suppose that two boats 
are approaching head-on. The 
keep-to-the-rlght rule applies. 
Exception: If you’re too far to 
the left and It Is Impractlca'. to 
change your course.

Let’s presume that two boats 
are approaching an “Intersec­
tion.”  In other words, they are 
approaching at right angles to 
each other. Again It is the boat 
on the right that hits the right- 
of-way.

In motoring over the high­
ways, big trucks usually give In 
to the smaller automobiles, if 
for no other reason than plain 
courtesy. Same Is true of boat­
ing. Sailboats have prior rights 
over power boats; and all boats 
must exercise caution around 
canoes. The rule Is simple—the 
larger boats are expected to re­
spect the rights of the smaller 
ones.

Motorists signal by horn and 
by hand. Boaters do too. Only 
the horn Is used more than the 
band in boating.

However, boaters have one 
privilege not ordinarily granted 
to motorists. They can pass on 
either side without getting ar­
rested. Two blasts mean you 
want to pass on the left, or the 
port side.

A signal is acknowledged by 
an Identical blast. And It Is. the 
obligation of the boat that ap­
proaches from the rear to allow 
plenty of leeway.

It Is well to remember too.

that five or more blasts from 
a boat Is a danger signal.

It’s not only unsafe, but dis­
courteous to anchor a boat In 
a navigation channel. Further­
more it’s against the law if you 
block a navigation channel.

There la one circumstance 
when all rules can be broken. 
That’s when It Is necessary to 
do so to avoid a collision.

Every boat should be equipped 
with life preservers. If your 
boat has a 10-person capacity, 
then you must keep 10 life pre­
servers, or bouyant cushions or 
vests In your boat at all times.

And here’s a warning that’s 
too often Ignored. Don’t carry 
more passengers than the boat’s 
rated capacity. Overloading a 
boat Is dangerous.

A rule, and courtesy, which 
many boaters overlook Is that 
of slowing down when ap­
proaching another vessel, espec­
ially a smaller boat. Remember 
that it is your responsibility If 
you swamp another’s boat.

Lights, bow and stern, are re­
quired on all boats navigating 
at night. Red and blue on the 
bow; white on the stem. Spot­
lights should be used sparingly. 
S l o w  moving fishing boats 
should carry lanterns A blink­
ing "Ufe-Saver” lantern, such 
as the one made by Empire, Is 
Ideal. It blinks a red warning tc 
slow down traffic. Its strong 
beam warns of obstacles, thus 
making it worthy of a place on 
any size boat.

All boats are not required to 
carry fire extinguishers. But It 
Is a wise boatman who sees t o ' 
It that there Is an extinguisher 
handy. He also takes along an 
old army blanket, for there’s 
nothing better than a water- 
soaked blanket to smother a 
stubborn fire.

If your boat Is a small one, 
18-feet or less, a NO-SMOKING 
rule Is In order. Especially Is 
this true If yours Is an outboard 
carrying several extra tanks cf 
gasoline. One carelessly thrown 
match on such a boat could 
cause loss of life and property.

The above are but a few 
points for the boating enthus­
iast to consider. Later we’ll dis­
cuss precautionary measures 
which one should take while 
the many other pleasures of 
hunting, or skiing, or enjoying 
outdoor life.

Meanwhile, anchors away — 
and an enjoyable and safe ex­
cursion for you this weekend.

Conservation District.
This problem was discussed 

by the District Supervisors and 
Soil Ck)nservation Service tech­
nicians at length during their 
last regular meeting.

Seed from Introduced grasses 
are much more plentiful than 
seed from the native species. 
This is due largely to the ease 
of harvesting Introduced grasses 
compared to natives. Farmers 
on the Plains and in the Rio 
Grande valley have found grass 
seed production to be their most 
profitable cash crop. This is In 
addition to all the soil condi­
tioning and moisture conserv­
ing benefits of growing a per­
ennial grass in a crop rotation.

These areas have alleviated the 
seed shortage to 'a  large degree 
of the introduced grasses which 
have a wide adaption; however 
It has helped very little in sup­
plying adapted grasses to Cen­
tral Texas.

According to Rudy Peterson, 
range specialist of the Boil Con­
servation Service, native seed 
should not be moved more than 
one hundred and fifty miles 
from their origin. This places 
the Brown-Mills Soil Conserva­
tion District practically out of 
the realm of adapted native 
seed sources. Many of the intro­

BROILER INm'S'TRY
The broiler industry has been 

growing at a phenomenal rate.
A generation ago. commercial 

broilers were almost unknown 
and 10 years ago production 
totaled only ^10 million birds, 
reports Marshall Miller, associ­
ate extension poultry market­
ing .cpecialist

But the 1957 production Is 
estimated at 1.400 million birds 
and he adds that It will prob­
ably g? even higher In 1958

The per-caplta consumption 
of broilers has Jumi>ed from 
about 4 S pounds, ready-to-cook 
basis. In 1947, to more than 18 
pounds.

There are several factors 
which have contributed to this 
tremendous growth, points out 
MiUer.

First, he says, the Industry 
has proved Its ability to adapt 
ILs methods to the changing 
consumer demands and market­
ing conditions of recent years.

It has learned to provide the 
consumers with the products 
they want, at the times and 
places and In the forms they 
want them, and at prices they 
are willing to pay. The Indus­
try has also taken over much 
of the processing that used to 
be left up to the consumer.

The next thing pointed out 
by the specialist Is that the 
broiler Industry has Increased 
'.he scale of production, process­
ing, and distribution. In con­
trast with the small flocks com­
mon In former years, the 50,000 
farms reporting sale of broilers 
In 1954 had average sales of 
21.000 birds.

The industry has adopted 
much new technology and more 
research Is underway In order 
that progress may continue, he 
says. In production, a 4:1 ratio 
of feed consumed to pounds of 
live weight produced was com­
mon not many years ago. To­
day, the average Is only slightly 
above 2.5:1. Processing plants 
have made equally remarkable 
gains in efficiency.

With such a record. It Is no 
wonder that the broiler indus­
try often Is viewed as an ex­
ample of things to come In ag­
riculture and in food market­
ing.
