Farmers Home Administration Loans

Available To Eligible Applicants

to be significantly more ex-
pensive than similar buildings
on farms in the community.
An eligible applicant must:
(1) Own a farm which (a) will
produce a substantial part of
the opeérator’s annual cash in-
come and (b) is large enough to
be considered a farm; (2) Have
sufficient farm and other in-
come to pay farm operating
and family living expenses, and
meet payments on existing
debts including the proposed
farm housing loan; (3) Be with-
out sufficlent resources on his
own account and unable to ob-
tain credit needed to finance
the construction, repair, or im-
provement of homes and other
farm bulldings: (4) Have the
ability, and experience neces-
sary to carry out planned farm-
ing operations and other hous-
ing loan requirements; (5) Be
a ctizen of the United States.

The interest rate on farm
housing loans is 4 per cent per
year on the unpaid principal
Loans are scheduled for repay-
ment within the shortest time
consistent with the borrower’s
ability to repay. In no case will
the repayment period exceed 33
years. Each Jloan will be ade-
quately secured by a mortgage
on the farm, subject to any
existing prior liens

TS&GRA Requests
Public Hearing On
Labor At Eagle Pass

San Angelo—An urgent re-
quest for & public hearing at
Eagle Pass on the Mexican Na-
tional labor program has been
made by the Texas Sheep &
Goat Raisers Assoclation,

A telegram from T. A Kin-
cald, Ozona, TS&GRA president,
to Senator Lyndon B. Johnson
and Congressman W. R. Poage
(D-Texas), Vice Chairman of
the House Agriculture Commit-
tee, pointed out that “the live-
stock industry of Texas is plac-
ed in jeopardy because of re-
cent action by certain officlals
of the Mexican Government in
refusing to permit the contract-
ing of braceros for ranch work.”

Kincald sald that the purpose
of the hearing he was request-
ing was for determining the
cause and effecting a remedy
for this most serious situation,

“Braceros are practically the
only source of labor in this

area,” he added, “and a short-

age of ranch labor is certified to
by local offices of the Texas
Employment Commission, Lamb-
ing and shearing season which
Is a critical time is here and
the extra labor is essential.”

Kincald stated that Associa-
tion officials had received def-
inite assurances on February 12
from Robert C. Goodwin, Direc-
tor, Bureau of Employment Se-
curity that nothing would in-
terfere with processing the
specials, For a short time pro-
cessing did go on but stopped
abruptly on March 18 There
have been no specials since that
date nor any action from the
Department of Labor, he sald.
Kincald added that Mexico was
not permitting the passage of
any braceros at Eagle Pass as
specials and for those reasons
he had asked for the Congres-
sional hearing,
