When an egg is first laid, |
it is clean, A dirty nest, a hen
with muddy feet or broken eggs |
in the nest will cause dirty eggs. |
Provide at least one nest for
each four or five hens.

The floor of the house should |

be covered with a good, deep, |
dry litter. Confining birds to|
the house, especially in rainy
weather, helps keep eggs and
the litter clean and dry. Drop-
ping pits should be provided un- |
der the roost so that the hens|
will not walk through droppings |
and track them into nests. The |
type of waterer may determine |
to some extent how many clean,
egegs are gathered in the laying |
house.
