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CAPITAL INVESTED PER WORKER

Here is an interesting note regarding the trend with reference
o the amount of investment capital that is required to provide
® job in industry today as compared to 10 and 20 years ago.

Average capital investment per production worker has risgn
By more than 80 per cent in the past decade, reflecting the funda-
mamtal role played by savings and investment in the American
ssonomy, according to data compiled by the National Industrial
©mference Board

The per worker capital investment figure at the mid-
dle of last year was estimated at $16,000, The comparable
figure was less than $9,000 in 1948, when the post-World
War Il boom in plaut and equipment expenditures was
getting underway,. Petroleum, tobacco and chemicals were
the industries with the largest investment per production
worker, according to the latest data.

It must be remembered that these figures are calculated on
a pationwide basis and do not necessarily reflect a true picture
for each locality. However, this gives folk from a small business
semmunity some food for thought. While the figure may be some-
what smaller than this average the capital investment per worker
Ras risen in the small town in the same proportion as it has In
hig business

Twenty years ago it was reported that it required an invest-
ment of $7,500 to provide one job. Ten years ago the figure jumped
o $9.000 and today it is up to $16,000

You can use your own calculations in striking a happy
medium between the $9,000 of ten years ago and the pres-
ent $16,000 and see for yourself how much money it takes
as capital investment to provide one job for a worker.
Multiply that by the number of workers in any business
and see what it amounts to, y

Such is definitely not the
case, for by far the major por-
tion of programs formulated
and put into effect by the Tex- |
as Department of Agriculture
during this decade have been
done so on a primarily self-sup-
porting basis.

To have accomplished this is
not necessarily a new story —
but it is a practical one, placing
the major cost of the program
upon those who derive the most
service from it.

For example, in the case of
the Texas egg law passed by the
last regular session of the ug—‘
islature and now being admin-
istrated by the TDA, labelling
and licensing provisions requir-
ing small fees from egg indus-
trymen provide the bulk of
funds needed to finance inspec-
tion and regulation. The egg in-
dustry involved cooperates un-
hesitatingly, deriving benefit
and protection far In excess of

R e
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their own cost,

The same is true of numerous
other departmenta] programs,
such as seed registration and
certification, nursery inspection
and herbicide regulation.

In addition to expand self-
supporting programs, other ad-
ministration-inaugurated servi-
cés such as market news and
market expansion provide ex-
tensive benefits to farmers and
consumers alike at a minimum
cost which is shared by the fed-
eral government.

The over-all result is that the
Texas Department of Agricul-
ture in its over-all operation is
more nearly Independent of
state tax money than ever while
more and more Texans are real-

jzing its services,

WASH AND WEAR FABRICS

Wash and wear fabrics are
still. growing in popularity and
this spring are even more
abundant in clothing and yard-
age. Here are a few tips on wash
and wear finishes.

Wash and wear finish on
most fabrics is a resin treat-
ment much like that on fabrics
labeled crease resistant and
water repellent. It is a kind of
