THE falling off in the Louisiana sugar
crop on account of the damage by Monday's
storm is estimated as at least 500,000 hogs-
heads of sugar and 100,000 barrels of molasses*
worth in the aggregate over $2,000,000. The
loss in the cetton crop is not 8o easily estimated.

YELLOW FEVER NOTES.

Tur National Board of Heailth receiv-
ed information fiom Morgan City, La., that there
bad been one death there from yellow fever, and
thet the town was pervaded by a stsnch arising
from toe bolies of fish left on the shore by the
ﬂtood, and of cattlo drowned during the recent
storm.

PresipenT Langstaff of the Memphis
Howard association, who was in Chicago Wed-
nesday, says of the appeal for assistance made
by the “ex-foderal solaiers” of that city, that it
is only necessitated by their refusal to go to the
camps. If they conform to the rules adopted
for the public safety, they reeeive from the as-
sociation preciselv the same attention that is
given to others, Those who stubbornly refuse
to be goveruved by the sanitaryregulations whick
the authorities have endeavored to enforce, do
80 at thoir own peril, aad are entitled to no
special sympathy.

A areEAT burden of the Howards has
been the number of old ebronic cases of rhou-
matism, consumption, gout, maimed limbs, ete,
that took their beds, demanding nurses, medi-
cines, physieians, stimulants, nourishments,
ete., when it was first announced that only the
sick would be fed in the city, and one of the
great complaints of Howard physicians in the
beginuing of the evidemic was the large num-
ber of persons feigning sicknese in order to draw
rations from the Howards’ or Cit'zens’ Relief
asscciations.

THE citizens’ safety committee of
Memphis had & meetlng at which p general sys-
tem of economy was discussed, particularly as
regards the exponse of the camps. It was also
urged that the military now on duty was a
heavy and useless expense. During the discus-
sion, members of the Howard sssociation pres-
ent stated that that organization would be com-
pelled to close their supply depot, if material aid
did not come to hand in the next forty-eight
heurs. This would leave the subsistence of the
nurses and convalescents incumbent on the cit-
izens’ committee, the Howards only paying
nurses, physicians and drug bills. Tue matter
went over without action to be further consider-
ed. The Howards putlish the following change
in their department:

Resolved, that from and after this date the
Howard association will not grovlde for any but
vellow fever patients, and that our physicians
and visitors be and are hereby instructed to re-
lieve all nurses otherwise engaged.

Resolved, that the Howard visitors and physi-
cians be, and are hereby instrncted not to fur-
nish any supplies of any kind whatever but to
yellow fever patients.

Resolved, no order of any physician will
be recoguized by this sssociation, except! for
stimuiants and medicines.

Resolved, that all physicians shall certify up-
on all orders for nurses, medicines and stimu-
lants that the patient for whom they are re-
quired has the yellow fever. .

When thege rules are carried out a corre-
sponding increase in the number of yellow fever
cases may be looked for.

One Man’s Work.
Atehison Champion,

The following statement was forward-
ed to the Champion at the request of a
gentleman who knew the facts, and
thought it would be interesting as show-
ing what an energetic, industrious man
can do in Kansas. The writer tells his
story modescly and briefly, Itisa his-
tory of one man’s work, during a period
of sixteen months, with one team.
“What one man can do,” he writes us,
“others can do likewise if they have the
will, and I send you the statement for
the encouragement of others.” The
writer does not wish his name pub-
lished. He lives near Capioma, Nema-
ha county, and any of his neighbors will
certify to the truth of his statements
concerning his sixteen months work.
He writes :

“I put out, in April, 78, 32 acres of
barley on John Hodgins’ farm, of Cen-
tralia, and 25 aecres of corn on 'W. Pot-
ter’s farm, of the same place. I then
leased 160 acres of land in Capioma
township, for the term of five years, or
rather for five crops. I came outon the
land, it being then raw prairie, and
broke out twenty acres. The man I
leased the land of also broke twenty
acres. This spring I leased ten acres to
a nurseryinan, for hedge, for $£2.50 per
acre. I put out twenty acres of corn
and ten acres of spring wheat. I broke
fifteen acres the last week of March and
first week of April. I harrowed it over
eight times and planted it to flax. I
reaped an excellent crop, and the ground
is well rotted. I am telling this for the
benefit of others, as there are thousands
of dollars lost every year through not
planting the sod to flax. I then broke
twenty-five acres more prairie, and fin-
ished on the 17th of May. I didall my
work with one span of horses, that will
weigh about 2,300 pounds. I did all the
work myself, except that I hired a man
for one day to harrow while I sowed
wheat. Of course I put out a garden. I
must say also that I am a single man, so
that I kept bachelor’s hall in eainest,
for I did my own cooking and washing,
my mother at the time being East on a
visit. I have just finished cross-plowing
my new breaking,.being forty acres.”

Hoop-Snakes Rolling Up-Hill.

How the Deaf Can Hear.
New York Tribune.

