growth rate. Therefore a rat 8 
weeks old may «be compared to 
a child of about 8 years.

We decided to do our experi­
menting with the Importance of 
milk In the diet. Prom previous 
surveys conducted In our high 
school we found that very few 
of our students drank enough 
milk each day.

Our animals are of the same 
sex and litter and weighed the 
same (55 grams» at the begin­
ning of the experiment. Each 
receives exactly the .same diet 
with the exception of milk. One 
rat gets all the milk he can 
drink while the other gets none. 
We will conclude the experi­
ment at the end of ten weeks. 
We are keeping accurate rec­
ords, taking pictures, etc., so 
there will be a lasting Illustra­
tion of what the experiment 
has accompUshed We are point­
ing out that weight and growth 
are not the only signs of good 
nutrition. They are encouraged 
to think of other .signs such as 
disposition, skin, eyes, facial 
expression, and the general 
feeling of well being.

The Inadequate diet for the 
' one rat will be changed at the 
I end of the experiment so that 
puplLs will not feel sorry for 
the undernourished one.

We hope that this will prove 
to be a real life lesson In food 
and health.

“Do you have a current In­
spection Sticker on your wind­
shield? If not. why wait any 
longer to have ynur car Inspec­
ted at a State approved Inspec­
tion station.

This announcement by Cap­
tain E C. Smith, of the Motor 
Vehicle Inspection Services for 
the Texas Department of Pub­
lic Safety, called attention to 
the April 13th deadline for ob­
taining the current sticker.

Each year many people wait 
until the last few days of the 
Inspection period to have their 
vehicles Inspected. By putting 
off what you should do now, 
you may be one of the many 
car owners that will have to 
stand In line as the dead line 
approaches.

Not only is It unsafe to oper­
ate a vehicle which may have 
defective equipment, but the 
person who drives a vehicle 
without a valid Inspection stic­
ker can be charged In court 
with a violation of the traffic 
law and faces the possibility of 
a fine.

The department report .shows 
that as of February 1. only 728 
of 2.895 Mills County regUter- 
ed vehicles had been Inspected 
as required by law.

Questions Aud 
Answers About 
Social Security

Question: I am now unem­
ployed, age 36, and have a fam­
ily to support. Can I draw ao- 
rlal security benefits until I 
find a Job?

Answer: No. You are probably 
confused with unemployment 
compensation, which Is not paid 
from social security but from 
the Federal Unemployment Tax 
Fund. Business and Industrial 
employers having 4 or more em­
ployees are required to contrib­
ute to this fund. The contribu­
tions are based on a percentage 
of the employees' wages, but 
nothing Is withheld from their 
wages for this purpose. You 
should contact the nearest of­
fice of the Texas Emplojrment 
Commission.

Question: My husband and I 
were able to adopt our orphaned 
granddaughter a year ago. 
Sometime ago I was told that 
the adoption would have to be 
In effect for three years before 
we could receive any social se­
curity for her. My husband has 
reached age 63. has retired, and 
will apply for social security; 
but I am not age 62 so I could 
not apply now. However, does 
the new law make It pouible 
for our girl to receive benefits 
also?

Answer: Yes, also you can re­
ceive payments as a wife under 
age 62 with a minor child In 
your care. The 1938 Amend­
ments to the Social Security Act 
removes the requirement that 
an adopted child of a retired 
person must have been adopted 
for three years to qualify for 
benefits
