State conventions will be the 
second Tuesday after the run­
off primary—or about the mid­
dle of June Thu U the conven­
tion to name delegates to the 
national presidential nominat­
ing convention.

Earlier elections had the 
strong backing of U S Sen 
Lyndon B Johnson's friends 
and supporters. As a pouible 
pre.«ldrntial nominee, he would 
be lr> a stronger po.'-ltion If his 
race for a new senatorial term 
were behind him at national 
convention time.

Governor Daniel took excep- 
ti n to and got the Legislature 
to chiinge certain provisions of 
the bill before he slened It. He 
objected to having Di'mocraiic 
executive rommittr* members 
elected by district caucu.se« 
r.ither than the whole conven­
tion This provision was remov­
ed and the law remalrui as It 
wa.s.

He also didn't like the LegU- 
lature's proposal to have state 
conventions before the second 
primary, so the date was chang­
ed to 10 daya after the second 
primary.

A troUine Is simply about a 

hundred feet of strong cord with 
drop hooks suspended at Inter­
vals of several feet. Usually, 
one end of the line Is tied to a 
tree or rock on the shore, and 
the other to an anchor In the 
w a t e r .  Different conditions, 
however, often dictate other 
ways of setting out the line.

One way Is to attach an end

of the line to a dock piling, 
under water, then stretch the 
'Other end out to its extremity, 
u.slng an anchor at each end to 
keep the line taut and the hook.s 
Ju-st above the button. With 
this method, the line Is kept 
concealed, entanglement with 
boats U avoided, and two-leg­
ged predators are frustrated.

When It Is desirable to set the 
line in deep water, some dUt- 
ance from .shore, a float Is used 
for each 23 feet of line.

In a slow-flowing stream 
some fishermen use a float at 
one end only. Thus the level of 
the varlou.s hooks extends from 
near the surface, at the float 
end. to near the bottom at the 
other end. In thl.s way. y-m 
make an offering of bait to the 
fLsh no matter at what level he 
may be swimming.

Another method Ls to fix a 
float at each end of the line. 
Inside of the two anchors. Then 
let the hcoks dangle down along 
the line, not stretched tight, 
between the floats. This meth­
od presents the bsited hooks at 
various levels.

In a river or lake bed, many 
fishermen drive slakes at op­
posite ends of a fairly taut line, 
then tie on an anchor In the 
middle of the line. This drops 
the center of the line to the 
bottom. The hooks then vary 
upward In depth from the 
anchor to the .slakes. In two 
dlrectloius. If no anchor Is a t­
tached to the center of the line, 
and It Is stretched tight, the 
baited hooks will ride Ju.st un­
der the surface.

There are other variations of 
the troUine set Mary variations 
will occur to the fisherman as 
he .survey.! the water where he 
plans to operate.

Hcst time to set out a troUine 
Is at dusk This bec.iuse a cat­
fish Is notoriously a night 
feeder. As most other fish feed 
In the daytime, the night fish­
erman avoids stealing of bait 
by the other finny ones.

Of course, catfish do some­
times feed during the daylight 
hours, especially the channel 
cat.

As Indicated above, one of the 
main questions about .setting a 

I trotline is whether you want it 
I deep or shallow. Your decision 

on this part will depend on 
what kind of catfish you’re go­
ing after. And what kind are 

I most numerous In the body of 
water where you are fishing.

Yellow and blue cals feed on 
: the bottom. In fact, so do most 
j varieties, except the channel 
I cat. 'The latter usually will be 
: found close to the top.

TroUine fishing varies a great 
deal with each locality and each 
body of water. The fisherman 

I will do well to learn the feeding 
habits of the fish he seek.s. 

i Channel cat will come out of 
! the deep water to feed along the 
. banks on Insects that fail off 
' the trees and bu.shes. There­
fore. a line stretched parallel 
with the bank In two or three 
feet of water Is in a g>K)d posi­
tion to catch some fish

Another good place to set 
your line Is at the mouth of the 
creek a.s It empties Into the lake, 
or a rreek Into a river. The 
running water usually brings 
different sort- <>f food Into the 
deeper, qulcier, lake water. 
Here It is best to set the trot- 
llne acravs the running water, 
Jast upstream from the ripples.

If there are l.irge patches of 
cattails, or .sm.all trees and 
brush, growing In the water

where the blackbirds and other 
birds roost, a good set can be 
made by circling the patch. This 
situation usually occurs In the 
fall when the birds are migrat­
ing. Catfish of all kinds will be 
caught near such a roost.

One caution—there are about 
as many laws on catfUhlng as 
there are lakes, rivers and 
counties. Always check with 
your local game warden before 
going out. There's another good 
reason for seeing this official. 
He wants you to catch fish and 
likely will give you some good 
Up.! on where to go and how to 
-set your line.

Length of line is usually gov­
erned by local regulations. Just 
remember that two short lines 
are better than one long line. 
The minute you start running 
your line, the hooked fish ort It 
will start fighting to get off. 
The longer It takes you to reach 
him, the more chance he has 
of tearing hlm-self loose.

Don't stop to bait empty 
hooks until you have finished 
running the line. Balt them 
coming back.

Trotlines should be checked 
every three hours at night to 
remove the captured fish and 
to rebait the hooks.

If you spend several nights
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on the river or lake, it Is wise 
to remove the trotline after one 
or two nights, because the 
rough fish and predators will 
have discovered It and will hang 
around to reduce your catch.

You want to use hooks In a 
size not large than 4/0. That 
one will hold almost any big 
fl>h you wUl get, but It Is not 
so large that most catfish can't 
get it in their mouths. Some 
trotllners u.se 2/0 or 3/0 hooks. 
It’s a matter of choice.

You can rig up your own trot- 
line readily enough. Ask your

local tackle dealer for supplies 
and instruction. Or, if you are 
not a do-lt-yourself type, get 
the Octopus Trotllne, man«- 
factured by F. Lawrenz Co. of 
Dallas. This rig features a two- 
way swivel that prevents the 

Tlsh from getting off the hook, 
no matter how much he spins, 
jrrks or twists.

that day in the life and experi­
ence of the early Church is that 
they were filled with the Holy 
Spirit That is why they came 
out of the hiding in which they 
had been meeting for fear of 
persecution and Peter stood up 
boldly and said to the throng^ 
in the same city where Jesus 
was crucified, "This Jesus God 
raised up. and of that we all 
are wltneases” The city was 
filled with wonder when they 
saw the boldness of these disci­
ples who fearlessly Indicted.
"This Jesus you crucified and 
killed by the hands of lawless 
men . . . God raised up “ Again 
this boldness Is noted In an In­
cident some days later when 
Peter and John were on trial 
before some of the same lead­
ers who had condemned Jesus 
to death. It is said that “When 
they saw the boldness of Peter 
and John . . . they wondered; 
and they recognized that they 
had been with Jesus.”

That coming of the Holy 
Spirit into their lives was the 
fulfillment of the promise of 
the same token of so many 
times in the early verses of The 
Acts. Jesus had “charged them

So that The Book of 
the AcU of the Apostles might 
be called the Acts of the Holy 
Spirit. It wa.s the Church of a 
vital experience. It was the 
Church of a dynamic witness 
and a ringing testimony,— 
"Whereof we all are witnesses.*’ 
Their message, therefore, was 
not good views, but Good News.
