Farmers o f Mills County who 
are Interested In the Conserva­
tion Reserve o f the Soil Bank 
for the I960 crop season will be 
able to get full information at 
the county Agricultural Stabili­
sation and Conservation office 
after the middle o f August, ASC 
Chairman E L. Burkett said.

This wUl be the fifth  year of 
the Conservation Reserve, under 
which farmers contract to w ith­
draw general cropland from 
production and protect It with 
conservation uses fur a period 
of 3 to 10 years The national 
program for 19U0 was announc­
ed recently, but It will be sev­
eral weeks before county office 
personnel has full details, Mr. 
Burkett said.

The 1940 Conservation reserve 
will be similar to the 1939 pro­
gram, Mr Burkett said, except 
that substantially less new acre­
age will be taken into the pro­
gram than last year—only about 
3 million acres nationally as 
compared with approximately 
13 million last year The basic 
national rate o f payment will 
be S13 30, the same Is In 1939.

The principal changes in the 
program this year will be as 
follows:

1 Land owned by a State, 
County, town, or local govern­
ment will be ineligible for the 
program - a rule which Is a l­
ready In effect for Federal land.

As In 1939. the 1940 Conserva­
tion Reserve wilt be conducted 
on an offer-and-acceptance ba­
sis. The flr.st step will be for 
the farmer U> Inform the coun­
ty o ffice o f the land he wants 
to place In the program and re­
quest that a basic per acre rate 
be established for that land 
These rate requests may be filed 
at the county office beginning 
August 24, and must be filed not 
later than Sept 10, If the farm­
er wants to be considered for s 
1940 contract

The county committee will es­
tablish the rate, setting It 10 
per cent higher If all eligible 
cropland on the farm Is to be

retlrecL
After the basic rate has been 

determined, the farmer may ap­
ply for a contract at any figure 
below that rate. In case the 
county receives more applica­
tions than It can accept, prior­
ity will be given to the farmer 
offering the land at the lowest 
rate compared with the basic 
rate established for hts land. 
For example. If the basic rate 
on a farmer's land Is set at $13 
an acre, he will have a better 
chance o f getting a contract If 
he offers the land at 19 an acre 
than If he offers It at $10 or 
more.

For most farnvs. placing land 
under contract will require a 
corresponding acreage reduc­
tion In grains, oilseeds, and row 
crops, which are known as Soil 
Bank base crops The per-scre 
rate will be earned each year 
the contract Is In effect In ad­
dition. a farmer ran get a cost- 
share payment to assist In es­
tablishing approved conserva- 
vation uses on the land.
