NEWS OF THE WEEK.

WASHINGTON NOTES.

DEBT STATEMENT FOR JULY.

The debt statement shows the increase
of debt for July to be $6,086,344; cash in
treasury, $282,905,273; gold certificates, $15,-
240,700; silver nertificates, $2,785,850; certifi-
cates of deposit outstanding, $403,305; refund-
ing certificates, $6,058,350; legal tenders out-
standing, #346,686,016; fractional currency
outstanding, $#15,814,823. The increase of the
debt is due to the payments on aecount of ar-
rears of pensions from United Btates notes
held for the redemption of fractional curren-
cy, as provided by the act of June 21, 1879.

The coinage for standard silver dollars
for July will fall between $500,080 to 700,000
short of the minimum amount fixed by law,
#12,000,000. The monthly deficiency will .be
due to the fact that on the 1st of July the
stock of silver bullion at the San Francisco
and Carson City mints had been so much re-
duced that there was nothing to commence
work upon.

The amount of national bank notes re-
deemed at the treasury during the fiscal year
just cloged, on account of failures, going into
liquidation and reducing circulation, is $7,-
366,457, :

In recognition of the labors of Prof.
Gmeist, President Hayes has transmitted him
a collection of volumes on the history of ju-
risprudence.

National baunk notes to the amount of
$7,366,457 were redcemed at the Treasury last
fiscal year, on account of failure and liquida-
tion.

It is believed in official circles that
Wayne MacVeagh, of Pennsylvania, will be
given the English mission.

CRIMINALITIES.
A DESPERATE HORSE THIEF.

Sheriff Hodgson, of Allen county, Kan-
sas, and Sheriff Bmith, of Woodson county ac-
companied by ten menstarted from Humboldt
Sunday to arrest D. O. Tuse a horse thief, at
Rainbow creek, three miles from Fredonia.
In Wilson county, they overtook Tuse in the
road. When, within fifty yards of him, Tuse
was informed that they had a warrant for his
arrest, and was ordered to surrender, and that
he need fear no harm. Tuse replied to this
summons with a bullet. Then the firing be-
gan in earnest on both sides. No onein the
sheriff's posse was much injured, but one
merely having his leg grazed by a bullet.
Tuse tired five shots before he gave up. In
the fight, it is said, he received eight wounds
—one in the mouth, the ball coming out near
the ear, one in the right hand, another in the
groin and the balance in his legs.

WHOLESALE NOLLE PROS,
At Little Rock, Ark., Thursday, twenty-

three criminal cases pending in Chicot coun-
ty for several years, growing out of the mur-
der of one Baunders by a negro mob, have
been nolle prossed by the Btate's attorney.
Judge Downs and two other white men, indi-
cated as accessories before the facts, were pres-
ented and demanded a trial, and protested
against a dismissal, but the judge dismissed
all the cases upon the assurance of the State’s
attorney that owing to the state of the public
mind in Chicot, the majority of the popu-
lation of which is negro, conviction is impos-
sible.
OOFFEYVILLE SACKED.

Tour desperadoes entered Coffeyville at
eight o’clock on the morning of the 2nd. They
killed a man named Kirkpatrick, a stock man
living on Little Coney river, a few miles from
the village, robbed Mr. Peters of two hundred
and fifty dollars and robbed the postoffice of
seventy dollars. They are supposed to be the
same party who killed Kennedy on the Cana-
dian river. Indian Territory. The headquarters
of the desperadoes is supposed to be the Ar-
buckle Mountains. They left about half-past
eight o’clock, in the direction of Bartletsville,
Indian Territory.

CAUGHT BY HOUNDS.

At Atlanta, Ga., Monday, the officers
returned from a blood hound hunt after one
of the murderers of DeFoor and wife. On
Friday night they captured him and he confess-
ed to the murder being done by himself, a white
man and another negro, Asa Morgan. The
captured man na{s he held the lamp while
the white man killed the old people. Two
officers are after the other two. Morgan is in
jail. He was badly bitten by the hounds. He
says a large amount was obtained by the mur-
der.

STABBED TO THE HEART.

On last Saturday Charles Timpke and
James Ord, son of General Ord, department
commander, while riding from the town of
Pleasanton, Tex., were hailed by Thomas F.
Dewees, between whom and Tempke a fend
had existed. Tempke asked what was wanted.
Dewees knocked him from his horse with his
fist. Tempke retracted, followed by Dewces,
who continued striking him. Finally Tempke
drew a knife and plunged it into Dewees’
heart, causing instant death.

