LESSON FOR LIFE—Noticed a recent article by Rabbi Robert
1 Kahn, which seems to point out pretty strongly that the fifty-
fifty formula is a delusion for establishing a happy home. Here
are some of his comments on the subject

: 4 1
“Every once in a while, in counseling with young lovers who

are planning a wedding and a wedded life, I hear a young voice
say with such cocky assurance: ‘Marriage is give and take; it’s a
50-50 proposition.’

“But whenever 1 hear those words, I wince a little
because what seems good logic is bad ‘psychologic.’ A mar-
riage built on the idea of 50-50 is almost sure to fail be-
cause it involves too much bookkeeping. People who think
along these lines tend to caiculate whether they are get-
ting their share. If I gave in yesterday, then you must
give in today. If you get your way today, then I must
get my way tomorrow,

“Proportions:—Marriage cannot be built on a 50-50 partner-
ship. If both a husband and wife want to have a truly successful
marriage, they must be more anxious to give than to get, more
anxious to please than to be pleased. And if proportions must be
stated, they should be 100-100

“The Bible says this in the curious way in which it
speaks of creation of the human race. In Genesis's first
chapter, we read: ‘Male and female He created them and
He called their name ‘Adam.’ It is almost as though to
say that a man or woman is not quite complete alone, that
marriage is the fulfillment of self, therefore a man and
woman are not 50-50 partners, but 100 per cent ones, ‘and

they shall be one flesh.’

“The Best Way That marriage begins best, therefore, in
which a man says to a woman: ‘I love you and I want you to be
happy,' and in which at the same time she says: ‘I want you to be
happy

FACTS ABOUT SCHOOLS—In view of aggressive efforts to|
pass federal aid-to-education bills, a statement made last Septem-
ber by Senator Goldwater, ranking minority member of the Sen-

“During the past 5 years, the Senate Labor and Public
Welfare Committee has held many days of hearings on
bills which would provide Federal aid to the States for the
construction of schools. And yet, thére has never been one
State school officer, when closely gquestioned by members
of the committee, who admitted that his State could not
adequately take care of its own classroom shortage. This
point is well illustrated by the fact that during the past
10 years, 500,000 classrooms have been built in the United
States, 71,600 alone in the school year of 1957-58, . . ., .

FARM LEGISLATION FOR '60'S

The vague outlines of Wash-
ington farm legislation for the
1960's is beginning to appear
dimly in patterns of contro-
versy, and a better idea of what
to look for next might be gain-
ed by glancing at what has
happened in the past three de-
cades

Each of these three decades
been marked by different
and distinct attitudes in Wash-)
ington toward the problems of
agriculture

Going back to the 1930's, the
decade of the Great Depression,
there was an economic disaster
that stifled the entire economy
and pushed one out of every
four farmers into bankruptcy.
The problem then was strictly a
dearth of markets instead of ex-
cessive production, and the
Washington remedy was to plow
up crops, kill little pigs and put

| went

buying business.

The beginning of the 1940’s
saw the technological revolu-
tion in farm production coming
to the front, producing what at
that time appeared to be huge
surpluses, But there was war
and post-war recovery that took
up these apparent surpluses,
with high prices encouraging
maximum production Prices
up from 38 per cent of
parity in the 1930's to 123 per
cent of parity in the 1940’s

But in the 1850's the vast
increases in production again
developed serious surplus troub-
les. Eventually, in 1955, a Dem-
ocratic Congress gave the Re-
publican Secretary of Agricul-
ture the authority to flex price
supports between 75 per cent
and 80 per cent of parity for
basic crops. This was done on
the theory that since high sup-
ports had encouraged excessive

would cause farmers to reduce
production.

The theory, however, has not
been borne out by the [facts,
with total farm production con-
tinuing to set new record highs
year after year,

This year, the best collective
thinking of Democratic farm-
minded congressmen perhaps is
reflected in the “Family Farm
Income Act of 1960” by Rep. Bob
Poage (D.-Tex.). The bill is not
expected to pass this session of
Congress, but it indicates what
