The bank’s board of directors 
voted at their last meeting to 
proceed with plans for the new 
bank building, according to an­
nouncement by Warren P Dur­
en, president.

Preliminary plans had been 
submitted by the Architect to 
the board for study.

Planning a new home for the 
bank which has served Mills 
County for over 65 years calls 
for moving the establishment 
from the corner of Fisher and 
Fourth Streets to a new loca­
tion.

The new bank building wUl be 
located on the west side of the 
courthouse square.

It will be constructed on a lot 
with 80 foot front Just south 
of Duren Grocery and the Ma­
sonic Hall. Three old buildings 
that have been vacant for some 
time will be torn down to make 
way for the modem new struc­
ture Two of the buildings are 
the former Gartman buildings 
which have been used for stor­
age purposes. The third and 
smaller b'lllding was last occu­
pied by Bryan Electric Shop.

Tentative plans for the new 
bank home call for a new and 
modern structure with the fin­
est banking facilities Including 
drlve-ln window service

There will be a 20 foot drive­
way on the north, between Dur­
en Grocery and the banking 
house where customers will be 
served from the drlve-ln win­
dow.

Many camping famlUes, boy 
scout groups, the Armed Forces, 
etc., attempt to learn what they 
can about survival, dependent 
upon mother nature. 1 have yet 
to hear of anyone who studied It 
say that he had been wasting 
his time.

Let’s just look at one, often 
abused and criticized product of 
mother nature, that abounds 
throughout Texas. Let’s see 
what she has performed In the 
way of survival for man.

The small, misshapen, scraw­
ny lltUe mesqulte tree has been 
scoffed at by tourists In Texas 
for many years Yet Texas owes 
a great deal to this detremlned 
and useful projection of love 
from mother nature

In the early days of Texa.s, 
when Its population was com­
posed of Indians, Mexicans and 
early white settlers, the mes­
qulte tree was like the present 
suburban shopping center.

’This little sprig of life pro­
vided so much for the existence 
o f these people that I am sur­
prised that TexiLs has not erec­
ted a mesqulte tree statue in 
undying admiration for this so 
often abused creation of nature.

The mesqulte tree was per­
haps the prime heat supply of 
our early day people, as It pro­
vided kindling for both heating 
and cooking

The oft-eaten barbecue of to­
day started with meat prepared 
over the wood from mesqulte 
trees This wood Imparts a fla­
vor to the meat that U relished 
by many barbecue experts to­
day.

The delicate leaves of the 
mesqulte were, and sometimes 
still are, placed In men's haJs— 
to help keep the head cooler In 
hot weather.

Mesqulte tree leaves often 
were used as poultices, as were 
leaves of other plants and trees

Household bleaches of today 
may be better, but the earlier 
Texas inhabitants were quite 
pleased with the results of boil­
ing mesqulte leaves with their 
clothes to make the apparel 
white.

The mesqulte bean, that 
hangs In long slender pods from 
the tree, also found many uses. 
The beans were ground between 
stones. The result — Ole — was 
flour.

This was a potent and vari­
ously used flour It made a tasty 
and energy - providing bread, 
even now enjoyed by some. The 
uncooked dough was the begin­
ning of the now famous tor­
tillas and Umales.

If you mixed this mesqulte 
bean flour with water you could 
have a choice of two useful pro­
ducts—a stomach medicine or 
a potent liquor. Could be that 
the old-timers need both at the 
same time.

I was 
a skilled factory worker, but 
now I work In a cafe as a cook 
and cannot earn as much as I 
did before losing my hearing. 
Will this be taken into consid­
eration In figuring my social 
security benefit when I become 
retirement age?

Answer: No consideration will 
be given because of your de­
creased earning power; how­
ever, 5 years of low earnings 
or no earning will be dropped

out In figuring your average 
monthly wage on which your 
benefits will be based, thereby 
giving you some protection.

Question; 1 am a nurse earn­
ing a salary of $300 a month 
I will be age 85 in July and after 
July, will be working only part- 
time How much can I earn af­
ter July and still draw my ao- 
clal security?

Answer: You must limit your 
salary to $100 per month for 
the remainder of the year.

Question; I have been receiv­
ing social security benefits for 
several yean until 1959 when I 
stopped my checks while self- 
employed as a real estate opera­
tor because I expected to have 
earnings In excess of $1200 My 
actual net for 1959 was $1252.
