Good Records
Help Taxpayers
In Filing Return

Farmers and ranchers
reminded today that Monday,

were

January 15, is the last day for
filing their estimated federal
income tax return for 1961, un-
less they plan filing their final
return on or before February 15.

Virgil W, Newman, Adminis-
trative Officer, Internal Reve-
nue Service, Brownwood, ex-
plained that those farmers and
ranchers who file an estimated
return on January 15 and pay
the tax due thereon have until
April 18 to file their final return
and pay any balance of tax due.
Otherwise, the law requires
that they file their final return
and pay the full amount of the
tax due by February 15.

The IRS representative cau-
tioned that this option is avall-
able to farmers and ranchers
only. Tax law defines a farmer
or rancher as one who earns
two-thirds or more of his gross
income from farming or ranch-
ing. He advised farmers and
ranchers that if they filed a
federal income tax return last
year the necessary forms for
this year will be malled to
them. For those who did not
file, or for some other reason
did not receive their forms in
the mail, blank forms are avall-
