Considering the status and 

accomplishments ol the state ol 
Texas, this is a compliment to 
all Texans. Perhaps that's why 
Texans take such pride in the 
historical events that have oc­
curred on Texas soil.

To quote Jefferson Davis of 
ooe such Texas event: "There is 
•• parallel in ancient or madem 
varfsre ta the victary af Oowl 
h if and his men at Sabine Pass, 
aansidering the g r e a t  adds 
against which they had ta can- 
tend.”

What happened at Sabine 
Pass?

Lt. Richard Dowling and 47 
men in the Texas heavy artll- 
lery, Confederate States of | 
America, fighting from a mud 
fort, repulsed an attack of four 
warships and twelve hundred 
men of the Federal Army.

They not only repulsed them, 
t h e y  captured approximately 
three hundred and fifty prison­
ers and two gunboats mounting 
thirteen guns of the heaviest 
caliber.

Indian Springs At The Crossing
In 1824 the Huaco Indians 

made a treaty with Stephen F. 
Austin But In 1837 the Coman­
che Indians drove the Huacos 
out

A city then grew up near the 
site of the Indian village and 
took the name Waco. Now Waco 
is One of the leading cities in 
Central Texas.

Site of the Indian village also 
was the site of the first cross­
ing of the Brazos River. In 1017 
the Daughters of the American 
Revolution reclaimed the In- 
cUar. Spring at the village site 
and memorialized It.

lliis  spring still flows, near 
the west end ol the old and re­
nowned Suspension Bridge over 
the Brazos River, In Waco.

He Did His Full Duty
In East Texas, within the city 

of Palestine, stands a monu­
ment for John H Reagan.

IThereon. you will find a most 
appropriate quotation; "The old 
Roman's highest ambition was 
to do bis full duty; Conscious-

neas of haviug done It was his 
ample roward.”

It Is a large monument. It had 
to be In order to list the ac­
complishments of Reagan.

Inscribed on it is a list of the 
positions held by Reagan from 
1843 to 1005. They Include Pro­
bate Judge, Texas Legislator, 
District Judge, U. S. Congress­
man, Confederate Congressman, 
Postmaster of the Confederate 
States of America. Secretary of 
the Treasury of the Confederate 
States, Delegate to the Tex­
as Constitutional Convention, 
Chairman of the Texas Railroad 
Commission, and author of 
‘Memoirs of Secession and CtvU 
War."

It can truly be said that this 
man did his "full duty."

In Tribute To Ben Ftcklin
Ben Flcklln is the name.
It's the name of a man . . .  the 

man who was Instrumental in 
establishing the Pony Express.

It was Ben Flcklln who also 
personally carried the first mes. 
sage from the first Governor of 
California to the Governor of 
Missouri. Ben Flcklln, the man, 
died in 1870.

Ben Ficklin also Is the name 
of a stage stand, so named In 
his honor.

It's also the name of the first 
County seat of Tom Green 
County In West Texas. Loca­
tion: 4 miles south of the pres­
ent town of San Angelo. Ben 
Flcklln. the town, was destroy­
ed by flood In 1882.

Helena Duel Added To Color
“ Possessed of a colorful his­

tory" would be perhaps the most 
broad description of Helena, 
Texas.

Colorful is right, but the color 
Is red. Red with the lifeblood of 
many men who saw the last of 
Texas at Helena.

A major contribution to this 
colorful history was made by 
the "Helena Duel "

Duelists’ left hands w e r e  
bound together. Then the two 
combatants were left to settle 
their differences with knives 
held In their (ree hands

Hardly a game for cowards or 
weaklings, this duel! Yet It be­
came the most popular sporting

event for local enteretalnment 
Audiences and betting reached 
such large proportions that the 
recurrent winners were looked 
upon as local celebrities.

One of the stone buildings of 
the early town still stands—the 
old two story courthouse. It Is 
referred to as “ the place where 
they talked things over before 
they lynched a man."
