“To achieve this goai of ready
troops, the Army must be able
to test its organization, tactics
and ability to exist in the field.
We need and must have suffi-
clent ground on which to train
and maneuver,” he said.

Gen. Dunn held a question
and answer period following the
showing of a film of the Army
in training in Europe, “The Big
Picture” which amplified the
need of General Dunn’s request,
sketching the scope of a big
scale maneuver.

It was explained that the ma-
neuver area the Army is seek-

ing runs from Ft Hood to
Brownwood. An area approxi-
mately 100 miles long and 50
miles wide.

Although maneuver dates
were indefinite, they would be
in the September-October per-
lod. Approximately 50,000 troops
are scheduled to take part in
the operation. Three units
would participate. Two of them,
the 1st and 2nd Armored Divi-
sions at Ft. Hood will have most
men participating. They will be
assisted by an Airborne division
with approximately 12,000 men.

One of the Armored divisions
would start at Fort Hood and
the other at Brownwood. Théy
would meet about halfway.

Under the proposed agree-
ment the Army would pay land-
owner for maneuver rights $1
plus all damages and ciaims.
Offices would be set up in praec-
tically ali towns to handle the
claims, the General sald Ex-
perienced appraisers will be
hired, claims would be agreed
on by the appraiser and land-
owner Iinvolved and payment
for damages would be made
within 24 hours whenever pos-
sible.

The general pointed out that
Ft. Hood has approximately
150,000 acres available in the
reservation for training mis-
sions and field problems.

“This acreage is just not suit-
able, or sufficient, for training
of large units which In this day
and age must spread out widely
to conform to requirements dic-
tated by powerful and modern
weapons.”

Some suggested that the
Army take troops to the mil-
lions of acres of land owned by
the Federal Government, to
hold maneuvers, The General
said that this would be fine ex-
cept that the cost of transport-
ing two or three divisions clear
across the country for maneuv-
ers was just too high. “We must
train our troops, and we need
large area, and we can't afford
to ship them off to California
and Washington for maneuv-
ers,” the general said.

GET BAGWORMS EARLY

Bagworms are now occurring
In rather large numbers on trees
and other plants, This insect is
a general feeder and ecan cause
serious damage to certain trees,
especlally evergreens.

At this time, the forms are
small and can be successfully
controlled by proper spraying or
dusting of the plants with in-
secticides. It is important to ap-
ply chemicals early enough to

The following insecticides are
recommended for bagworm con-
trol, Malathion (50% emulsifi-
able concentrate 1 to 1% ounces
per 5 gallons of waler), Toxa-
phene (60% emulsifiable con-
centrate, 2% ounces per 5 gal-
lons of water), or lead arsenate
(2% to 3 ounces per 5 gallons of
water),

In addition to these materials
there are several brands of
combination sprays (two or
more insecticides combined to-
gether) on the market which
will give good control of bag-
worms as well as other pests.
One of the common combina-
tion sprays contains malathion
plus DDT.

Sprays are preferred over
dusts and the label instructions
should be followed for mixing
and using insecticides.

Insecticides are poisons and
should be handled with caution.
Follow safety directions listed
on the label and keep children
and pets out of the treated area.
After spraying, wash the grass
to remove the chemical residue.

IRS Outlines Information On
Sub Or Independent Contractor

Area employers wrongly des-
ignating their employees as
‘““subcontractors” for income

withholding and social security
tax purposes, is one of the big-
gest current problems facing
Internal Revenue Service, Dal-
las IRS District Director Ellis
Campbell, Jr, said today

The IRS uncovered an alarm-
ing number of employees claim-
ing to be “subcontractors” or
“independent contractors.”

“Employees cannot simply de-
cide they want to be bona fide
contractors,” Campbell said. “To
qualify they must actually be in
a trade or business with some
kind of an Investment. The fact
that they have signed a state-
ment, or had a eard printed
doesn’t make them a contractor,
or a subcontractor under the
law.”

Campbel] cautioned that em-
ployees willfully naming them-
selves as “subcontractars” to
avold withholding and paying
federal income and social secur-
