Turkey Barbecue Proposed Maneuver Agreement
"It’s Delicious”

Says Beanblossom
The U. S. Army'a requeat for 

maneuver rlghta covering two 
mlUlon acres of land In this 
Central Texas area is a subject

Few can realst the succulent 
smell of golden-crisp summer 
turkey slixllng on the open grill 
or revolving on the spit. Barbe­
cued turkey meat U excitingly 
new and tasty jmd when cooked 
right It all but melts in your 
mouth, explains F. Z. Beanblos­
som. extension poultry market­
ing specialist at College Station.

Barbecues reaturlng turkey 
meat are e a s y  to prepare 
whether for a small family pic­
nic or a large community gath­
ering. and any site turkey from 
4 to 24 pounds can be barbecued, 
polnU out the speclalut. He 
does recommend that the larger 
birds be deboned or disjointed 
and marinated several hours 
before barbecuing.

The secret to barbecuing Is a 
slow cooking job After the 
charcoal has tuiRed a grey col­
or. you are rqady to put the, 
turkey on the krill or s^t. says 
BeanUossom. Place the meat on 
the grill bone side down, and 
after about 15 minutes, turn it 
for the first time. Baste and 
allow about 10 minutes of cook­
ing time before giving It the 
second turn. After the second 
turn, Beanblossom says to make 
the turns at 5 minute intervals 
and each time baste the meat 
with your favorite barbecue 
sauce.

He recommehtis cooking until 
the desired golden-crisp color Is 
obtained and cautions against 
puncturing the akin for such al­
lows the tasty juices of the tur­
key to escape.

Now for that something spec­
ial, Beanblossom suggests the 
use of a marinating sauce. He 
says to immerse the cut-up 
meat In a sauce consisting of 2 
parts sauterne wine or lemon- 
lime fizx water, 1 part soy 
sause, and 1 part peanut oU. 
Add lemon juice to suit the 
taste and garlic cloves If de­
sired. There should be enougli 
of the sauce to completely 
cover the meat. Tlte specialist 
suggests leaving the meat In 
the marinade for at least two 
hours.

This same sauce, he adds, can 
be used in cooking whole tur­
keys on a SDit. Just brush It 
frequently on the bird while It 
Is cooking, he says.

Atty. 0«n. Will Wilson ans­

He told Education Commis­
sioner J. W. Edgar that It is not 
legal for a school district to buy 
gasoline and oil from a con­
signee who is a member of the 
school board, even if he got the 
contract as low bidder on sealed 
bids.

He told County Atty. John

tice of the peace seats, can’t 
hold them both, and that he 
vacated the office he held when 
he became a candidate for the 
other place. George’s name can­
not appear on the general elec­
tion ballot for both Jobs.

He told County Atty. Bill F. 
Griffin Jr., of Center that 
trucks owned by a farm corpor­
ation and used exclusively for 
hauling poultry and farm pro­
ducts are entitled to the half- 
price farm license fee.

He told County Atty. Mack 
Wallace of Athens that mem­
bers of the national guard are 
not exempt from ad valorem 
taxes levied against their prop­
erty for road purposes. The ex­
emption for militia members Is 
from the "road tax” of $3 per 
man which xised to be levied 
against those who did not put 
in a day’s work a year on the 
county roads.

Hidalgo County, where the I 
tangled skein of water rights 
will be unraveled.

Trial is scheduled to start in 
September on the main lawsuit. 
The big question, whether land- 
owners have a right to use irri­
gation water from the Rio 
Grande without a state permit, 
already has been settled.

Texas Supreme Court said 
lands deriving from Spanish 
Mexican grants do not have a 
riparian right to use water for 
irrigation.

With that big question ans­
wered, Judge Starley will go 
Into a hundred other questions 
In the suit Involving ail users 
of the Rio Grande from Mav­
erick County to the Gulf.

Visiting Judge had to be sent 
in since District Judge Magus 
Smith was dlssuallfled because 
he had been an attorney for 
some of the interested partfes 
before he was elected Judge.

RorraUng figures brought out 
recently by the National Cot­
ton Council point up Increased 
costs of admlnsterlng the de­
creasing Mexican labor pro­
gram.

story. In 19S9, USDL was given 
$517.000 by Congress to admin­
ister the Mexican labor pro­
grams (Public Law 781. Consid­
ering t h a t  438.000 Mexican 
workers were coming Into the 
country at that time, the fig­
ure seemed reasonable enough, 
about $1.20 per worker. How­
ever. In 1980 USDL received 
$887.000 to admlnUter 318.000 
workers; that's $2.55 per work­
er representing a 120% Increase 
over the previous year, and yet 
the number of workers dropped 
off. And. in 1981, USDL got 
$1.1404)00 for 291.000 workers— 
$3 90 per worker, with the pro­
gram down and costs soamlg.

A look at 1982 reveals that 
the USDL is requesting from 
the Congress $1.831.000 to ad­
minister a program for an esti­
mated 285,000 workers who will 
be coming Into this country, 
$8.20 per worker! An Increase 
over 1959 of $5 00 per worker or 
415%. We could carry on this 
thing and assume that If no 
Mexican workers are allowed to 
come into the United States In 
1983 the USDL might request 
$35 mlUlon.

Labor users familiar arlth a 
once workable and beneflclsd 
program to both Mexico and 
our country are not dismayed as 
to reasons why the USDL has 
steadily requested Increased ap­
propriations.

only means an Increased force 
of compliance men, government 
Inspectors to check Into com­
plaints of violations of con­
tracts and men to keep tab on 
transportation, housing, food 
service, and other facilities fur­
nished workers. Costs to users 
are Increasing, too. $12.50 per 
man for processing, transporta­
tion costs both tdsys, insur­
ance, etc.

In 1981 there were alleged to 
be 4.485 complaints and 12,818 
Inspectloiu of housing and fa­
cilities (USDL's figures). The 
Department estimates In 1982 
there will be 4.700 and 13,000 
and In 1983. 5.150 and 15,500. 
Although It Is hard to under­
stand. the Labor Department 
people apparently expect that 
as the number of braceros de­
creases complaints and Inspec­
tions will Increase. It looks like 
the roads In the areas where 
braceros are still used may be 
filled with labor men keeping 
tabs on the program. They 
might have to drive long and 
hard to find very many bracero 
labor users among West Texas 
ranchmen who have been vir­
tually forced out of the pro­
gram by excessive regulations 
and restrictions. What can you 
do?
