During the dates the short 
course Is In progress, Mr. Bow­
ers will be available to assist 
farmers and ranchers with in­
dividual problems and to pro­
vide on-the-farm Instruction, 
according to Mr. Head.

Farmers Interested in attend­
ing the short course should 
write or call the superintend­
ent of schools, Mr. Beard, or 
the teacher of vocational agri­
culture, Mr. Head. An entry fee 
of $2.(N) will be charged. Pasture 
Short Course Certificates are to 
be presented to each enrollee 
who attends all the training 
sessions.

Mr. Bowers states tha t the 
short course will be adjusted to 
wishes and Interests of farmers 
enrolled but tha t he expects to 
cover such subjects as adapted 
grasses and legumes, fertiliza­
tion, weed control, graslng 
management and graxlng sys­
tems. The primary purpose of 
course Is in helping farmers 
and ranchers to make the most 
profit from their pastures.

"Short courses in pasture, as 
well as In other areas, are now 
available to farmers through­
out the stats under the new co­
operative program between the 
Texas Education Agency and 
Texas A8SM CoUege," stated Bob 
Jaaka, associate professor. De­
partment of Agricultural Edu­
cation a t ’Texas AJiM College, 
who coordinates tbs program 
for Texas AJtM.

“This cooperative program," 
states Jaaka. “Is designed to 
make the sendees of specialists 
available to conduct short cour­
ses under the supervision of 
public schools. Such a program 
will enable teachers of voca­
tional agriculture to provide 
improved educational services 
to farm people."

Screwworm Eradication Program
Being Received With Satisfaction

More than 82 million sterile 
screwworm files were released 
In Texas and New Mexico dur­
ing the week of September 16- 
22. county agent George Reese, 
has announced Production of 
the files at the plant near Mis­
sion, Texas has Increased stead- 
Uy since It started operation In 
June.

L l v e t t a o k  producers and 
sportsmen apparently are re­
ceiving the Screwworm Eradica­
tion program with widespread 
satisfaction, Reese said. Many 
MUla County producers have re­
ported a marked decrease In the 
number of screwworm cases this 
year as compared to other years.

Loyd King, who operates a 
ranch In the South part of MUls 
County, expresses a typical re­
action.

I have found only a fraction 
of the cases that I usually ex­
perience," King said. "Since the 
weather conditions this summer 
have been much the same as in 
previous years. I am convinced 
tha t the release of sterUe flies 
has helped reduce the number 
of cases.”

Other producers In this coun­
ty and throughout the state 
have Indicated simUar results, 
Reese reported. He said some 
producers In Texas are having 
a lot of trouble with screw- 
worms, but even In the most 
heavUy infested areas, produ-

Farmers Can Continue Diverting 
Land On Conservation Reserve

Secretary of Agriculture Or- 
vUle L. Freeman announced Oc­
tober 5 th a t moat farmers who 
are participating In the Con­
servation Reserve Program smd 
whoae contrsicts will expire De­
cember 31, 1982, wlU have an 
opportunity to continue their 
land In conserving use for an­
other year under a 1983 Land 
IJae Adjustment Program au­
thorized by the recently enact­
ed Food and Agriculture Act 
Of 1962

Farmers who have land on 
which contracts expire this 
year were urged not to destroy 
the protective cover on the land 
until they become acqusdnted 
with provisions of the new pro­
gram.

USDA officials say that terms 
and conditions to be offered 
farmers for continuing to hold 
eligible land In a conserving use 
will be similar to those for the 
existing contracts. Specific de­
tails concerning payment rates

and other provisions will be 
available in county Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conservation 
Service (ASCS) offices around 
mid-October.

Officials pointed out that un­
der the 1963 program, as under 
the Conservation Reserve Pro­
gram, farmers will be required 
to provide a cover which will 
protect the lanjj from wind and 
water erosion.

Longer range aspects of the 
Land Use Adjustment Program 
are being developed and will be 
announced later

i n d i v i d u a l  Inspection and 
treatment will continue to play 
an Important role In the Screw 
worm Eradication P r o g r a m .  
Reese said. He urges producers 
to inspect th d r animals at least 
twice a week and treat wounds 
with approved screwworm rem­
edies such as Korlan Smear, Co- 
Ral Powder, EQ 335 or Smear 63. 
He also recommends systematic 
spraying every 10 to 14 days 
with a 0.25 per cent Co-rml or 
0.5 per cent Korlan solution.

"This time of the year, we are 
especially vulnerable to screw­
worm infestation because of the 
wet, cool weather which Is fav­
orable for the screarworm fly,** 
he said, "Remember that each 
case of screwwomu you destroy 
will prevent thousands from oc­
curring later."

He also urged producers to 
continue to collect 10 maggots 
from wounds, put them In alco­
hol or water and deliver them to 
him or send them directly to: 
Screwworm Identification, Post 
Office Box 969, Mission, Texas. 
Reporting cases is an Important
aspect In the success of the pro­
gram, he said.

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Livestock Men Hear Report On 
Screwworm Eradication Program

“A •crewworm-fre« Southwest 
will cost an estimated $13 mu­
tton.” Mr. L. B. Burnham, chair­
man of the county animal 
health committee reported this 
week.

Of this, livestock producers 
and sportsmen wUl raise $3 mll- 
Uon and the rest wlU come from 
State and Federal sources. Mr 
Burnham said.

The county chairman an­
nounced that this was the ob­
ject of the general meeting that 
was held on October 15. at 
Ooldthwaite. producers raised 
$17 million toward th u  goal 
last spring.

The Screwworm Eradication 
Program entails the release of 
sterile screwworm files by air­
planes The sterile male flies 
mate with naturaUy-occurrlng 
females, thus producing infer­
tile egga The program is a co­
operative venture of the U. 8. 
Department of Agriculture, the

Texas Animal Health Commis­
sion, the Southwest AnUnkl 
H e a l t h  Besearch Foundation 
and agencies of other South­
western States.

Mr Burnham outlined the ex­
penditures that are required to 
wipe out the livestock pest that 
does an estimated annual dam­
age of $100 mlUlon. Prom Feb­
ruary 14. IMS—when the first 
sterile screwrworm flies were re­
leased In Texas—until July 1, a 
total of $1.S50.000 was spent.

Program officials expect ex­
penditures of $4,700.000 during 
the year July 1, 1M3 to June 30, 
1M3. B r o k e n  down, this 
amounts to nearly $1 million for 
meat, blood and honey to raise 
the sterile screwworm files a t 
Mission, Texas, $550.000 for fly 
dispersal; $2,050.00 for salaries 
and travel; and $1,100.000 for 
plant maintenance, ntUlties and 
other servlcas.
