The drop area 
tying outside the barrier totals 
approximately 50500 square 
miles. Within this 50500 square 
mile area warylng release rates 
will be used depending upon 
weether conditions and the In­
tensity of scrowworm aetlwlty. 
The region north of a line run­
ning roughly from Port Lavaca 
through the northern part of 
San Antonio to Sonora, Texas, 
wlU receive an average of 300 
files per square mile weekly 
until It Is ascertained that 
ecrewwormf have not overwin­
tered In the area. South of this 
line, within the barrier and 
outdde the barrier, fly release 
rates will be Increased when In­
clement weather reduces the 
slM of the area under treat­
ment.

"A  weekly production rate of 
85 million fUee will be reared 
during January and February 
and 75 million flies weekly wUl 
be reared from March through 
June.

“Throughout the remainder 
of the fiscal year. Increasing 
attention will be given to Indi­
vidual outbreaks of screwworms 
within the overwintering area 
and as the number o f reported 
cases become fewer and fewer, 
more and more Intensified e f­
forts will be made to rapidly 
snuff each one out as it is re­
ported.

"The revised budget provides 
for altering production and re­
lease facilities so that under 
emergency circumstances, 100 
million sterile flies per weflt 
may be produced and released 
If sufficient funds are avail­
able.”

Christmas Tree Fire Safety Tips
More thyn so million American families In the next few days 

will be buying Christmas trees and decorating them for the holi­
day season.

Unless care Is taken, this happy symbol of the holiday season 
can bring tragedy, warns the National Board of lire  Underwriters.

These suggestions are offered by the Board to keep your 
Christmas tree flresafe:

1— When you buy a Christmas tree, choose one which appesirs 
fresh. Before you buy the tree, run your hand over the neetUes to 
make sure they are firmly attached. I f  needles fall when brushed, 
the tree Is dry and you riiould select another one.

2— When you get the tree home, keep It outdoors until you are 
ready to decorate It. You can keep It fresh by standing It In a 
pall of water.

3— You should wait until Just before Christmas before setting 
up the tree.

4— You should place the tree In the coolest part of the room, 
away from radiators, heaters and the fireplace. This will keep 
the tree from drying, and reduce the chance of fire.

5— Your Christmas tree stand should be of the type equipped 
with a water container In which the trunk can rest. Fresh trees 
will “drink” a sizeable amount of water, and you should fill the 
water contsdner dally.

8—Only flameproof decorations should be used on the tree— 
those made of glass, metal or fire-reslstsmt material.

7— Use only electric lights to illuminate the tree and be sure 
to check light strings before placing them on the branches. Those 
with frayed wires should be thrown away. I f  you buy a new set, 
select a type that bears the Underwriters' Latx>ratorles label.

8— The switch controlling the tree lights should be some dis­
tance from the tree.

9— Electric traltu—part of Christmas In many homes—should 
be set up away from the tree. Sparks from toy traliu could be 
fire hazards.

10— Lights on Christmas trees always should be turned off 
when everyone Is away from home.

11— Check the tree frequently for dryness. In particular, check 
tree needles near lights. I f  they have started to turn brittle, 
change the position of the lights.

12— When needles become so dry they start falling, take the 
tree down at once and put it outdoors.

13— When Christmas presents are opened, the gift wrappings 
you Intend to keep should be folded and put away. Other paper, 
ribbon and boxes should be gathered up and thrown ¡away 
promptly.

14— Even if the tree still appears to be fresh, take It down 
the day after New Year's.
