Because he doesn't work
for a living, money doesn’'t mean too much to him and he
tends to buy the first thing he sees and doesn't shop around
like I would do if I were purchasing items. He is also quite
generous to the poor and needy, but often gives to those he
doesn't know who feed him a soft line,

“I just received a bill for his last spending spree and it
gives me a sick hopeless feeling. I keep thinking how better
off I would be if I could just spend that money for the things
I want and could give to the people and charities I think are
needy, Honestly, he does so much of my spending that I tend
not to give money to charity anymore

“He won't listen to me, but he will listen to you because
he respects you. Please use your influence to cut the spending
habits of my Uncle Sam
