It covers a period of 29 years 
with a meager beginning m 
1938 with $800 borrowed capi­
tal. a part time office glrl-re- 
ceptlonist. one dental chair, a 
reasonably good number of pa­
tients and many long and hard 
hours of work to the 1985 open­
ing to the new dental building 
with an investment value of 
approximately $80.000.

Or. Graves started his dental 
practice In his native Goldth- 
walte In August 1938 after he 
returned from Dental College 
In Dallas Before going to Den­
tal College he taught school for 
three years.

He hung out his shingle with 
office on the second floor of 
the Joe Palmer Building which 
housed the Plggly Wiggly Store 
on the first floor.

Recalling some of the early 
experiences In getting sUr»ed 
Dr Graves said: ‘T hung out
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According to announcement 
by Scott Lanford of Blanket. 
Chairman of the Brown-Mills 
Soil Conservation District, the 
State Soil Conservation Board

Bennett Creek WCID was or­
ganized about 10 years ago and 
was one of the first districts In 
the State Since organization of 
the WCID. the sponsoring local 
organizations have been wait­
ing for approval of the water­
shed application and a plan­
ning priority to be assigned

Watershed priorities are bas­
ed on the per cent of soil and 
water conservation applied on 
the land. Ninety-three per cent 
of the area Is under agreement 
with the Brown-Mills Soli Con­
servation District and 78 per 
cent of the land treatment has 
been applied.

The number of flood preven­
tion structures which may be 
Included In the work plan will 
be determined by the available

I read Just about 
every essay, or book that came 
along There were two full time 
Dentists in town when I start­

But. start he did. He rented 
office space and he and the 
equipment company represen­
tative set out to fix up tne c>f- 
flce. The landlord told him to 
fix It up any way he wanted it 
and to take the cost out of the 
rent. In 1938 money was a little 
hard to come by, as those who 
got their start about that time 
still remember.

They fixed the office, then 
set out to get a loan for the 
equipment. Dr. Graves had hte 
mind set on a loan of $1J00. 
with $800 for regular equipment 
and $1.000 for an X-Ray ma­
chine. Lending agencies and 
individuals during the 1930’s 
were operating on the "Talking 
Down the Loan" system. Dr. 
Graves got an $800 loan. The 
X-Ray machine Just had to 
wait a while.

His practice started with one 
dental rhalr and a part time 
office girl-assistant. His recep­
tionist was shared with a medi­
cal doctor who had an office 
across the hall. The office girl 
cost Dr. Graves $5.00 per week 
She was paid $1000 per week, 
but the medical doctor paid 
the other $5.00.

During that time the fee for 
extraction of a tooth was $1 00; 
filling $100, cleaning teeth 
$2 00 and a set of dentures cost 
$40.00. T h e s e  prices have 
changed though and today an 
extraction costs $2.00. average 
filling $2 00, cleaning teeth 
$4 00 and set of dentures range 
from $100 to $150.

Dr. Graves recalls that hte 
second office girl was on a full 
time baste. She was paid $2.50 
per day or $15 00 a week — for

Eradication Committee is lay­
ing plans for this county's par­
ticipation In a concentrated 
drive to raise $300 000 from the 
Texas livestock Industry for the 
Screwworm Eradication Pro­
gram.

"The goal for our county Is 
$3.240," stated L. B. Burnham, 
chairman of the local commit­
tee. He pointed out this goal 
can be obtained If every farmer 
and rancher will contribute on 
the basis of 10 cents per ani­
mal unit. An animal unit con­
sists of one dairy or beef ani­
mal, or one horse, or five sheep, 
goats, or hogs.

The fund drive .wUl begin 
Monday, March 29, and wUl be 
«oncluded., Monday, AprU 12.

Livestock producers can leave 
their contributions at the Mills 
County State Bank In Ooldth- 
walte or the Farmers and Mer- 
chanU Bank at Prlddy Dona­
tions can also be made to mem­
bers of the screwworm eradica­
tion committee, which Includes:

The screwworm fly has been 
•radicated front the Southwest, 
but a barrier of live flies must

be maintained along the U. 8 - 
Mexlcon border to prevent fer­
tile flies from Mexico relnfest- 
Ing the V. 8. Approximately 100 
million sterile flies will be 
needed each week during April, 
May, and June. I f  funds are not 
made available, the Southwest 
stands to lose the gains that 
have already been made.

George Reese, county agricul­
tural agent, said In the three 
years the program has been In 
existence, savings of more than 
$168 million have been realised 
by producers. He said no screw- 
worm Infestations were detect­
ed In this county since the Fall 
of 1062

Congress Is considering a 
U8DA request for $5 million 
which would make the program 
financed enUrely by the Fed­
eral government beginning July 
1.

A report of me season’s first 
fawn deer prompted J, B Phil­
lips, law enforcement coordin­
ator for the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department, to urge 
Texans to restrain their pets in 
the deer range this spring

Game Warden J C. Moore of 
Mason, said the birth date of 
the early arrival has been es­
tablished as between February 
17 and 20 In a nearby county, 
seven-year records place the 
earliest first fawn date as April 
21 Peak production ordinarily 
comes the last of May or the 
first of June, but Department 
biologists predict an earlier 
fawning season this year due 
to abnormally early breeding 
last fall.

Phillips said regardless of the 
new trend. If any, this year 
that female deer are heavy 
with fawn now and therefore 
deserve protection from roam­
ing dogs

He said Texans generally 
realize this and that abuses 
from dogs running wild In the 
d e e r  range “ Is because of 
thoughtlessness more than any­
thing else"

get out and chase something." 
said Phillips, ‘so they cannot be 
blamed.

Easter 
eggs also have been consecrat­
ed for ceremonial uses In 
churches

a full-fledged egg-roUlng on 
the White House Lawn. And In 
many households, hunting for 
eggs left by the Easter Bunny 
Is a traditional part of Easter 
Morn.
