pected to last) 12 months or
longer. Age, education, and work
experience, which are consider-
ed in the case of the disabled
worker, are not considered.

In general, one can be eligible
for disabled widows benefits
only if the disability started be-
fore or within 7 years after the
husband’s death. However, if
benefits were received as a wid-
ow with children, eligibility can
be established for the new bene-
fits if the disability started be-
fore the other payments ended,
or within 7 years after they
ended.

Payments can start with the
7th full month of the disability.
The first month for which ben-
efits can be paid is March 1968.

Tte amount may be as low as
50 per cent of the benefit the
deceased worker would have re-
ceived, or may be as high as
821, per cent, depending on the
age at which the widow begins
to get benefits. For example, if
a widow became disabled at age
50 and began receiving disability
benefits, the rate would be 50
per cent of the amount the hus-
band would have received; at
age 55, it would be 6034 per cent.

As under the old law, the full
amount of a widow's benefit—
payable at 62—is 82'% per cent
of the deceased husband’s re-
