Another 11 boosters for Mills 
County Park Maintenance Fund 
honor roll are needed to reach 
the goal of 100 for 1989, it was 
announced Tuesday by W. P.

The Committee last week Is­
sued what was hoped to be their 
last call for financial support 
for this year, but the response 
has fallen a little short.

There are some who have 
been boosters of the fund in the 
past that have overlooked get­
ting their checks in so far this 
year, Duren stated In comment­
ing on the need for a few addi­
tional contributions.

The goal of 100 boosters can 
be reached with a few more do­
nations. It was pointed out this 
week, and the drive can be 
completed.

A minimum goal of $1.200.00 
Is needed to Insure a park care­
taker for the year.

Bank Deposits Up 
Nearly 2 SMillion 
Over Past Year

Deposits In Mills County State 
Bank went up nearly two $mll- 
llon during the past year ac­
cording to condensed statement 
of condition appearing In this 
issue of the paper.

The statement, as of June 30, 
reflects the best growth year 
for the bank In history, W. P. 
Duren, president, stated as he 
pointed out that the total re­
sources of the bank went up 
over a gmUllon in the past six 
months.

On December 31, 1968 the 
bank's resources were $10.633,- 
411.31 and on June 30, 1949 to­
tal lesourccs were $11,A43 047 03

While deposits gained nearly 
two Smlllion during the past 
year. ju.st shy of one Smlllion 
gain was recorded in the past 
six months.

Deposits on June 29. 1948 
were $9.090.457.18 and on June 
30. 1969 they were $10.702.149.46.

Loans went up from $4.649,- 
527 91 on June 29, 1948 to $5,- 
108.81537 on June 30, 1949.

The committee has been con­
ducting the voluntary contri­
bution drive for the past several 
years to provide money for the 
park upkeep.

When the plan was first ad­
opted It called for enlisting 100 
persons to give $12.00, or more, 
to the park maintenance fund 
each year to take care of the 
Job. This amounts to only $1.00 
per month for each contributor.

In the pasi, several years a 
number have given more than 
the suggested $12. This has 
been a big help to the commit­
tee In reaching the goal without 
personal solicitation campaign.

This week's appeal serves to 
remind those who have over­
looked It. and others Interested 
In the park, to get their checks 
turned in this week.

The park fund honor roll of 
boosters will be brought up to 
date In the next few days and 
list of all who have supported 
the project for 1969 will be pub­
lished In the Eagle.

Creek Watershed.

Before the Tuesday night 
meeting the board members 
held a public meeting on Mon­
day night attended by many 
property owners from the wa­
tershed and also a number of 
those from the down stream 
flood area.

Purpose of this meeting was 
to get together and discuss the  
easements needed and see how 
much support there was to  
move the project ahead. Every­
one present was given an op­
portunity to express himself re­
garding the subject.

The board of directors felt 
that there was sufficient en­
couragement from the majority 
of property owners to go ahead 
and guarantee the renuilnlng 
easements.

Of the 34 easements Involved 
for the four dam sites only four 
remain to be signed by property 
owners.

One of the four sites has been 
cleared, two sites lack one eaae- 
ment and one site lacks two 
easements.

Plans call for four dams oo 
the project a t this time. Tbla 
may be amended at a later dat* 
and the work plan may be re­
vised to Include more. A num­
ber of projects on the Colorado 
River watershed have been 
amended to add more stm e- 
tures. according to Doug Sel­
lars, district conservationist of 
the Goldthwaite SCS work unit.

The four dams planned vriU 
hold 800 acre feet of water In 
Mills County, officials point out.

The board felt since the pro­
ject has been In process of plan­
ning. etc., for about 13 years, 
that now Is the time to follow 
through and see that It is plac­
ed on the construction schedule.

In order to do this the dis­
trict officials had to guarantee 
acquisition of the remaining 
easements so that the Soil Con­
servation Service can go ahead 
with the project. — ,e>

Members of the board are 
hopeful that the four remain­
ing easements will be signed (m 
a valuntary basis to go along 
with the other 30 who have al­
ready signed theirs. Five of the 
30 have signed their easements 
since June 6. Remaining east- 
ments can be taken care of 
through condemnation proceed­
ings due to the encouragement 
and support from the majority 
of landowners involved. District 
officials however look on this 
means as a last resort and 
would prefer having the four 
grant their easements to make 
It unanimous.