The deaf can hear by means of their
teeth! The audiphone, an instrument In-
vented by a Western Yankee for alleviat.
ing the misery of deatness, is simply a
sheet of vuleanized rubber, about 1-22 of
an inch in thickness, set firmly in a handle
of th same material. In the upper rim of
this sheet are pierced some holes through
which passes a silken cord. This goe
down on the inner side of the sheet, to the
handle, through a slot in which it passes.
By pulling this cord the sheet is bent over
at any angle which the fuser may desire.
Each person has to ascertain for himself
what kind of a curve of the rubber sheet
will enable hin to hear best. Generally it
is very slight—only about ten or twelve
degrees—though apparently the deafer
the person the greater the curve must be.
When used, the person holding it simply
touches the upper edge of the fan, or au-
diphone, against the teeth of the upper
jaw. The voice of the speaker strikes
upon this tense sheet of rubber, and com-
municates to it vibrations which are In
turn imparted to the teeth, and then pass
to the auditory narve.  With this opera-
tion the outer ear has nothing whatever to
do, the delicate machinery through which
sound passing from without makes an 1m-
pression upon the auditory nerve is not
used at all. The outer ear may be stop-
ped up entirely, so tar as it is possible to
do it, and yet one hears distinctly the mo-
ment the audiphone is applied to the teeth,
The inventor is deaf himself. He happen-
ed one day to hold a watzch between his
teeth, and noticed that he could distinctly
hear its ticking, though when he held it to
his ear no sound was audible, This set him
‘o thinking that possibly he might be able
to invent some device by which the sound
of the human voice could be transmitted
to the auditory nerve through the med/um
of a tube, just as the ticking of the watch
had been.

Mental Cures of Physical Diseases.

The American young lady who beo-
lieved that she had got a bristle of her
tooth-brush fixed in her throat got
worse and worse, though there was no
bristle there, till she was persuaded by
her doctor’s ruse that he had extracted
1t, after which she recovered as rapidly.
On the other hand there are very well
attested cases, though none is quoted
by this writer, in which mere fright, di-
rected to the expected suffering of a dis-
eased part, has caused a powerful but
salutary revolution in the condition of
the diseased organ. Dr. Carpenter---
if we mistake not—in his “Mental Phys-
iology,” gives a case of the complete ab-
sorption of some very dangerous tumors
in a very few hours under the influence
of mere terror of the prospect of the
surgical operation—it was before the
days of chloroform—which had been de-
termined on to remove it. Here was a
case where attention—and attentien of
no hopeful kind—produced the very op-
posite effect to that which, in the Amer-
ican young lady’s case, attention of the
despondent kind had produced---the
very same effect, indeed, which a re-
mission of attention, when accompanied
by the hope of cure, had in that case
produced.

SPLIT WIDE OPEN!

A Bloody Chasm Over Which Tam-
many and Tilden Will Not
Shake Hands,

Riotous Proceedings in the New
York Democratic Convention
at Syracuse.

The Tilden Crowd Nominates Rob-
ingon, and Tammany Nom-
inates John Kelly.

Preliminary Skirmiash,

SYRACUSE, N. Y., Sept, 11.—The city Is
less excited this mornivg. The prevailiog
impression on the streets is that the Robin-
son men will persist and succeed in neminat-
ing him for Governor, Their leaders openly
say ‘‘Peace and Harmony’’ is played out,
and they will rigorously follow their original
programmse. The galleries of Weiting Hall,
where the Democratic convention is held,
were densely packed at an early honr,

THE ROW BEGINS.

State Senator Johu Jacobs called the con-
vention to order abouat 10 o’clock, snd re-
quested persons no! delegates and occupying
seats on the floor to retire, that the delegates
may be seated.

This request was followed by cries from
the galleries, *‘Put them Tammany roughs
out ” Chair requested the police to remove
from the gallery any man wbho insults any
member of this convention, The jntruders
upon the floor not retiring, the chair again
appealed to them and said if they would not
retire his only recourse was to ‘‘clear the
body of the hall and readmit only those
holding delegates’ tickets. Declegates must
be protected in their rights.”” [Applause.]
He saw a dozen men in front ot him whom
he knew and who were not delegaces,

THE CONTESTED SEATS.

The report of the committee on credentials
seated the McLaughlin delegates (regarded
for Robinson) from Brookiyn and the Tam-
many delegation, (anti-Robinson) from New
York. Thelrving Hall delegation (Robin-
son) from New York retired from the con'est
to avoid giviog any cause for Tammany Hall
refusing to support the ticket.

I'he temporary chairman was made per-
manent chairman of the convention, The
report of the committee on resolutirns was
then read.

The Haltle Opens.

Nominations for Governor now being in
order the name of Lucius Robinson was first
presented oy sn Albany delegate, and was
received with cheers, hootings, hisses,
while ironical laughter greeted thestatement
that the Governor, personally, wss opposed
to the continuation of his oflicial life. Kings
county delegates seconded the nomination of
Robinson, saying we will give him from
twelve to thirteen thousand majority. Cries
from the gallery, ‘*You haven’c got it and
can’t give it.” Kings county, ‘‘Yes we
have and we will record 1t A Tammany
delegate nominated Hon. Henry W, Slocum,
and another Tammany delegate, GGen. Wm,
F. Baldy Smith, seconded the nomination,
(ien. Slocum’s name was received with tre«
mendous cheering.