THE WIFE'S DEFENCE.

Thomas H. Benner who occupies the
lodge at Antietem cemetery, Mo., on Monday,
was instantly killed by his wife. He charged
her with intimacy with Havenfield, superin-
tendent of the cemetery, and made an assault
upon her, when she seized a carbine and shot
him through the heart. The wife was lodged
in jail at Hagershorn. B8he alleges the shoot-
ing was done to protect her own life.

A BLOODY ENCOUNTER.
At Pittsburg, Pa., on the 1st, John D.

Weiss attacked with a razor a woman named
Irwin with whom he had been living, and af-
ter cutting her about the head and face escap-
ed through the rear entrance of the house.
He was pursued by two officers and being hard
pressed took refuge in an out house and open-
ed fire on the police who returned the fire,
killing Weiss instantly,

OUT ON BAIL.

At St. Louis on the 2nd, Mayor Goldsoll,
who has obtained considerable notoriety in
connection with the affairs and failure of the
Broadway savings bank, and who was indicted
about two wecks ago for receiving money
known to have been embezzled, appeared be-
fore the court of criminal correction and gave
bonds in $17,000 to answer the charge against
him.

A DUELIST ARRESTED.
At Richmond, Va., Monday, Judge

Ould, a prominent lawyer and well known as
a confederate commissioner for the exchange
of prisoners during the war, and Dr. A, Speer
George, were arrested charged with being
engaged in a duel. The trouble between the
parties grew out of a lawsuit known as the
George case which was recently settled by com-
promise,

U. 8. Government detectives on the 2nd
arrested James W. Walsh, for seven years a
letter carrier in Detroit, Mich., for robbing the
mails, alsh made a full confession in writ-
ing, acknowleding he made a practice of
ripping open registered letters for the last two
years.

A MILLION MELTED.

At Hamilton, Ont., on the 1st, a de-
structive fire burned Mclnnes block, doing
much damage to the bank of Hamilton, Tuar-

ner, Livingston & Co., McInnes & Co., and the

Hamilton and Provident loan association, also
the Merchants’ bank.
BULLETS FOR BREAKFAST.

A shooting affray occurred at the farm
residence of Lucas Covert, near Columbus,
Ind., at the breakfast table Wednesday morn-
ing, between his sons Henry and Aleck, in
which Henry was instantly killed and Aleck
mortally wounded.

WILL FIGHT IT OUT BEYOND.

Robert Taylor, one of the Aullville vie-
tima, shot in the affray a few days ago, died
last Tuesday night at 7 o’clock. His brother,
Dick Taylor, was killed at the same time.
Wren, who shot both, was also shot five times,
but is recovering.

PICKLED PO1SON,

At Newark, N. J., on the lst Katie
Moore died from eating pickles. The family
of James Darke, of that city, where the young
woman was visiting, are seriously sick from
the same cause.

ANOTHER HEMPS-DEAD VIOTIM.

At Hempstead, Thursday, K. R. Booth,
ex-county attorney, was shot and instantly
killed by R. T. Springfield. The murderer is
at large and two sheriffs’ posses pursuing.

A LARGE STEAL.

Edward P. Paige, formerly chief clerk
in the Vermont Central railroad office, has
been arrested, charged with embezzling $17,-
000.

CASUALTIES,

CARVED BY THE CARS.

The body of a man was found near the
Pacific track at Knob Noster, Mo., Tuesday.
From appearances he had been dead two days.
The right foot was cut to pieces and the side
of the head caved in. He was recognized as
Jim Collins, a miner at Montserratt. He was
last seen Saturday, very drunk. It is suppos-
ed he was struck by a train and knocked from
the track, when he crawled off and died. He
was struck before while drunk by a train,
about a month ago.

THE GREEN APPLE PLAGUE IN IOWA.

A diisease akin to cholera is ravaging
Center Point, Linn county, Iowa. Fully 20
persons died from the effects during 13 days
and an equal number were prostrated by it.
1t is raging also in Walker, a little town seven
miles from Center Point, several deaths hav-
ing occurred there. An order for forty coffins
was received from Center Point by a Dubuque
undertaker. The physiciars of Center Point
are worn out and resideunts are fleeing from the
place.