WORDS WITIH THE BARK ON.

Assemblyman Grady, Tammany delegate,
denounced Robinson, and said under vo
circumstances will Tammany support his
nomination if itis made.

After other spegghes had been made in
eulogy and denunciation of Robinson, a
delegate from Saratoga, named Cowan, de-
clared himself an early and consistent sup-
porter of Robinson. He was a Tilden man
and a Robinson man, but no man wou!d be
allowed to come between him and the Dem-
ocrat‘c party, as it was perfectly apparent
here that if Governor Robinson was renoms-
inated he would not be elected, he was not
for the renomination, When he had heard
of the disagreement in New York, he had
said that he would take the delegation by the
throat and make them do their duty. He
had said the same thing of the Albany dele-
pation, He had become convinced that
Lucius Robinson cannot be elected. He
said the gentleman presidiog here, (Jacobs)
would make a good enough Governor for
him. [Great and long-continued cheering. |

He then nominated John C, Jacobs for
Giovernor.

Tammavy's Triomph,

The applauso and cheering was very en-
thusiastic. He asked the secretary to put
the question upon his nomination by accla-
mation. There was great tumult and calls
for the question, and nearly every member
stood upon his feet, swinging his hat. The
secretary put the question and there was al-
most a uvanimous respense of aves, with
long, continued cheering, The secretary
declared

JOHN C, JACOBS NOMINATED
for the office of Governor, and there was
continued cheering repeated over and over,
followed by a scene of indescribable confu-
sion long continued.

A dozen mon then roee to mcva a recess,
and it was a long time before they could be
heard.

When quiet was restored Jacobs, chair
man, said he regretted that the secretary
had assumed tpe duties of the chair before
he had suthorized to do so. 1f he had been
asked concerningthe nemination which had
been made he would have respectfully de-
clined. Brooks insisted as a

POINT .OF ORDER

that the chair should recognize the pro-
priety of the action taken, and moved a re-
cess of two hours. At the end of the roll
call, on Brooks’ motion,the chair announced
that three tallies had been kept, each difler-
ent from the other. Oae tally carried the
motion and the other defeated it. Under
theee circumstances he must order the roll
to be again called, Pending this, the mo-
tion was modified 8o as to vrovide for are-
cess of onlyone hour. KFaulkner moved
that the chair himself keep the count of the
next call of the roll. The chair said he
would take the liberty of appointing Fauik-
ner and Gumbleton. Robinson and anti-
Robinson as tellers, and would watch them
both. He also said that the roll would be
called slowly, and each delegate when
named would rise in his place and respond.
The roll cali resulted, yeas 168, nays 217, so
the motion was rejected.

Antl-Tammany's Protest.

It looked as though the friends of Robin-
son weuld insiat that Jacobs’ nomination had
not been made, a nomination by acclamation
not being in order when other candidates
bhad already been put in nomination and
their names had not been withdrawn. Their
purpose of opposing a recess is understood
to ba that of demanding a call of the roll on
nomination.

DAVID DUDLEY FIELD

took the floor and inquired if there was not
danger that-in excitement and passion they
might lose sight of their duties to the Dem-
ocracy, who were behind them. Governor
Robinson was his life-long friend, but it was
indisputable that, right or wrong, he had
lost the counfidence of a portion ot the Dem-
ocracy. Let them unite on some man who
can unite the party and lead them to success.

Peckham, of Albany, moved that the ro'l
be called, and that each delegate name his
choice for Governor. (Applsuse). The
chair said it their was no objection, he
would consider Peckham’s nomination, and
80 it was declared,

Wagstaff (Tammany) called attention to
the fact that there was a question pending
on the motion made just betore Cowan nom-
inated Jacobs, to appoint a

table, and on this the nayes and ayes were
ordered.

Fulkner: Robinson here took the chair.

Cowan claimed that the convention had
already nominated a candidate for Governor
and moved the convention proceed t0 nom-
inate a Lieutenant Governor.

The chair said the chairman had decided
the question of the nomination of Governor,
and he occupying the chair temporarily
would not change that decision, (Cries of
“*No, no!"”)

Peckham made a point of order that the
convention had already ordered the roll eall
on another motion.

The chair corrected himself, He said the
pending motion was to lay on the table
which was not debatable. The roll was
then called on the motlon to table the mo-
tion for a committee of one from each
county to be appointod by the chair, to
consult upon the situation and presont to
the convention a single name for Governor.

Resolutions Adopted.

The following platform was presented and
adopted:

Nomination of John Keliy for Govaroor.
Four wsecretaries were appointed, two
from New York and one each from West-
chester and King’s county. A committee
was appointed to report what action the con-

Kelly for Governor was made unanimous by
a rising vote, with great enthusiasm,

Speech of John Kelly,

Juno. Kelly beiog called for was received
with three time three cheers. He tbanked
the convention for the compli ment paid him.
He regarded it as a compliment coming
from the heart and not from the lips. He
did not expect to be elected Giuvernor, but
he did expect to defeat a man who had com-
mitted great outrages upon the p:opla of
New York.