HORRIBLE BEATH,

On the 2nd, Mrs. John Howe, wife of a
prominent business man of Ciucinnati, and
her servant girl named Anna Brown, fell
through the floor of a vault at their residence
in Covington, and before they could be rescued
both weresuffocated. Mr. Howe, hearing cries,
ran out and jumped down to their relief. He
was taken out insensible, but was resuscitated
by vigorous means,
ACCIDENTALLY POISONED.

At Livingston, Ky., two young sons of
Dr. A. H. 8. Boyd being ill, their father deter-
mined to give them santonine, but through
mistake gave them poison. In half an hour
they took spasms and one died in a half and
the other in three-quarters of an hour. Dr.
Boyd is one of the most respectable citizens
of Livingsten, and the boys were promising
youths.

THE BURNING ELEMENT.

Monday a fire at Wells’ station on the
Mackinac division of the Michigan Central
railroad, destroyed a store, saw and shingle
mill, the sheds containing 250,000 shingles
and about 150.000 feet of lumber, all owned
by Thos. Nestor, of East SBaginaw. Three
Michigan Central cars were also burned.
The total loss is about #17,000; insurance,
#10,000.

A WHOLESALE DROWNING.

John Krause, of East Farmington, Polk
county, Minn., drove into the lake with six
children in his wagon to water his horses. I'he
horses becoming frightened ran into deep wa-
ter, the wagon upset and Krause and 5 of the
children were drowned, one boy escaped by
swimming. The eldest child was a girl of
seventeen.

A BOY MANGLED.

On the 2nd, Ed. Whipple, a nine year
old son of Mr. Krank Whipple, residing in
North Lawrence, was run over by a Kansas
Pacific switch engine and horribly mangled.
It was necessary to amputate his right arm.
His recovery is very doubtful.

DEATH DOWN BELOW.

At New York Wednesday, John Jen-
kins, a diver, was suffocated while endeavor-
ing to recover an anchor off the Battery, The
air tube having burst.

TWO SISTERS DROWNED,

At Brockville, N. Y., Wednesday, Miss
Hugel, aged 18, and sister, aged b years, were
drowned in the St. Lawrence while bathing,

THE SOUTH.

LATEST REPORTS FROM THE FEVER DISTRICT.

In Memphis on the 29th the weather re-
mained sultry and six new cases were report-
ed to the board of health. A camp has been
established and the refugees left the city in
large crowds. I'he policy of the authorities
to furnish rations only to those who are in
camp, will be strictly observed. All mail mat-
ter leaving this city is thoroughly disinfected
under the personal supervision of the inspect-
ing officers of the national board of health.

The Howard Association assigned ten addi-
tional nurses to duty. The executive commit-
tee of the national board of health has issued
a circular on disinfection. It advises a thor-
ough scrubbing and moist cleaning to be fol-
lowed by fumes of burning sulphur at the
rate of 18 ounces per 1000 cubic feet of space
to be disinfected.

No new cases reported in New Orleans.

Montgomery, Ala.,, and Vicksburg, Miss.,
have established quarantine against New Or-
leans. In consequence of a possible interfer-
ence from local quarantine the executive coun-
cil have decided to hold a convention at the
National Cotton Exchange,in New Orleans, the
13th of August instead of at 8t. Louis.

Instructions were issued to the managers
and conductors of railroads, as also to all own-
ers and officers of steamboats arriving are de-
parting from the city of Louisville, to allow
no baggage to pass into or eut of the city un-
til the same ngall have been inspected and
disinfected.

In Cincinnati, A. M. Nash, a broker was re-
moved to the hospital sick with yellow fever.

At Memphis on the 30th the fever was
on the decline, there being only one death and
four new cases. There are fifty-six sick with
forty-five nurses on daty. W. W. Corcoran,
banker at Washington, D. C., sent a check for
#2,000, to be used for the removal of the poor
and destitute from the city. The weather has
settled. John B. Easton, eldest son of Dr.
Thos. B. Easton, was stricken with the fever.
This case, together with the wife and two
daughters, includes the entire family, who are
now prostrated with the disease.

In Bt. Louis a colored servant of Captain
Lee of the steamer Coahoma, known by the
name of Henry, dicd at No. 712 Wash street
of yellow fever,

Prof, Chandler, of the board of health says
scarlet fever cansed more deaths in New York
State last dyen' than yellow fever did in the
Bouth, and yet failed to excite public appre-
hension, or to make people ordinarily careful
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to prevent infection. A, F. Reith, a barber on
the steamer Baratoga, while in a delirium at
uarantine, sprung up in his bed, and seizing

e long side whiskers of Williams, the hospi-
tal steward and nurse, tore out a great handfull
by the roots. Williams was recently left afor-
tune of $20,000 in England, but he refused to
abandon the work of nursing yellow fever pa-
tients in the quarantine hospital, which he has
taken upon himself.

In New Orleans two suspicious cases were re-
ported to the board of health Wednesday, mak
ing a total of five now under observation.

There had been one hundred and seventeen
deaths from yellow fever during the week end-
ing July 26. in Havana

At Memphis on the 31st, five new cases
were reported to the board of health. A large
meeting of colored people was held at noon at
Cochrane hall. Resolutions opposing the re-
moval of the blacks to the camp and their de-
termination to appeal to absent merchants for
assistance, were adopted. A sentiment is
growing strongly opposed to the camp scheme,

In New York Thursday, Bartholomew Me-
Keon, a fireman on the steamer Merida, from
Havana, died of yellow fever at quarantine.
A. F. Reith, a barber on the steamer Saratoga,
di;)d. One more patient is still in the hospi-
tal.

At 8Bt. Louis two deaths from yellow fever
and several suspicious cases were reported.

At Little Rock, Ark., Health Officer Colburn
sent to Grand Glaizo by the board of health
to explain to the people that the quarantine
building proposed there is for the detention
of suspected people, the transfer of freight,
ete., and not for a pest house, returned and re-
ported the Grand Glaizo people unreasonable
and willing to fight rather than allow the erec-
tion of the building. Colburn saysit waswith
difliculty intelligent people could prevent a
riot and the destruction of railroad property.
A man came down from Charleston, Mo., to
Popular Bluff without permission of Dr. Jones
and got on again at Popular Bluff with per-
mission of Dr. Waters. At Walnut Ridee the
people threatened hanging him if he didn’t
get out. It was determined to send him back
on a freight train, but he took to the woods.

At New Orleans Thursday, the hoard of
health adopted resolutions deprecating the
cnactment of severe quarantine regulations
against that city, expressing the opinion there
is no reason of an alarm and hoping that soon
the places of cities that have through great
prudence put up quarantine bars, will feel it
in their power to take them down and allow
the business of the country to proceed where
it can do so without any real danger to the
public health,

At Memphis on the first thirteen new
cases were reported to the board of health.
Among the contributions received was $200
from John B. Draker, of the Grand Pacific
hotel, Chicago.

At a meeting of the committee of safety a
declaration was adopted for the rights and
safety of the colored people, 1t was resolved
that only by means of camps it is possible for
us to guard against the evil of people intrud-
ing into the city to draw rations. We are to
guard so large an area as that covered by the
town, and when the people thus come into an
afflicted locality they will carry the seeds of
the disease with them all over the land. That
in forming, as in carrying into effect these
plans, we make no discriminations against col-
ored men. Of our regular police now on night
duty, one-third are colored. All of the detail
made from volunteer companies of daylight
service are colored men. All the militia as yet
placed by the governor under command of
Col. Cameron are colored men, and the same
supplies are given by our committee of chari-
ty to the sick in colored families as in white
families, the books of our committee bearing
evidence of the facts. Two representatives of
the colored men, Capts. Glass and Brown, have
seats in this committee. The following offer-
eg by Capt. James Glass, colored, was adopt-
ed.

Resolved, That the colored people be in-
formed that whenever they choose to form a
camp, under regulations already prescribed,
outside the infected localities, they will be
supplied in Col. Cameron’s requisition just as
they are at Camp Mark, provided they be
within reach of the commission depot of Camp
Marks.

The ship Templar arrived in San Fran-
cisco on the first of August, 161 days from
Rio Janeiro, where she put in for repairs, on
har voyage out from New York. While in Rio
Janeiro the eaptain took the yellow fever but
recovered. Nine of the seamen died in that
port from that disease. The first day after
leaving Rio Janeiro the fever reappeared. The
wife of Capt. Armstrong, and Henry Cave and
Michael Walsh, seamen, died, and Capt. Arm-
strong’s daughter, the ship carpenter and
several sailors were taken down. Capt. Arm-
strong is still ill and several of the crew, not
having fully recovered. Quarantine officers
took charge of the vessel, destroyed the bed-
ding and carpets and took her in quarantine.
There has not been a new case of fever en
board for three months,

At New York Charles Otto, of the steamer
City of New York, and Wm. Kennedy, of the
steamer Moro Castle, have been sent to the
quarantine hospital, sick with the yellow fe-
ver.

At Memphis on the 2nd fourteen new
cases were reported to the board of health and
its was thought advisable to declare the fever
epidemic. Col. Cameron has quietly collected
all the arms and ammunition from the gun
stores and placed the same in the arsenal at
the station house. Total deaths according to
official count for the week ending 6 p. m. from
yellow fever, 26, other cases 48. Last week
the number of deaths was 71, yellow fever 36.
Physicians are sanguine that the maximum
death rate has been reached, and a decrease in
the number of deaths may reasonably be ex-
pected.

At Louisville there were 44 deaths during
the week, one being animported case of yellow
fever from Memphis.

At Memphis fifteen new cases were re-
ported on the 4th. According to the report of
J. H. Edmonson, superintendent of nurses of
the Howard association, they have sixty-five
on duty, attending seventy-three sick people,
fifty-six of whom are white and seventeen col-
ored, The death rate to date has been 83)¢
per cent.

At 8t. Louis, Health Commissioner Franeis
issued special orders to the gquarantine officers
to hereafter stop at that station every steamer
from ports below Cairo, report each arrival to
him and to release no vessel except upon his
order,

At Boston the brig Bishop, from Sogua La-
grand, is detained at quarantine with yellow
fever on board. When four days out the mate
died and subsequently the disease broke out
among the crew.

One case is reported in Chicago.

At Havana, deaths from fever last week
were 137, av increase of 20 over previous week.
Total number of deaths from yellow fever
during July, 537—last year, 504. Since the
beginning of the year 857 deaths occurred
against 813 same time last year.

POLITICAL MATTERS.
A CHALLENGE ACCEPTED.

The Republican State executive com-
mittee have received a challenge from the
Greenback State committee of Ohio asking
that Chas. Foster engage in a series of joint
discussions with either Ex-Gov. OCharles” An-
derson, W. W. Corry or Don Piatt. The chal-
lenge has been accepted and meetings will
hereafter be arranged at prominent points.

MAINE DEMOCRATS.

At Bangor, Maine, Thursday, the Dem-
ocratio convention nominated a straight Dem-
ocratic ticket, refusing, by almost a unanimous

vote, to await the Greenback convention be-
fore presenting a ticket.

AN JOWA NOMINATION.

At Towa City Thursday the Democratic
Congressional convention of the Fifth district
nominated H. E. J. Bardman, of Marshalltown,
for Congress.

NEBRASKA REPUBLICANS. \

The Nebraska Republican convention
will be held at Omaha October 2nd.

FOREIGN NEWS.
THE SYDNEY EXHIBITION.

The following commission has been or-
ganized for the Sydney exhibition: Commis-
sioner—Oliver M. Spencer, consul-general of
the United States at Melbourne, Vict. Hon-
orary commissioners—Augustus Morris, of
Bydney, N. 8. W., and Samuel C. Lord, of Mel-
bourne, Viet. Dr. C. C. Cox, of Washington,
has been appointed secretary of the commis-
sion, and will sail from San Franeisco the 4th
of August.

GERMAN POLITICS,

In view of the success of the socialists
in Berlin the government is considering the
practicability of making the anti-socialist law
more rigorous. The leaders of the liberals are
discussing a programme to unite the various
sections.

FOREIGN NOTES.

A dispatch states that no complete ex-

Beveral
lives were lost; twenty vessels damaged, and
one sunk,

THE LIGHTNING WAR.

In Chicago Justice Harlan, of the United
States circuit court, and Judge Drummond,
have been engaged in hearing the case of the
Western Union Telegraph Company vs. the
Wabash railroad and American Central Tele-
graph Company on a motion for a temporary
injunction to restrain defendant from con-
structing a line of telegraph upon the right of
way of the Wabash railroad in Ohio, Indiana
and Illinois, on the ground that a contract be-
tween the railroad and.Western Union Tele-
graph Company granted to the later company
the exclusive right of construction and main-
tenunce of the telegraph line. The motion
was fully and ably argued by eminent counsel
on either side, the Western Union Telegraph
Company being represented by its solicitors,
Norman Williams and Judge Congdon Beck-
with, of Chicago, and by W, H. P. Miller and
Geo. C. Butler, of Indianapolis. The defend-
ants were represented by Ex-Gov. Hendricks
and Major Hendricks, of Indianapolis, Gen.
Wager Swayne, of Toledo, and Mr. Green, of
Springfield.

JUDGE BALLARD'S DEATH,

Hon. Bland Ballard Judge of U. S.
Court died suddenly at his home in Louis-
ville, Ky., Thursday. After attending tosome
business in the morning he felt so unwell
that instead of going on to the®ourt room, he
went back to the street for a car to take him
home. Arriving home, Judge Ballard told his
wife that he was very ill, that he was about to
die. She tried to cheer him up but he pro-
ceeded to state his wishes in regard to his
property, in case be died. Suddenly Mrs, Bal-
lard noticed a violent twitching of his fea-
tures, his face became livid and in a fow min-
utes he was dead. Heart disease or apoplexy
was the supposed cause.

INJUNCTION DENIED.

On the 1st Judge Krekel, of the United
States circuit court filed his decision in the mat-
ter of the Western Union Telcgrngh company,
for an injunction to restrain the American
Union Telegraph company along the line of
the 8t.

MORMON MONEY IN COURT.

In the case of Cannon, Carrington and
Young, executors of Brigham Young's estate,
and John Taylor, president of the Mormon
church, before Judge Boreman Monday for
contempt in not turning property over to the
receiver. An order was issued that the execu-
tors pay into the court $142,000 cash, and that
John Taylor pay $290,000 cash and stocks il-
legally received by him, and to be imprisoned
until paid.

able gentleman, were managed in a very loose
and unbusiness like manner, hence their fail-
ure and consequent loss to depositors.

ANTHONY WAYNE'S MONUMENT.

The corner stone of the monument to
General Anthony Wayne was laid at Erie,
Pa., Thursday, with imposing ceremonies.
General Wayne's remains were exhumed in
1809. The flesh was boiled from the bones and
reinterred, the bones being taken to Chester
county, Pa. The monument here is to be on
the site of the original interment, and where a
portion of the remains now lay.

THE MARKETS

GRAIN REVIEW.
Messrs. Lynde, Wright & Co., of Kan-

sas City, furnish us the following reliable re-
view of the grain trade for the past week:
Wheat—A change to more favorable wheath-
er in the British 1slands and on the Continent
has improved the prospect of growing wheat,
and foreign markets are quoted dull and low-
er. In the southern and eastern parts of
France wheat harvesting has been commenced,
and the out turn is more favorable than at
first anticipated. In the spring wheat rec-
tions of our own country, cutting commenced
last week, and with another week's fair weath-
er, we will be certain of a large yield of ex-
cellent quality.

T'hese influences have had a depressing ef-
fect on values in our markets, and we note for
the week a decline of 4@5c¢ in winter and 6@
6c in spring wheat. Exports have increased
for the week, amounting to 2,160,366 bus., and
receipts at all interior points show similar
gains., Much of the decline at seaboard as
well as interior points is due to an advance of
three pence per bushel in ocean freights, and
the reported advance of rail freights to take
place from Chicago and St. Louis next week
to eastern points will have its effect. The
continued large deliveries from this time for-
ward will neeessarily prevent any material
advance, as foreign buyers are shrewd enough
to pay no more than our sellers are content to
acept.

Within the next two weeks the outcome
from spring wheat sections will have been de-
termined, and the disposition of our producers
to market their wheat will also, in a great
measure, be confirmed.

Corn—Advancing freights have told on corn,
and notwithstanding the enormous foreign
demand that took out the past week 2% mil-
lion bushels, prices have declined fully one
cent per bushel. Large stocks in Iowa and
Illinois are yet to be marketed, and the bril-
liant promise of an extraoidinary crop now
maturing tends strongly to reduced prices.
One redeeming feature io the late attention
that has been attracted to corn is foreign mar-
kets as a cheap substitute for wheat bread for
poorer classes. Some writers place the intrinsio
value of corn as a nutritvie at one half that of
wheat and should this cereal become as com-
mon an article of food on the tables of the
poorer classes in foreign countries as in our
own we may expect corn to take a higher
range of value than has yet been established
Oats—No improvement in values and offer
ings of new crop liberal.

Rye—This cereal is in good demand and last
week’s prices fully sustained.

Freights—An advance from Chicago and St.
Louis of 5 cents per cental to Eastern points
has been arranged.
